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HISTORICAL SESSIONS
OF THE ANNUAL CONFERENCES

Rio Grande Conference

El ministerio de La Iglesia Metodista Unida a través de la Conferencia Río Grande, tuvo sus precursores ya desde 1815, tanto en 
ministros de las fronteras como en los Colportores de las Sociedades Bíblicas y en algunas de las comunidades de fe de los Colonos 
de Texas. Los esfuerzos ya más instituidos, empero, trazan su historial a dos de los ramos del metodismo: La Iglesia Metodista 
Episcopal y La Iglesia Metodista Episcopal del Sur.
La Iglesia Metodista Episcopal principia en 1850 con nombramientos a Nuevo México, a través de la Conferencia de Oregón y 
California y de la Sociedad Misionera, y posteriormente, a través de varias otras Conferencias. Estos primeros esfuerzos, si bien 
terminan en 1856, darán como fruto una Misión en Peralta. Dicha Misión continuaría por sí misma, bajo liderazgo fiel de algunos 
laicos, hasta 1871 que es cuando se prosigue ya en forma de un Distrito parte de la Conferencia de Colorado. En 1876 este Distrito, 
bilingüe por cierto, se constituye en la Misión de Nuevo México la cual continúa siendo parte, hasta 1884, de la Conferencia de 
Colorado. La obra toma nuevo curso, manteniendo aún su relación con la Conferencia de Colorado hasta 1891, pero reorganizándose 
en 1885 para dar lugar a la Misión Española de Nuevo México la cual posteriormente, al verse fortalecida se convierte, en 1892, en 
Conferencia Misionera Española de Nuevo México. En 1915 y hasta 1924, las obras de habla española y habla inglesa se vuelven a 
unir, formándose la bilingüe Conferencia de Nuevo México. En 1924 otra reorganización se hace necesaria y de ella nos viene la 
Misión Española del Suroeste la cual, en 1932, se hace Misión Latino Americana, continuando así hasta 1936. Finalmente, de 1937 
a 1939, la obra se organiza como Misión de Nuevo México. Durante este periodo la mayoría de los obreros mantienen su membresía 
clerical en la Conferencia de Nuevo México de 1924 a 1927, en la Conferencia Misionera de Nuevo México en 1928 y en varias otras 
Conferencias, hasta la unificación de los metodismos de 1939.
La Iglesia Metodista Episcopal del Sur, por su parte, principia en 1859 con nombramientos a El Paso y a San Antonio, a través de 
la Conferencia Misionera del Río Grande, los que durarían uno y dos años respectivamente. En 1871 se reanudan los esfuerzos con 
un nombramiento a Corpus Christi, a través de la Conferencia del Oeste de Texas, que da como fruto un Distrito. La obra crece 
y en 1885 se establece como Conferencia Fronteriza Misionera Mexicana. En 1890 dicha Conferencia se divide en dos, naciendo 
la Conferencia Noroeste Misionera Mexicana. En los años 1914-1915 se da la primera reorganización en base a obra en Estados 
Unidos y obra en México, por lo que se forma la Misión Mexicana de Texas en 1914 y al Conferencia Fronteriza Mexicana en 1915. 
La Misión Mexicana de Texas, sin embargo, mantiene la mayoría de su membresía clerical en México en la Conferencia Fronteriza 
Misionera Mexicana en 1914 y en la Conferencia Fronteriza Mexicana hasta 1918. Por otro lado, en 1918 se da la reorganización de 
la obra occidental y se forma, con ello, la Conferencia Mexicana y la Misión Mexicana del Occidente Es así que a partir de 1918 
y hasta 1930 la Misión Mexicana de Texas y la Misión Mexicana del Occidente mantiene la mayoría de su membresía clerical en 
la Conferencia Mexicana. En 1930 se da la separación definitiva de la obra mexicana y estadounidense y ambas Misiones pasan a 
ser Conferencia Mexicana de Texas y Conferencia Mexicana del Occidente, respectivamente, continuando así hasta la mencionada 
unificación del 1939.
En 1939, con la formación de La Iglesia Metodista, se dio también la unificación de la Misión de Nuevo México, la Conferencia 
Mexicana de Texas y la Conferencia Mexicana del Occidente, formándose la Conferencia Mexicana del Suroeste, la cual cambia de 
nombre en 1947 a Conferencia del Río Grande.
El Primero de Enero del 2015,  La Conferencia Río Grande de la Iglesia Unida Metodista y La Conferencia Southwest Texas de la 
Iglesia Metodista Unida se unificaron para formar un sola conferencia;  La Conferencia Rio Texas de la Iglesia Metodista Unida.

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The History of the Southwest Texas Annual Conference began in 1858, when the Rio Grande Mission Conference of the Methodist 
Episcopal Church South was organized. This became the Rio Grande Annual Conference in 1864, and the name was changed to the 
West Texas Conference in 1866. In 1918, the German Mission Conference of the Methodist Episcopal Church South (all except three 
charges in East Bernard and Houston) merged with the West Texas Conference. The German Mission Conference had been organized 
in 1874, when the German Charges, which had been at one time or another in the Louisiana, Texas and Rio Grande Conference, were 
organized into a Conference.
In 1874, the Southern German Conference of the Methodist Episcopal Church was organized, and this became the Southern 
Conference (German) in 1918. The Gulf Mission, which held its first session in 1893, became the Gulf Mission Conference in 1897, 
and the Gulf Annual Conference in 1904. In 1912, the Southern Swedish Mission Conference was organized. In 1926, the three 
Conferences of the Methodist Episcopal Church, the Gulf Annual Conference, the Southern Swedish Mission Conference, and the 
Southern Conference (German), were united in the Southern Conference.
In 1939, the Southwest Texas Conference boundaries were established and all of the charges of the former West Texas Conference 
and of the Southern Conference within its boundaries were united into the Southwest Texas Conference.
On May 27, 1970, a certain portion of the West Texas Conference of the former Central Jurisdiction of the Methodist Church and 
the Southwest Texas Conference merged into one new conference now know as the Southwest Texas Conference of The United 
Methodist Church.
On January 1, 2015, The Rio Grande Conference of the United Methodist Church and The Southwest Texas Conference of the United 
Methodist Church unified into one conference to become The Rio Texas Conference of the United Methodist Church.

REPORT II 
STANDING RULES 

FOR CONFERENCE ACTION 

The Mission of the Río Texas Conference:  to make disciples of Jesus Christ for the transformation of the world.  The 
Vision of the Río Texas Conference:  Uniting Peoples, Vitalizing Congregations, Developing Leaders, Transforming 
Communities. 
 
STRUCTURE AND AGENCIES 
 
Uniting Table 
1.  There shall be a Uniting Table whose function is to coordinate mission and ministry in the Río Texas Conference 
through the four Vision Teams focused on the four pillars of the conference Vision:  Uniting Peoples, Vitalizing 
Congregations, Developing Leaders, and Transforming Communities.  The Uniting Table and the four Vision Teams are 
responsible for focusing on the Mission Field.  The membership of the Uniting Table shall be:  the Bishop (ex officio 
without vote); the dean of the cabinet; the lay leader; the chairpersons of the Uniting Peoples, Vitalizing Congregations, 
Developing Leaders and Transforming Communities Vision Teams; the chairperson or a representative of each 
administrative agency in Rule #6; one representative each from the Board of Ordained Ministry, the Committee on the 
Episcopacy, and the Council on Children’s Ministries; the presidents of United Methodist Women, United Methodist Men, 
the Youth Ministries Council, and the Young Adult Ministry Council; and the chairperson.  There shall also be seven (7) 
members at large and a Mission Field Advocate, nominated by the Committee on Nominations and elected by the Annual 
Conference.  All references in the Book of Discipline to a conference council on ministries will be fulfilled by the Uniting 
Table.  The Uniting Table is accountable to, and funded by, the Annual Conference. 

a.  There shall be a Mission Field Advocate whose responsibility is to help the Uniting Table and the Vision Teams 
remain focused on the mission field by advocating for the people who are not in our churches, including those who are 
in poverty, those who are young, those who are marginalized, and those who are disempowered by our culture and 
society. 
b.  The Uniting Table and the four Vision Teams will be expected to recruit and engage lay and clergy persons across 
the conference to serve on task forces to assist in their responsibilities. 
c.  Each Vision Team will have funding through the Annual Conference budget.  Meetings of the Team will be funded 
through the amount budgeted to that Team.  Appointed task forces also will be funded through the amount provided in 
the Annual Conference budget assigned to that Team. 
d.  The Committee on Nominations shall nominate, and the Annual Conference shall elect, the chairpersons of the 
Uniting Table and each of the four Vision Teams.  None of these chairpersons shall have any other specific ministry 
responsibilities on the Uniting Table or any of the Vision Teams, nor shall they be chairperson of any other conference 
agency. 
e.  The Constitutions for United Methodist Women (¶ 647) and United Methodist Men (¶ 648) are included in  
the 2016 Book of Discipline.  United Methodist Women and United Methodist Men are independent organizations 
which nominate and elect their own leaders.  Each of these organizations is represented by the president and/or 
another designated person on various agencies of the Annual Conference, including the Uniting Table.  United 
Methodist Women relates to the national organization of United Methodist Women.  United Methodist Men relates to 
the General Commission on United Methodist Men. 

 
Uniting Peoples Vision Team 
2.  There shall be a Uniting Peoples Vision Team whose function is to facilitate unity, witness, communication and justice, 
and to work toward intercultural competency in all areas of conference life.  The membership of the Uniting Peoples Vision 
Team shall be:  two persons whose specific responsibility is Christian Unity and Interreligious Relationships, two persons 
whose specific responsibility is Religion and Race, two persons whose specific responsibility is the Status and Role of 
Women, two persons whose specific responsibility is Communications, two persons whose specific responsibility is 
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Disability Concerns, and a chairperson; all nominated by the Committee on Nominations and elected by the Annual 
Conference.  The entire Vision Team has the full responsibility for each of the areas of focus represented by its members.  
The Uniting Peoples Vision Team relates to the Council of Bishops, the General Commission on Religion and Race, the 
General Commission on the Status and Role of Women, and to the Uniting Table.  The Uniting Peoples Vision Team is 
accountable to, and funded by, the Annual Conference. 
 

a.  There shall be a Commission on Christian Unity and Interreligious Relationships (the commission) whose function 
is defined in ¶ 642 of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  The membership of the commission shall be the two persons 
elected by the Annual Conference whose specific responsibility is Christian Unity and Interreligious Relationships, plus 
all the other members of the Uniting Peoples Vision Team.

Vision Team.  The commission relates to the General Commission on Religion and Race, and to the Uniting Peoples 
Vision Team.  The commission is accountable to the Uniting Peoples Vision Team and to the Annual Conference, and 
is funded through the Uniting Peoples Vision Team portion of the budget. 
c.  There shall be a Commission on the Status and Role of Women (the commission) whose function is defined in 
¶ 644 of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  The membership of the commission shall be the two persons elected by the 
Annual Conference whose specific responsibility is the Status and Role of Women, plus all the other members of the 
Uniting Peoples Vision Team, plus a member named by the conference United Methodist Women.  The chairperson of 
this commission shall be a woman, and a majority of its members shall be women.  The commission relates to the 
General Commission on the Status and Role of Women, and to the Uniting Peoples Vision Team.  The commission is 
accountable to the Uniting Peoples Vision Team and to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the Uniting 
Peoples Vision Team portion of the budget. 
d.  There shall be a Commission on Communications (the commission) whose function is defined in ¶ 646 of the 2016 
Book of Discipline.  The membership of the commission shall be the two persons elected by the Annual Conference 
whose specific responsibility is Communications, plus all the other members of the Uniting Peoples Vision Team.  The 
commission relates to the Uniting Peoples Vision Team.  The commission is accountable to the Uniting Peoples Vision 
Team and to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the Uniting Peoples Vision Team portion of the budget. 
e.  There shall be a Committee on Disability Concerns (the committee) whose function is defined in ¶ 653 of the 2016 
Book of Discipline.  The membership of the committee shall be the two persons elected by the Annual Conference 
whose specific responsibility is Disability Concerns, plus all the other members of the Uniting Peoples Vision Team.  
Membership shall include persons with physical disabilities and persons with mental disabilities.  The committee 
relates to the Uniting Peoples Vision Team.  The committee is accountable to the Uniting Peoples Vision Team and to 
the Annual Conference, and is funded through the Uniting Peoples Vision Team portion of the budget. 

 
Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team 
3.  There shall be a Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team whose function is to discern, develop and deploy  
resources pertinent to the fulfillment of the mission and purpose of the local church, and to support the restoring of vitality 
to the local church.  The membership of the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team shall be:  two persons whose specific 
responsibility is Discipleship, two persons whose specific responsibility is Congregational Development & Revitalization, 
two persons whose specific responsibility is Ethnic Local Church Concerns, two persons whose specific responsibility is 
Parish and Community Development, two persons whose specific responsibility is the Small Membership Church, two 
persons whose specific responsibility is New Church Development, two persons whose specific responsibility is Children’s 
Ministries, two persons whose specific responsibility is Older Adult Ministries, two persons whose specific responsibility is 
Hispanic/Latino Ministries, and a chairperson; all nominated by the Committee on Nominations and elected by the Annual 
Conference.  Additional members shall be the presidents or designees of United Methodist Women, United Methodist 
Men, the Youth Ministries Council, and the Young Adult Ministry Council.  The entire Vision Team has the full 
responsibility for each of the areas of focus represented by its members.  The Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team 
relates to the General Board of Discipleship, the General Board of Global Ministries, and to the Uniting Table.  The 
Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team is accountable to, and funded by, the Annual Conference. 

a.  There shall be a Board of Discipleship (the board) whose function is defined in ¶ 630 of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  
The membership of the board shall be the two persons elected by the Annual Conference whose specific responsibility 
is Discipleship, plus all the other members of the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team.  The board relates to the 
General Board of Discipleship, and to the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team.  The board is accountable to the 
Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team and to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the Vitalizing 
Congregations Vision Team portion of the budget. 
b.  There shall be a Committee on Congregational Development and Revitalization (the committee) whose function is 
defined in ¶ 633.5e of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  The membership of the committee shall be the two persons 
elected by the Annual Conference whose specific responsibility is Congregational Development and Revitalization, 
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plus all the other members of the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team.  The committee relates to the General Board 
of Global Ministries and to the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team.  The committee is accountable to the Vitalizing 
Congregations Vision Team and to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the Vitalizing Congregations Vision 
Team portion of the budget. 
c.  There shall be a Committee on Ethnic Local Church Concerns (the committee) whose function is defined in ¶ 632 of 
the 2016 Book of Discipline.  The membership of the committee shall be the two persons elected by the Annual 
Conference whose specific responsibility is Ethnic Local Church Concerns, plus all the other members of the Vitalizing 
Congregations Vision Team.  The committee relates to the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team.  The committee is 
accountable to the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team and to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the 
Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team portion of the budget. 
d.  There shall be a Committee on Parish and Community Development (the committee) whose function is defined in 
¶ 633.5 of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  The membership of the committee shall be the two persons elected by the 
Annual Conference whose specific responsibility is Parish and Community Development, plus all the other members of 
the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team.  The committee relates to the General Board of Global Ministries and to the 
Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team.  The committee is accountable to the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team and 
to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team portion of the budget. 
e.  There shall be a Commission on the Small Membership Church (the commission) whose function is defined in 
¶ 645 and ¶ 633.5i of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  The membership of the commission shall be the two persons 
elected by the Annual Conference whose specific responsibility is the Small Membership Church, plus all the other 
members of the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team.  The commission relates to the General Board of Global 
Ministries and to the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team.  The commission is accountable to the Vitalizing 
Congregations Vision Team and to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the Vitalizing Congregations Vision 
Team portion of the budget. 
f.  There shall be a Committee on New Church Development (the committee) whose function is defined in ¶ 633.5e-h 
and ¶ 630.3 of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  The membership of the committee shall be the two persons elected by the 
Annual Conference whose specific responsibility is New Church Development, plus all the other members of the 
Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team.  The committee relates to the General Board of Global Ministries, the General 
Board of Discipleship, and to the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team.  The committee is accountable to the Vitalizing 
Congregations Vision Team and to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the Vitalizing Congregations Vision 
Team portion of the budget. 
g.  There shall be a Council on Children’s Ministries (the council) whose function is to plan, vision and advocate for 
children within the conference.  The membership of the council shall be the two persons elected by the Annual 
Conference whose specific responsibility is Children’s Ministries, plus all the other members of the Vitalizing 
Congregations Vision Team.  The council relates to the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team.  The council is 
accountable to the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team and to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the 
Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team portion of the budget. 
h.  There shall be a Council on Older Adult Ministries (the council) whose function is defined in ¶ 651 of the 2016 Book 
of Discipline.  The membership of the council shall be the two persons elected by the Annual Conference whose 
specific responsibility is Older Adult Ministries, plus all the other members of the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team.  
The council relates to the General Board of Discipleship, and to the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team.  The council 
is accountable to the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team and to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the 
Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team portion of the budget. 
i.  There shall be a Committee on Hispanic/Latino Ministries (the committee) whose function is defined in ¶ 655 of the 
2016 Book of Discipline.  The membership of the committee shall be the two persons elected by the Annual 
Conference whose specific responsibility is Hispanic/Latino Ministries, plus all the other members of the Vitalizing 
Congregations Vision Team.  At least one-third of the members shall be Hispanic/Latino persons.  The committee is 
accountable to the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team and to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the 
Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team portion of the budget. 
j.  There shall be a Youth Ministries Council (the council), whose function is defined in ¶ 649 of the 2016 Book of 
Discipline, and which will fulfill all references in the Book of Discipline to the Council on Youth Ministries.  The council 
will support, encourage and equip youth leaders in the church.  The council will consist of 3-5 youth from each district, 
and will represent the diversity of the conference.  No more than one-third of the members of the council will be adults.  
The council is represented by the president and/or another designated person on various agencies of the Annual 
Conference, including the Uniting Table.  The council relates to the General Board of Discipleship’s Division on 
Ministries with Young People.  The council is accountable to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the 
Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team portion of the budget. 
k.  There shall be a Young Adult Ministry Council (the council) whose function is defined in ¶ 650 of the 2016 Book of 
Discipline, and which will fulfill all references in the Book of Discipline to the Council on Young Adult Ministries.  The 
council will provide voice and support for all young adults in the conference.  The council will be a group of diverse 
young adults called to ministry and service as modeled by Jesus Christ.  The council is represented by the president 
and/or another designated person on various agencies of the Annual Conference, including the Uniting Table.  The 
council relates to the General Board of Discipleship’s Division on Ministries with Young People.  The council is

accountable to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team portion of the 
budget. 

 
Developing Leaders Vision Team 
4.  There shall be a Developing Leaders Vision Team whose function is to call and equip both lay and clergy leaders for 
the mission field, and to especially encourage younger leaders.  The membership of the Developing Leaders Vision Team 
shall be:  two persons whose specific responsibility is Higher Education and Campus Ministry, and a chairperson; all 
nominated by the Committee on Nominations and elected by the Annual Conference.  Additional members shall be the 
presidents or designees of United Methodist Women, United Methodist Men, the Youth Ministries Council, and the Young 
Adult Ministry Council; two representatives from the Board of Ordained Ministry; the conference lay leader and the seven 
(7) district lay leaders.  The entire Vision Team has the full responsibility for each of the areas of focus represented by its 
members, unless otherwise specified by the Book of Discipline.  The Developing Leaders Vision Team relates to the 
General Board of Higher  
Education and Ministry and its Division of Higher Education, the General Board of Discipleship, and to the Uniting Table.  
The Developing Leaders Vision Team is accountable to, and funded by, the Annual Conference. 

a.  There shall be a Board of Higher Education and Campus Ministry (the board) whose function is defined in ¶ 634 of 
the 2016 Book of Discipline.  The membership of the board shall be the two persons elected by the Annual Conference 
whose specific responsibility is Higher Education and Campus Ministry, plus all the other members of the Developing 
Leaders Vision Team.  The board relates to the General Board of Higher Education and Ministry, and its Division of 
Higher Education, and to the Developing Leaders Vision Team.  The board is accountable to the Developing Leaders 
Vision Team and to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the Developing Leaders Vision Team portion of the 
budget. 
b.  There shall be a Board of Ordained Ministry (the board) whose function, membership and organization are defined 
in ¶ 635 of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  The members of the board shall be nominated by the Bishop and elected by 
the Annual Conference.  The board shall relate to the General Board of Higher Education and Ministry.  The board is 
accountable to and reports to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the Developing Leaders Vision Team 
portion of the budget. 
c.  There shall be a Lay Leadership Team whose function is defined in ¶ 631 of the 2016 Book of Discipline, and which 
will fulfill all references in the Book of Discipline to the Board of Laity.  The membership of the Lay Leadership Team 
shall be the conference lay leader as chairperson and the district lay leaders, plus all the other members of the 
Developing Leaders Vision Team.  The Lay Leadership Team is represented by one or more of its members on 
various agencies of the Annual Conference.  The Lay Leadership Team relates to the General Board of Discipleship, 
and to the Developing Leaders Vision Team.  The Lay Leadership Team is accountable to and reports to the Annual 
Conference, and is funded through the Developing Leaders Vision Team portion of the budget. 

 
Transforming Communities Vision Team 
5.  There shall be a Transforming Communities Vision Team whose function is to equip, educate and support 
congregations around the areas of mission and The Advance, specific ethnic concerns, and justice issues.  The 
membership of the Transforming Communities Vision Team shall be:  two persons whose specific responsibility is Church 
and Society, two persons whose specific responsibility is Global Ministries, two persons whose specific responsibility is 
Native American Ministries, two persons whose specific responsibility is The Advance Program, two persons whose 
specific responsibility is the Criminal Justice and Mercy Ministries, the Secretary of Global Ministries, and a chairperson; 
all nominated by the Committee on Nominations and elected by the Annual Conference.  The Peace with Justice 
Coordinator shall also be a member.  The entire Vision Team has the full responsibility for each of the areas of focus 
represented by its members.  The Transforming Communities Vision Team relates to the General Board of Church and 
Society, the General Board of Global Ministries, and to the Uniting Table.  The Transforming Communities Vision Team is 
accountable to, and funded by, the Annual Conference. 

a.  There shall be a Board of Church and Society (the board) whose function is defined in ¶ 629 of the 2016 Book of 
Discipline.  The membership of the board shall be the two persons elected by the Annual Conference whose specific 
responsibility is Church and Society, plus all the other members of the Transforming Communities Vision Team, plus a 
member named by the conference United Methodist Women.  The board relates to the General Board of Church and 
Society, and to the Transforming Communities Vision Team.  The board is accountable to the Transforming 
Communities Vision Team and to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the Transforming Communities Vision 
Team portion of the budget.  The board shall name the Peace with Justice Coordinator. 
b.  There shall be a Board of Global Ministries (the board) whose function is defined in ¶ 633 of the 2016 Book of 
Discipline.  The membership of the board shall be the two persons elected by the Annual Conference whose specific 
responsibility is Global Ministries, plus all the other members of the Transforming Communities Vision Team, including 
the Secretary of Global Ministries, plus a member named by the conference United Methodist Women.  The board 
relates to the General Board of Global Ministries, and to the Transforming Communities Vision Team.  The board is 
accountable to the Transforming Communities Vision Team and to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the 
Transforming Communities Vision Team portion of the budget.

c.  There shall be a Committee on Native American Ministries (the committee) whose function is defined in ¶ 654 of the 
2016 Book of Discipline.  The membership of the committee shall be the two persons elected by the Annual 
Conference whose specific responsibility is Native American Ministries, plus all the other members of the Transforming 
Communities Vision Team.  The committee relates to the Transforming Communities Vision Team.  The committee is 
accountable to the Transforming Communities Vision Team and to the Annual  
Conference, and is funded through the Transforming Communities Vision Team portion of the budget. 
d.  There shall be a Committee on The Advance (the committee) whose function is defined in ¶ 656 of the 2016 Book 
of Discipline.  The membership of the committee shall be the two persons elected by the Annual Conference whose 
specific responsibility is The Advance, plus all the other members of the Transforming Communities Vision Team.  The 
committee relates to the Transforming Communities Vision Team.  The committee is accountable to the Transforming 
Communities Vision Team and to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the Transforming Communities Vision 
Team portion of the budget. 
e.  There shall be a Committee on Criminal Justice and Mercy Ministries (the committee) whose function is defined in 
¶ 657 of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  The membership of the committee shall be the two persons elected by the 
Annual Conference whose specific responsibility is Criminal Justice and Mercy Ministries, plus all the other members 
of the Transforming Communities Vision Team.  The committee relates to the Transforming Communities Vision Team.  
The committee is accountable to the Transforming Communities Vision Team and to the Annual Conference, and is 
funded through the Transforming Communities Vision Team portion of the budget. 

 
Administrative Agencies 
6.  There shall be Administrative Agencies whose functions are to provide ongoing administrative support to the 
conference.  Each of these functions will be carried out by a separate and independent agency whose members are 
nominated by the Committee on Nominations and elected by the Annual Conference, unless otherwise specified by the 
Book of Discipline.  Each of these agencies is directly accountable to the Annual Conference, reports to the Annual 
Conference, and is funded through the budget of the Annual Conference, unless otherwise specified by the Book of 
Discipline.  Each of these agencies shall have one representative on the Uniting Table for support of the missional 
emphases of the Uniting Table and Vision Teams. 

a.  There shall be a Finance Table whose function is defined in ¶¶ 611-628 of the 2016 Book of Discipline, and which 
will fulfill all references in the Book of Discipline to the Council on Finance and Administration.  The Finance Table will 
also fulfill all references in the Book of Discipline to the Commission on Equitable Compensation, whose function is 
defined in ¶ 625 of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  There shall be sixteen (16) members of the Finance Table.  The 
Finance Table relates to the General Council on Finance and Administration.  There shall also be a Personnel 
Committee to carry out those functions of the Finance Table in ¶ 613.13 of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  There shall be 
four (4) members of the Personnel Committee plus a representative of the Finance Table and a district superintendent. 
b.  There shall be a Board of Trustees whose function is defined in ¶ 2512 of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  There shall 
be twelve (12) members of the Board of Trustees, who will be elected in four classes of three members each.  The first 
Board of Trustees will have three persons elected by the Southwest Texas Conference whose terms end in June 2015, 
three persons elected by the Río Grande Conference whose terms end in June 2016, three persons elected by the Río 
Grande Conference whose terms end in June 2017, and three persons elected by the Southwest Texas Conference 
whose terms end in June 2018.  The members of the Board of Trustees are also members of the Board of Directors of 
the United Methodist Río Texas Conference Board of Trustees corporation, and their election shall be consistent with 
the Certificate of Formation and the Bylaws of that corporation. 
c.  There shall be a Committee on Standing Rules whose function is to oversee the rules of the Annual Conference, as 
permitted in ¶ 604.1 of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  There shall be six (6) members of the Committee on Standing 
Rules. 
d.  There shall be an Agenda and Worship Committee whose function is defined in ¶ 605.2 of the 2016 Book of 
Discipline.  The members of the Agenda and Worship Committee shall be the Bishop and the Assistant to the 
Episcopal Office; the seven district superintendents; the presidents of United Methodist Women, United Methodist 
Men, the Young Adult Ministry Council, and the Youth Ministries Council; the conference lay leader; the conference 
treasurer; the conference secretary; the chairperson of the Uniting Table; and a Worship Team Coordinator recruited 
by the committee. 
e.  There shall be a Committee on the Episcopacy whose function is defined in ¶ 637 of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  
There shall be twelve (12) members of the Committee on the Episcopacy. 
f.  There shall be an Episcopal Residence Committee whose function is defined in ¶ 638 of the 2016 Book of 
Discipline.  There shall be six (6) members of the Episcopal Residence Committee. 
g.  There shall be a Board of Pensions whose function is defined in ¶ 639 of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  There shall 
be sixteen (16) members of the Board of Pensions who will serve eight-year staggered terms, with four members being 
elected every other year.  The first Board of Pensions will have four persons whose terms end in June 2016, four 
persons whose terms end in June 2018, four persons whose terms end in June 2020, and four persons whose terms 
end in June 2022 in order to establish the staggered terms.  The 2014 conferences will each elect two persons for 
each class to make up the first Board of Pensions.  The members of the Board of Pensions are also members of the 
Board of Directors of the United Methodist Río Texas Conference Board of Pensions corporation, and their election 
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shall be consistent with the Certificate of Formation and the Bylaws of that corporation.  The Board of Pensions relates 
to the General Board of Pensions and Health Benefits. 
h.  There shall be a Commission on Archives and History whose function is defined in ¶ 641 of the 2016 Book of 
Discipline.  There shall be eight (8) members of the Commission on Archives and History.  The Commission on 
Archives and History relates to the General Commission on Archives and History. 
i.  There shall be a Committee on Nominations (the committee) whose function is to identify nominees for each elected 
leadership position for which the Book of Discipline does not specify another method of nomination.  The members of 
the committee shall be the Bishop and the Assistant to the Episcopal Office; the seven district superintendents; one 
person from each parent conference representing United Methodist Women, United Methodist Men, the Young Adult 
Ministry Council, and the Youth Ministries Council; the conference lay leader; and six (6) at large members nominated 
by the Committee on Nominations and elected by the Annual Conference to ensure equal representation on the 
committee from each of the parent conferences.  At least through 2024 the Committee on Nominations will consist of 
an equal number of members from each of the parent conferences. 

7.  There shall be an Administrative Review Committee (the committee) whose function and membership are defined in 
¶ 636 of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  There shall be three (3) members of the committee and two (2) alternates, 
nominated by the Bishop and elected by the clergy session of the Annual Conference.  The committee is accountable to 
the clergy session of the Annual Conference. 
 
Applying to All Agencies 
8.  The Committee on Nominations shall work toward the goals of inclusiveness as set forth in ¶ 610.5 in the 2016 Book of 
Discipline which states: “…special attention shall be given to the inclusion of clergywomen, youth (¶ 256.3), young adults, 
older adults, persons from churches with small memberships, people with disabilities, and racial and ethnic persons, in 
keeping with policies for general Church agencies.  It is further recommended that the membership of such agencies, 
except for the Board of Ordained Ministry, include one-third clergy, one-third laywomen, and one-third laymen, who are 
professing members of local churches.”  The Committee on Nominations shall also strive for equal representation from the 
districts; and, to the extent possible, the diversity of those nominated should reflect the diversity of the Mission Field.  It 
will be important at least through 2020 that both the parent conferences be equally represented on the Board of Trustees 
and the Board of Pensions, and that both be well represented on the Uniting Table and the Vision Teams. 
9.  The term of membership in any conference agency is quadrennial, except where the Book of Discipline stipulates 
otherwise.  The maximum that a person can serve in an agency is two full terms, except where the  
Book of Discipline stipulates otherwise, or when he/she is filling a vacancy during the quadrennium.  Filling a vacancy of 
an unexpired term of more than two years is considered to be a full term and shall count the same as four years. 
10.  Any elected position on a conference agency which is vacant at the end of the Annual Conference session or which 
becomes vacant during the conference year may be filled by the Committee on Nominations, unless otherwise specified 
by the Book of Discipline. 
11.  Ex-officio members of an agency, including members of General and Jurisdictional Agencies who reside within the 
bounds of the conference, are in addition to the agency members named above. 
12.  Chairpersons of conference agencies should be sensitive to the work schedules of laity when setting meetings. 
13.  When a person is absent without notice from two consecutive conference agency meetings of which he/she is a 
member, such person shall be considered to have resigned such membership, and the Committee on Nominations shall 
be notified that another person can be nominated for the remainder of the term. 
14.  No district superintendent or conference staff person shall be eligible to serve as an elective member of any 
conference agency.  If a member at the time of appointment or hire, he/she shall be considered to have resigned such 
membership. 
 
Conference Staff and Resources 
15.  There shall be an Administrative Services Center whose function is to manage the financial resources of the 
conference, and to develop alternative sources of funding for the conference.  The Administrative Services Center will 
encourage collaboration and partnership among all program, administrative and financial entities of the conference.  The 
Administrative Services Center relates to and supports the work of the Finance Table and the Commission on Equitable 
Compensation, the Board of Trustees, the Board of Pensions, the conference treasurer, and the office of New Resource 
Development, as well as the other non-program agencies as needed.  The Administrative Services Center shall be 
accountable to the Finance Table and to the Annual Conference, and shall be funded by the Annual Conference.  There 
shall be a director or equivalent position to oversee the functions of the Administrative Services Center, filled by 
appointment or otherwise at the Bishop’s discretion. 
16.  There shall be an Assistant to the Episcopal Office who will provide assistance with the administrative tasks of the 
Episcopal Office.  This position may be filled, by appointment or otherwise, at the Bishop’s discretion. 
17.  There shall be Directors who assist and coordinate with the ministries of the Vision Teams as determined by the 
Personnel Committee in consultation with the Bishop.  These positions may be filled, by appointment or otherwise, at the 
Bishop’s discretion.

MEMBERSHIP OF ANNUAL CONFERENCE 
18.  The lay membership of the Annual Conference shall be: 
 
Lay Members Defined by the Book of Discipline 

a.  A professing member elected by each charge, as provided for in ¶ 602.4 of the 2016 Book of Discipline; 
b.  An additional lay member assigned to each charge for each additional clergy member who is appointed to the 
charge as provided for in ¶ 602.4 of the 2016 Book of Discipline; 
c.  Diaconal ministers, active deaconesses, home missioners under episcopal appointment within the bounds of the 
Annual Conference, the conference president of United Methodist Women, the conference president of United 
Methodist Men, the conference lay leader, district lay leaders, the conference director of lay servant ministries, 
conference secretary of global ministries (if lay), the president or equivalent officer of the conference young adult 
organization, the president of the conference youth organization, the chair of the Annual Conference college student 
organization, one young person between the ages of twelve (12) and seventeen (17) and one young person between 
the ages of eighteen (18) and thirty (30) from each district to be selected in such a manner as may be determined by 
the Annual Conference, as provided in ¶ 602.4 and ¶ 32 of the 2016 Book of Discipline; 

(The method for selecting the youth, college and young adult representatives to Annual Conference will 
be as follows:  the conference youth organization will select one young person between the ages of 
twelve (12) and seventeen (17) from each district; the conference young adult organization will select one 
young person between the ages of eighteen (18) and thirty (30) from each district.  In the absence of a 
college student organization, the Board of Higher Education and Campus Ministry will select the college 
student to serve as a Lay Member of the Annual Conference.  Each of the agencies is responsible for 
providing the names and contact information for these persons to the conference secretary no later than 
January 15 each year.) 

 
Lay Members Defined by Annual Conference 

d.  An additional lay member assigned to each church that does not have a lay member as provided for in 18a and 18b 
above; and 
e.  Other members as defined by the Annual Conference to include:  an additional representative of the executive 
committees of the conference organizations of United Methodist Men, United Methodist Women, youth, and young 
adults; the president and one additional representative of the executive committees of the district organizations of 
United Methodist Women, United Methodist Men, youth, and young adults; the chancellor, the conference emmaus lay 
director (if any), the conference scouting coordinator (if any), conference associate lay leaders (if any), conference 
elected executive personnel (if any), the chairperson of any conference agency or standing committee that reports 
directly to the Annual Conference; lay members of the Uniting Table and Finance Table; and one lay member for each 
unchartered new church start elected by the district in which the new church start is located. 
f.  Additional lay members required to equalize lay and clergy membership shall be assigned to each district based 
upon district membership.  The conference secretary shall notify each district superintendent of the number of 
additional lay members to be elected no later than sixty (60) days following Annual Conference.  Each district will 
determine the method of election. 
g.  Through 2024 the additional lay members elected shall include members of both parent conferences. 
h.  At least 10% of these additional lay members shall be age 30 or under at the time of election. 

19.  In accordance with ¶ 659 of the 2016 Book of Discipline, the District Conferences will be composed of all members of 
Annual Conference as set forth in the Standing Rules who are related to churches within the bounds of their respective 
districts and currently elected to office.  In addition, it shall include the chairperson of each district agency. 
 
CONFERENCE PROCEDURES 
20.  Proposals and reports from conference agencies shall be compiled in a Pre-Conference Report that shall be made 
available as an electronic document or in printed form to all conference members at least thirty (30) days prior to the 
Annual Conference session.  Each report shall be marked “For Conference Action” or “For Information Only.” 
21.  The Annual Conference shall make available English and Spanish editions of all official correspondence, including 
but not limited to the contents of the Pre-Conference Report and the Conference Journal.  The Annual Conference shall 
also provide oral translation between Spanish and English, and support for hearing and vision impaired persons, during 
the sessions of the Annual Conference. 
22.  Resolutions shall reach the floor of the conference only after consideration and action of the appropriate conference 
agency. 
23.  The conference procedures will be governed by the following in order of precedence:  the Book of Discipline, the 
Standing Rules, any special rules adopted by the Annual Conference, and the current edition of Robert’s Rules of Order. 
24.  The conference secretary shall establish the bar of the conference.  The conference secretary shall nominate, and 
the Annual Conference elect, the persons needed to assist in the proceedings of the conference.  These include the 
timekeeper, tellers, associate secretaries, and the minutes committee. 
25.  Speakers should identify themselves, giving their name and church, and whether they are a clergy or lay member of 
the conference. 
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26.  Each speech from the floor for or against a motion will be limited to three minutes.  The timekeeper will inform the 
Bishop when the time has expired. 
27.  Consent Agenda 1 consists of reports from conference agencies which are not for action, but are “For Information 
Only.”  The conference acts only to receive these reports and print them in the journal.  Consent Agenda 2 consists of 
action reports about which there is believed to be little or no dissent.  The items included in Consent Agenda 2 are 
determined by a task force composed of members of the Agenda and Worship Committee.  Any member of the Annual 
Conference may move the deletion of any of the items from Consent Agendas.  With a second, and a one-minute 
explanation by the maker of the motion, it will be voted on by the conference without debate.  If 20% of the members vote 
that the item be removed, it will be removed and brought to the floor as a non-consent item at a time to be determined by 
the Agenda and Worship Committee. 
28.  The Committee on Standing Rules shall report to the Annual Conference during the first business session of each 
Annual Conference.  Revisions or amendments must be adopted by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the Annual Conference, and 
become effective immediately upon their adoption, unless otherwise stated in the enabling legislation.  The Standing 
Rules may be suspended at any time by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the Annual Conference. 
29. The preliminary report of the Committee on Nominations will be presented early in the agenda of the Annual 
Conference proceedings, including the process for nominations from the floor.   The final report of the Committee on 
Nominations will be presented and acted upon at a later session of that Annual Conference. 
30.  Any report or resolution requiring action of the conference must be in the hands of the conference secretary early 
enough to allow for printing and distribution to the conference twenty-four (24) hours before the report is considered by the 
conference.  Motions made from the floor must be presented in writing to the presiding officer and the conference 
secretary at the time the motion is made. 
31.  The conference lay leader will chair the Committee on Resolutions and Courtesies, and will be responsible for 
appointing additional persons to assist in preparation of the report. 
32.  The only materials that are allowed to be placed on the tables of the conference floor are those official materials 
distributed by the conference secretary and his/her staff. 
33.  The minutes shall be available online no later than sixty days after the closing of the Annual Conference session. 
 
OTHER 
34.  The Local Church Report to the Annual Conference (Annual Statistical Report) required by the general church will be 
completed and filed with the conference no later than January 30, as stated in ¶ 606.7 of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  
This can be done using the method determined by the conference statistician to be the easiest and most effective 
manner. 
35.  There will be a Policy Manual containing policies adopted by the Annual Conference.  Changes in these policies must 
be approved by the Annual Conference.  The conference secretary will make these available as an electronic document 
and in printed form. 
36.  Any minister of the Annual Conference who conducts the funeral or memorial service of a fellow minister or a 
minister’s spouse shall provide the conference secretary with a memorial for that person within one month, in accordance 
with the Guidelines on Memoirs to be furnished by the conference secretary.

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REPORT V FINANCE TABLE (CF&A) OPERATIONS
FOR INFORMATION ONLY

The purpose of the Finance Table (CF&A) is “to develop, maintain, and administer a comprehensive and coordinated plan of fiscal and 
administrative policies, procedures, and management services for the Annual Conference” (¶612.1 2016 Book of Discipline).
In keeping with the Disciplinary purpose, the Finance Table (CF&A) sees itself as an integral part of the mission and ministry of the Conference.  
We are working to improve communications with the other agencies of the Conference to ensure that our work is supportive of the ministries and 
goals of the Uniting Table and the Mission Field Ministries Office.
Receipts on all funds for 2020 by the Río Texas Conference were $8,365,822, or 85.46% of the apportioned amount. The Finance Table (CF&A) 
is proposing the budget for 2022.  The overall apportioned budget for all funds totals $8,245,384. 
The Finance Table (CF&A) sees itself as joining with the local church in the work of the financial ministry of the Annual Conference.  

We commend the 2022 budget to the Conference.  It represents the uniqueness and depth of ministries and missions provided by our church and 
economic realities of our Conference.  The Finance Table (CF&A), along with the Conference Treasurer, has been monitoring membership and 
economic trends within the Conference, the Global Church, and society at large.  We believe that in order foster the future health and vitality of 
our ministries in local communities while supporting our collective ministries as a conference and denomination, we must continue the trend of 
annual reductions in amounts apportioned to local churches. As the goals and direction of the Conference become clearer, we will be working 
with the Bishop, the Uniting Table, and Mission Field Ministries to ensure that the budget and apportionments accurately reflect those goals and 
support those ministries.  At the same time, we will continue to work with our Conference Treasurer and other Conference leaders to improve 
communications, systems and efficiency.

Operating Policies of the Finance Table (CF&A):
1. Following is the list of approved funds of the Río Texas Conference. These funds will be allocated to each mission or chartered 

church/charge according to the formulas that follow.

General and Jurisdictional
Conference Ministries (formerly Conference Benevolences) 
Ministerial Support
Administrative Ministries (formerly Conference Administration)
Pension and Benefits
District Missions

The decimal formula for apportionment calculation shall be based on the two year average of local church operating expenses divided by 
two years of conference-wide local church operating expenses times each apportioned fund.  Operating expenses include only these line 
items from the Local Church Report to the Annual Conference:
Line 41 – Pastor(s) Compensation
Line 42 – Utilities and Housing Paid to Pastor(s)
Line 43 – Accountable Reimbursement Paid to Pastor(s)
Line 44 – Non-Accountable Cash Allowances Paid to Pastor(s)
Line 45 – Staff & Diaconal Ministers Salary
Line 46 – Program Expenses
Line 47 – Current Operating Expenses other than Program

If there are separate district apportionments determined by each district, they will be allocated according to the following formula.

2.  At the beginning of the calendar year, the Finance Table (CF&A) shall determine which portions of the Conference Ministries and 
Administrative Ministries are “fixed costs” (salaries, benefits, etc.) and shall thus be authorized to be paid at 100% of the approved budget.  
On the basis of prior-year receipts to these funds, the Finance Table (CF&A) shall then determine a percentage of the approved budget to 
be authorized for expenditures in the remaining items of each budget, so that expenditures shall not exceed income.

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 a. Each church is expected to support all funds at 100% of the apportioned amount. (¶247.14 2016 Book of Discipline) 
b. The churches are requested to make payments thereon aggregately, with the understanding that the Conference Treasurer will allocate 

such payments according to the appropriate percentage due the fund according to the Conference Budget. 
3. An Unrestricted Fund Balance Account will be maintained by the Annual Conference at a minimum level of 20% of the current total of 

the Conference Funds. Any undesignated interest income will be transferred to the undesignated fund balance at the end of the fiscal year. 
4. All apportioned funds, pension and health benefits costs both receipts and disbursements, will be managed through the office of the 

Conference Treasurer. All boards, agencies, committees, and commissions shall use the Conference Treasurer as the fiscal agent. 
5. The compensation (including housing and utilities) for District Superintendents shall be recommended to the Annual Conference by the 

Finance Table (CF&A), using a guideline formula adopted in 2017 of 1.85 times the Conference Average Compensation (CAC). The 
purpose of the formula is to relate DS Compensation to Full Time Clergy Compensation.   We recommend that the salary computation 
should also be applied to other clergy appointed to the conference staff at Cabinet level. For the year 2022,   

 the Cabinet has requested that this formula be set aside leaving their salaries frozen at the lower 2020/2021 rate. 
6. All agencies receiving funds from the Conference budget shall affirm that funds will not be expended for uses not consistent with ¶613.18-

19 2016 Book of Discipline. 
7. The amount of compensation designated as housing allowance for ordained staff members and district superintendents of the Conference 

will be set by an annual resolution of the Conference Finance Table (CF&A) after consideration of a statement of  
 amounts to be used during the year. 
8. The governing boards of United Methodist related entities must apply to the Finance Table (CF&A) to be granted the privilege of soliciting 

and receiving funds from churches, individuals, and other sources (but not from conference-wide offerings except as indicated in the list 
which follows) in keeping with ¶262 2016 Book of Discipline; no capital campaigns have been approved for 2021; and the following, and 
only the following, conference-wide offerings are approved for 2022:

9. The Chairperson, Vice-Chairperson, and Secretary of the Conference Finance Table (CF&A), the Chairperson of the Audit Committee, 

the Chairperson of Equitable Compensation and the Conference Treasurer/Director of Administrative Ministries constitute the executive 
committee of the Conference Finance Table (CF&A). 

10. The Finance Table (CF&A) is authorized to appoint a Conference auditor.  
11. A Conference Fund will not be permitted to carry over unobligated budget allocations from one conference year to another unless 

specifically authorized by the Finance Table (CF&A). Agencies receiving funds from sources other than apportioned funds may carry 
over such unspent funds into the next year. Any unobligated budget allocations not authorized for carryover will be added to the 
undesignated Fund Balance of the Annual Conference. 

12. Each year, the Conference Comptroller shall set a cutoff date for all apportionment payments to the Conference Treasurer to be applied 
to the preceding year.  The cutoff date will be communicated to the local churches no later than December 1 each year. 

13. Each Conference board, agency, or institution receiving or disbursing funds not managed by the Conference Treasurer shall maintain 
adequate financial records and prepare and submit annual audit reports to the Conference Treasurer and the Finance Table (CF&A).  All 
treasurers shall be properly bonded. 

14. The Conference fiscal year shall begin on January 1 each year, and end on December 31 each year. 
15. The Conference Finance Table (CF&A) is responsible for designating depositories for Conference funds. 
16. The Conference will include in each annual budget an appropriate line for each “shall” ministry as defined by The Book of Discipline

The Commission recommends the following strategic process to provide assistance for pastoral leadership to new and existing churches 
engaged in ministries with Hispanics/Latinos within the Río Texas Conference utilizing the Hispanic Ministry Fund. The process involves 
various local, district and conference entities in order to provide the most strategic use of these limited funds. 
The Commission shall be responsible for the following: 
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1. Collect and analyze data* pertaining to local churches engaged in or with potential to be in ministry with Hispanics/Latinos in 

communities of growth, in collaboration with the Mission Vitality Center; 
 

2. Identify and list possible local churches that could benefit from these funds, in collaboration with the Mission Vitality Center; 
3. Share the data and list of local churches with the Bishop and Cabinet, district strategy teams, and key conference staff in order to 

discuss, negotiate, and prioritize potential local churches; 
4. In consultation with the district strategy teams, invite local churches to apply to the Commission's Hispanic Ministry Fund, review 

applications, and approve annual grants; 
5. Require the approved local churches to incorporate and utilize appropriate conference programs and tools, such as coaches, mentors, 

Healthy Church Initiative, etc., and monitor and celebrate progress in its development and accomplishments of ministry with 
Hispanics/Latinos; 

6. Review and approve additional grants to same churches and others annually.

MEETING EXPENSE REIMBURSEMENT 

FOR INFORMATION ONLY 

All boards and agencies are urged to consider digital meeting options; this allows both economy of travel and increased participation from across 
the conference. When digital connection is not possible or effective, all boards and agencies are urged to schedule meetings, as far as possible, 
on dates and places coinciding with other groups in order to affect economy in travel expenses. Travel Expense shall be paid to members going 
to official in-conference meetings (between Annual Conference Sessions) at the rate of 40¢ per mile. The allowance for meals shall be $3.00 for 
breakfast; $7.00 each for lunch and dinner necessitated by the meetings. Reimbursement of 100% of lodging expenses necessitated by meetings 
at contracted hotels through the Annual Conference will be made. Those who choose to stay elsewhere will be reimbursed at the lowest contracted 
rate. The Conference meeting organizer will provide contracted hotel information to participants. Original lodging receipts must accompany the 
Disbursement Request. These allowances are not to cover full cost at all times, simply to assist in the additional expense of attending meetings. 
Childcare expenses per meeting day not to exceed $30.00 for the first child, not to exceed $20.00 for each additional child, shall be allowed and 
included in the meeting expense of the board or agency. 
Travel for duly elected delegates or representatives of the Conference to meetings of other organizations or connectional agencies shall be paid 
as stated above. However, actual air travel, lodging, and other expenses may be paid if funds are available from the board or agency concerned. 
 
When it is necessary to fly to a meeting, flight must be booked at least 14 days prior to the meeting. If flights are not booked 14 days prior to 
the meeting, the member booking the flight must pay the difference in the cost of the flight. This does not apply in the rare instances when the 
meeting is an emergency meeting that is not announced prior to 14 days. 
Each local church is encouraged to undergird the meal, transportation, and lodging expenses of Annual Conference members in attending Annual 
Conference by adding a minimum of $100 to the church budget for each lay and clergy delegate.  The district superintendents are asked to 
encourage such support at each Charge Conference.

REPORT I 

PAST SERVICE RATE 2022 
FOR CONFERENCE ACTION 

The Past Service Rate for 2022 will be $689 per year of annuity credit for the Pre-82 Pension Plan. This reflects an increase 1% over 
the 2021 Past Service Rate. The Pre-82 Pension Plan, also known as Supplement One to the Clergy Retirement Security Plan (CRSP), is 
a defined benefit pension plan administered by Wespath and provides eligible clergy with a pension benefit for their years of ministry 
with The United Methodist Church before 1982. 
In 2016, the Board of Pensions adopted a long-term PSR strategy based on increases of 70% of the reported St. Louis Federal Reserve 
Cost of Living Index-Urban South Region to set the past service rate each year. The Board believes that this policy provides for the honor, 
support, and appreciation of our retired clergy while maintaining a sustainable plan to meet benefit liabilities. Any change in the PSR 
also increases the Plan’s liabilities and must be funded in the year adopted if necessary per the Plan asset level and Wespath funding 
requirements. Therefore, the Board continues to evaluate this PSR strategy and its impact on plan liabilities.   

 
 

REPORT II 
RESOLUTIONS RELATING TO RENTAL/HOUSING ALLOWANCES FOR RETIRED OR DISABLED CLERGY PERSONS OF THE RIO TEXAS 

CONFERENCE 
FOR CONFERENCE ACTION 

The Río Texas Conference of The United Methodist Church adopts the following resolutions relating to rental/housing allowances for 
active, retired, terminated, or disabled clergypersons: 
WHEREAS, the religious denomination known as The United Methodist Church (the "Church"), of which this Conference is a part, has 
in the past functioned and continues to function through ministers of the gospel (within the meaning of Internal Revenue Code section 
107) who were or are duly ordained, commissioned, or licensed ministers of the church ("clergy persons"); 
WHEREAS, the practice of the Church and this Conference was and is to provide active clergy persons with a parsonage or a 
rental/housing allowance as part of their gross compensation; 
WHEREAS, pensions or other amounts paid to active, retired, terminated, and disabled clergy persons are considered to be deferred 
compensation and are paid to active, retired, terminated, and disabled clergy persons in consideration of previous active service; and 
WHEREAS, the Internal Revenue Service has recognized the Conference (or its predecessors) as the appropriate organization to 
designate a rental/housing allowance for clergy persons who are or were members of this Conference and are eligible to receive such 
deferred compensation; 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT an amount equal to 100% of the pension, severance, or disability payments received from 
plans authorized under The Book of Discipline of The United Methodist Church (the "Discipline"), which includes all such payments 
from Wespath Benefits and Investments, during the years 2021 and 2022 by each active, retired, terminated, or disabled clergy person 
who is or was a member of the Conference, or its predecessors, be and hereby is designated as a rental/housing allowance for each 
such clergy person; and that the pension severance, or disability payments to which this rental/housing allowance applies will be any 
pension, severance, or disability payments from plans, annuities, or funds authorized under the Discipline, including such payments 
from Wespath Benefits and Investments “Wespath” and from a commercial annuity company that provides an annuity arising from 
benefits accrued under a Wespath plan, pension, or fund authorized under the Discipline, that result from any service a clergy person 
rendered to this Conference or that an active, retired, terminated, or disabled clergy person of this Conference rendered to any local 
church, annual conferences of the church, general agency of the church, other institution of the Church, former denomination that is 
now a part of the church, or any other employer that employed the clergy person to perform services related to the ministry of the 
church, or its predecessors, and that elected to make contributions to, or accrue a benefit under, such a plan, annuity, or fund for such 
active, retired, or disabled clergy person's pension or disability as part of his or her gross compensation. 
NOTE: The rental/housing allowance that may be excluded from a clergy person's gross income in any year for federal income tax 
purposes is limited under Internal Revenue Code section 107(2) and regulations hereunder to the least of (1) the amount  
of the rental/housing allowance designated by the clergy person's employer or other appropriate body of the church (such as this 
Conference in the preceding resolutions) for such year; (2) the amount expended by the clergy person to rent or provide a home in 
such year; or (3) the fair rental value of the house, including furnishings and appurtenances (such as a garage), plus the cost of utilities 
in such year.

REPORT OF THE PRESIDENT AND HEALTH BENEFITS COMMITTEE 
FOR INFORMATION ONLY 

The Rio Texas Conference Board of Pensions is honored in our mission to care for those who serve. We endeavor to be stewards in 
the administration of connectional benefit plans and retirement assets for plan beneficiaries. Our partner in ministry, Wespath 
Benefits and Investments, implements and administers benefit plans providing guidance in legislation, actuarial services, and 
denominational policy. We are thankful that amid the unprecedented COVID pandemic, congregations have remained steadfast in their 
commitment and support of clergy and lay participant benefit programs during challenging times. These programs include over eight 
million in annual direct billing in 2020 for medical, dental, vision, pension and ancillary programs for active clergy and lay participants.  
As of January 1, 2021, the Pre-82 pension plan, the Ministerial Pension Plan annuities (MPP), and Clergy Retirement Security Plan 
(CRSP-DB) plan with assets subject to market fluctuations remain fully funded with no additional liabilities expected in 2021 and 2022. 
We continue to monitor market volatility to maintain a long-term sustainable asset plan to meet benefit liabilities for beneficiaries. With 
the postponement General Conference to September of 2022, the proposed pension legislation by Wespath for the new Compass 
Defined Contribution (DC) plan has been delayed for consideration along with the previously anticipated potential of DC plan cost 
savings. If adopted, the Compass Plan's earliest implementation is 2024, reducing congregational pension costs from the current 
Defined Benefit (DB) hybrid plan. 
 

- In coordination with Wespath, we were thankful to provide the HealthFlex Premium holiday during October of 2020, which 
provided COVID relief to congregations.  

- Over the last five years, the Board of Pensions (BOP) apportionment has decreased 74% from $1,483,992 (2017) to $380,00 
in (2021). In 2022, the (BOP)apportionment will be reduced to $345,000.  

- The CRSP-DB flat rate contribution of $511 per month for active full-time clergy has remained the same over a three-year 
period. 

- Despite higher than average claims experience, we were able to mitigate a 9% increase in all HealthFlex medical plan 
options over a two-year period (2021-2022) to 3% with the network transition to the Blue Cross Blue Shield (BCBS) national 
network in 2021. 

- The Board established two HealthFlex grant programs, including a Family HealthFlex Coverage Grant and Transitional Grant. 
These grants require a District Superintendent’s approval and application request demonstrating need-based eligibility. 
 

We thank all of our churches, clergy and lay members for adapting during challenging times to persevere and share the gospel. Our 
churches have remained committed in their contributions for benefits despite many new trials and we will continue to in our mission 
to support you. Lastly, I want to thank the Board of Pensions and conference staff who continue to provide for our clergy and lay 
participants' honor, support, and appreciation.

HEALTH BENEFITS COMMITTEE UPDATE 
HealthFlex plan participants continue to take advantage of the multiple plans in the HealthFlex Exchange, selecting between six 
medical, three dental and three vision plan offerings. Additionally, participation in personal reimbursement accounts has increased to 
almost 75% since the transition to the Exchange. This multi-plan model allows greater flexibility in choosing a plan combination that 
fits each participant’s needs. The 2021 Open Enrollment communications and events shifted to a complete virtual webinar format due 
to the pandemic. The Conference sponsored six webinars in preparation for the Annual Election (AE) period and participants also had 
the opportunity to attend AE webinars sponsored by HealthFlex. 
After a difficult HealthFlex plan year in 2018 with 23% higher claims, the plan stabilized in 2019. However, 2020 concluded with a 
claims ratio of 108.3% compared to 82% in 2019 and 136.4% in 2018. Due to the pandemic impact on 2020 claims, Wespath used a 
three-year claims experience to determine 2022 HealthFlex rates with 2018 weighted at 30%, 2019 at 50% and 2020 at 20%. 

- Enrollment migration continued from the B1000 to the CDHP and HDHP plans in 2020 and 2021.  
- Although medical utilization decreased in 2020, non-COVID related prescription per member, per month costs significantly 

increased by 22% 
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.  
Focus on Wellness and Behavioral 
Health  
The pandemic's mental, 
emotional and physical impact on 
participants has yet to be fully 
understood. Therefore, the Committee 
has identified future areas of 
focus to include: 

- Reducing the stigmatism 
of seeking care related to 
behavior and mental health and wellbeing.  

- Promoting support tools to participants, including the EAP and BCBS Behavioral Health benefits, including reimbursement 
for out-of-network behavioral health providers.  

- Identifying areas of opportunity for wellness and physical health to include online classes. 
- Increasing access to providers in underserved geographies. 
- Partnering with conference leadership on the Clergy Wellness Plan funded by MHM with the plan’s promotion and identify 

areas of wellness opportunities determined from the HealthFlex Annual Report.  
- We encourage participants to continue participating in HealthFlex and the Conference Wellness programs such as the 

annual Blueprint For Wellness (BFW).

2022 PENSION PLAN CHURCH DIRECT BILLING 
Effective January 1, 2022, church direct invoicing by the Conference for clergy participants under appointment for current active 
service will include: 

- Clergy Retirement Security Plan (CRSP) Defined Benefit required annual contribution of $6,132 for each eligible full-time 
clergy invoiced monthly. 

- Clergy Retirement Security Plan (CRSP) Defined required contribution of 3% of Plan Compensation for each eligible full-time 
clergy invoiced monthly.  

- Comprehensive Protection Plan (CPP) required contribution 3% Plan Compensation for each eligible full-time clergy to a 
maximum of two times the 2022 denominational average compensation or DAC of $75,570 in 2022 invoiced monthly.   

- United Methodist Personal Investment Plan (UMPIP-PT) required Contribution of 9% for each eligible part-time clergy (3/4 
time appointment or less) invoiced monthly. 

- United Methodist Personal Investment Plan (UMPIP) optional contributions as elected by clergy as a payroll deduction 
invoiced monthly. 

- The Rio Grande Legacy Fund will continue to provide contributions to eligible legacy churches for full-time clergy in the 
CRSP-Defined Benefit Plan, CRSP-Defined Contribution Plan, and the Comprehensive Protection Plan (CPP). 

- The Rio Grande Legacy Fund will continue to provide a 9% contribution to eligible part-time clergy appointed to a legacy 
church in the United Methodist Personal Investment Plan UMPIP-PT.

PRE-82 PENSION PLAN 
The Pre-82 Pension Plan, also known as Supplement One to the Clergy Retirement Security Plan (CRSP), is a defined benefit pension 
plan administered by Wespath and provides eligible clergy with a pension benefit for their years of ministry with The United Methodist 
Church before 1982. The Pre-82 Pension Plan was replaced by the Ministerial Pension Plan (MPP) effective January 1, 1982. One of 
the responsibilities of the Board of Pensions is to recommend to the annual Conference the Past Service Rate or (PSR) to clergy for each 
year of eligible service in the Pre-82 Pension Plan. 
As the need to provide adequate clergy pension benefits evolved with establishing the Pre-82 Pension Plan, contributions were 
insufficient to provide the benefits required for many participants during years of active service. Therefore, it became the Conference's 
responsibility to ensure annual contributions in an amortization schedule would provide benefit obligations required by the plan. Each 
Conference's goal is for the Pre-82 Pension Plan to be fully funded until all benefit obligations have been met. However, the Plan's 
assets are not fixed with the potential of additional liabilities due to market volatility, Wespath policies, and the number of eligible 
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beneficiaries. Further, any increase in the Past Service Rate (PSR) adopted by the Conference also increases the plan’s liabilities. 
In 2016, the Board of Pensions adopted a long-term PSR strategy based on increases of 70% of the reported St. Louis Federal Reserve 
Cost of Living Index-Urban South Region to set the past service rate each year. The Board believes that this policy provides honor, 
support, and appreciation to our retired clergy while maintaining a sustainable plan to meet benefit liabilities. Any change in the PSR 
also increases the Plan’s liabilities and must be funded in the year adopted if necessary in accordance with the Plan asset level and 
funding requirements. As of December 31, 2020, no additional Pre-82 liabilities or Advance Contribution for 2022 to fund the Past 
Service Rate increase is due. 
 
MINISTERIAL PENSION PLAN (MPP) 
The Ministerial Pension Plan, also known as Supplement Three to the Clergy Security Retirement Plan (CRSP), provides clergy with a pension benefit 
for their years of ministry with The United Methodist Church from 1982 through 2006. The MPP is an Internal Revenue Code Section 403(b) retirement 
plan. The Conference is required to fund any liability attributable to MPP annuities due to market fluctuations, mortality/demographic assumptions, 
and Wespath Plan policies. As of January 1, 2020, actuarial valuation for 2022, the MPP and CRSP annuities funded ratio for the Rio Texas Conference 
is approximately 110%. No additional MPP contributions are required in 2021 and 2022 under Wespath’s Corridor Funding methodology. 
 
CLERGY SECURITY RETIREMENT PLAN (CRSP) 
The current pension plan required for eligible full-time clergy is the Clergy Security Retirement Plan or CRSP administered by Wespath. 
This plan was effective January 1, 2007, and comprises both a defined contribution (DC) and defined benefit (DB) component. 
 
Defined Contribution (DC) – Provides a defined amount deposited into an active full-time clergyperson’s account with monthly 
contributions. This benefit distributed at retirement is the accumulated amount plus earnings (or losses) in the individual’s account. 
The defined contribution (DC) component of CRSP is 2% of Plan Compensation with a match for participant contributions to the United 
Methodist Personal Investment Plan (UMPIP) – up to 1% of Plan Compensation. Therefore, if a participant contributes at least 1% 
compensation to UMPIP, the CRSP DC contributions will be 3%. 
 
Defined Benefit (DB) – Provides a specific dollar amount at retirement regardless of market conditions or investment performance. 
The amount is based on a formula that specifies a monthly retirement benefit to eligible clergy and 70% for eligible contingent 
annuitants for the remainder of their lives. The CRSP-DB provides a monthly retirement benefit using 1.25% of the Denominational 
Average Compensation (DAC) at retirement multiplied by years of service from January 1, 2007, to December 31, 2013. The multiplier 
is reduced to 1% for years of service beginning January 1, 2014.   
Both components are direct billed to each church for all eligible full-time clergy. The defined contribution (DC) billing is based on 3% 
of Plan Compensation. The annual defined benefit (DB) direct billing in 2021 to churches for each clergy appointed to full-time service 
is $6,132. The annual defined benefit (DB) direct billing in 2022 to churches for each clergy appointed to full-time service will remain 
at $6,132.  
The annual DB contribution to Wespath is based on the number of eligible active full-time clergy and clergy on Medical leave with CPP 
benefits on the actuarial valuation provided by Wespath. The contribution amount due in 2021 for the DB component is $1,559,225 
and $1,443,250 in 2022. Any clergy serving less than full-time not eligible for the CRSP DB are eligible to participate in the United 
Methodist Personal Investment Plan with a required church contribution of 9% of Plan Compensation. 
 
COMPREHENSIVE PROTECTION PLAN (CPP) 
The Comprehensive Protection Plan (CPP) is a welfare benefit plan administered by Wespath Benefits and Investments. The CPP 
includes long-term disability, death and other welfare benefits for eligible full-time clergy. The CPP plan is an Internal Revenue Code 
414(e) “church plan” funded by plan sponsor contributions. The CPP required direct billing to churches is 3% of Plan Compensation 
for eligible full-time clergy up to two times the 2021 denominational average compensation or DAC of $74,199 and $75,570 in 2022.  
  
UNITED METHODIST PERSONAL INVESTMENT PLAN (UMPIP) FOR LAY AND CLERGY 
The United Methodist Investment Plan (UMPIP) is an Internal Revenue Code section 403(b) defined contribution retirement savings 
plan administered by Wespath for clergy and lay employees of The United Methodist Church and affiliated organizations. Eligible 
participants may make personal contributions through payroll deductions for before-tax, Roth or after-tax contributions in a flat dollar 
amount or percentage of eligible compensation, up to Internal Revenue Code limits. Churches are encouraged to offer the UMPIP to 
lay employees and may contact Wespath for additional plan provisions and sponsorship.        
Any clergy appointed to a church for less than full-time service is eligible to participate in the UMPIP and receive a required church 
contribution of 9% of Plan Compensation. Also, all active clergy are encouraged to participate in the UMPIP with personal 
contributions. For clergy to receive the maximum church-funded pension benefits in the CRSP (DC) Defined Contribution plan of 3%, 
they will need to contribute a minimum 1% match into the United Methodist Personal Investment Plan (UMPIP).

HEALTHFLEX BENEFITS 
The Rio Texas Conference participates in the HealthFlex Plan administered by Wespath Benefits and Investments for eligible full-time 
clergy and Conference lay employees. The HealthFlex plan is also available to lay employees of churches who have adopted a 
HealthFlex Salary-Paying Unit Sub-Adoption Agreement meeting the eligibility requirements of the Plan. HealthFlex is an integrated, 
wellness-driven health program that supports healthier lifestyles. The HealthFlex plan is designed to provide eligible participants with 
a comprehensive plan including medical, prescription, and wellness benefits. HealthFlex uses incentives as part of its strategy to 
promote engagement in healthy behaviors and wellness programs. The 2022 strategy continues the focus on rewards both for 
measuring risks through Blueprint for Wellness Screening and Health Quotient (HQ), Diabetes Prevention program and for taking 
action toward better health and well-being. Rewards emphasize participating in programs that have shown to have a positive impact 
on health risk, including health coaching and the Virgin Pulse activity program. In addition, to the HealthFlex wellness benefits, the 
Conference also provides additional holistic wellness benefits for clergy and Conference lay employees, including spiritual, mental, 
emotional and physical care components funded by grants from Methodist Healthcare Ministries of South Texas. In 2021 and 2022 
the HealthFlex provider will be Blue Cross Blue Shield (BCBS) National Network. 

2021 HEALTHFLEX PLAN 
To align with the changing health care landscape and significant increases in healthcare costs, the Board of Pensions adopted the 
HealthFlex multi-plan option effective January 1, 2019. The HealthFlex multi-plan option gives participants a greater choice across 
several HealthFlex plans with varying plan designs and the flexibility to choose the coverage that best fits the participant’s health, 
financial and family needs. The multi-plan approach encourages greater accountability by participants for health care costs and 
utilization while retaining the valued HealthFlex Benefits and wellness opportunities that participants have come to expect from 
Wespath.

2022 HEALTHFLEX EXCHANGE INDIVIDUAL PREMIUM CREDIT (PC)      
The 2022 HealthFlex Exchange design includes a non-taxable premium credit (PC) of $925. The PC is a fixed dollar amount provided to 
each HealthFlex full-time clergy and Conference lay employee participant. Participants will use the allocated PC amount to select a 
health plan in the HealthFlex Exchange and pay for some or all premiums for the plan of their choice.  
 

- The 2022 PC amount will be $925 per month and direct invoiced. 
- The PC will appear as a “credit toward purchase” when choosing a HealthFlex plan from all available HealthFlex Exchange 
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plan options.  
- Participants who choose plans costing less than their PC credit amount will “bank” the excess. The unspent PC balance will 

then be credited by HealthFlex to the participant’s Health Reimbursement Account (HRA) or Health Savings Account (HSA), 
depending on the health plan selected or be used to offset dependent premiums. The excess annual amount (unspent PC 
balance) is not credited in a lump sum; rather it is available on a prorated, monthly basis over the plan year. Internal 
Revenue Code (IRC) limits for annual HSA contributions will apply.  

- Participants who choose a plan costing more than the PC credit amount, including the cost to cover dependents will 
contribute the additional amount by a payroll deduction from their church to cover the cost difference between the PC 
amount they receive and their higher cost for monthly premiums (the participant’s share of the premium cost). 

HEALTHFLEX DIRECT INVOICING FOR ALL FULL-TIME CLERGY  
To ensure the Plan is efficient and sustainable for the benefit of all participants and churches with clergy appointed full-time, any 
church where a clergy has chosen to not participate in HealthFlex will continue to be invoiced the PC through direct billing effective 
January 1, 2019 at the current amount as approved by the Conference.  

HEALTHFLEX TRANSITIONAL GRANT 
The Board of Pensions believes that Health Benefits should not be a hindering factor in equipping a congregation with the excellent 
clergy it needs for ministry. The Board established a grant program in 2019 with funds received from churches with non HealthFlex 
participating clergy to help clergy with families’ transition between churches. We recognize that this can be a financial burden for both 
the church and clergy and believe this assistance will help ease the transition. Upon District Superintendent's approval, the program 
will provide grants of up to $5,000 for clergy assistance with six months of health care coverage as part of a clergy's transition to a 
new church when the sending and receiving church have adopted differing contributions for dependent coverage.  

FAMILY HEALTH CARE ASSISTANCE GRANT FUND 
The Board of Pensions recognizes that affordable health care coverage is an essential component of an attractive employee benefits 
package. In the current health care environment, it is evident that some clergy’s health care family coverage premium payroll 
deductions make up a significant portion of their salaries. To assist, the Board of Pensions has established a grant fund using the 2016 
HealthFlex dividend to assist clergy whose salaries are near the minimum threshold and paying for a significant portion of their salaries 
as a payroll deduction to provide healthcare for their families. This fund will provide grants to align healthcare costs for the clergy with 
the current P+1 tier cost based on the default plan (C2000, Vision Exam Core, and Dental PPO Plan). For example, in 2021 the amount 
is $600 per month or $7,200 annual (the difference of the family rate at $2,231/month and the P+1 rate of $1,631/month). These 
grants require a District Superintendent’s approval and application grant request demonstrating need-based eligibility. 

2022 CHURCH HEALTH BENEFITS DIRECT BILLING 
Effective January 1, 2021, churches began being directly invoiced for eligible active clergy participants under full-time appointment 
and eligible enrolled lay employees: 

- The HealthFlex PC for each eligible full-time enrolled clergy or enrolled lay employee. 
- The Rio Grande Legacy Fund will continue to provide contributions to eligible legacy churches for full-time clergy enrolled in 

the HealthFlex Plan (individual clergy premium). 
- Additional contributions will be direct invoiced for benefits including any election above the PC, the cost of dependent 

coverage, Optional Term Life Insurance, HSA personal contributions and the Flexible Benefits Plan funded by payroll 
deduction

Retiree Health Reimbursement Account (HRA) 
A Retiree Health Reimbursement Account (HRA) is provided by One Exchange for eligible retirees and funded by apportionments. The 
HRA is based on the stipend amount received by eligible retirees before December 31, 2013. As of January 1, 2021, there are 57 
retirees eligible for an HRA. Eligible retirees must be enrolled in a Medicare Supplement or Advantage plan through Via Benefits 
(formerly One Exchange) to receive the HRA. To provide sustainability of the HRA benefit and not increase conference benefit plan 
liabilities and apportionments, the HRA is a fixed amount per eligible retiree and does not increase from year to year. 
Per the 2014 Unification Plan policy, the HRA stipend will not be offered to any other retiree not currently receiving an HRA. The HRA 
provides reimbursement for IRS-eligible health care expenses such as Medicare Part B premiums, Medicare supplement plan 
premiums, and out-of-pocket expenses such as co-pay and deductibles. To receive HRA funds, eligible retirees must submit a claim 
form to Via Benefits annually for premium reimbursement or as needed for other IRS-eligible expenses.

COVID crisis and creativity 
At the time of this writing, we are just past the one-year anniversary of shutdowns of various sorts, due to the COVID-19 pandemic. 
Our pastors and laity have experienced fatigue, hardships, the loss of loved ones and cherished practices, and grief that feels both 
protracted and delayed. Even so, this past year has also been one of unexpected learning and blessing for our churches. We have 
embraced technology for worship and meetings, reaching a mission field not bound by geography and avoiding costs and challenges 
associated with travel. We understand more deeply than before the value of staying connected, even if virtually. We also cherish the 
hope of being back in each other’s physical presence, as increasing numbers of people are vaccinated. We will strive not to forget 
what a gift it is to gather in person. 
Many of our churches have responded to the difficulties of this time with a spirit of creativity and innovation. Outdoor worship, drive-
in worship using FM radio, worship indoors with masks and distancing; services in people’s front yards; activity packages sent to homes 
to support interactive worship—all communicated a spirit of undaunted hope and possibility. Outreach took on new forms, too, in 
response to the needs of the community. Food pantries quintupled their output; church facilities became Wi-Fi hotspots; preschools 
stayed open under strict protocols, to care for the children of frontline workers. Online Bible studies and other small groups became 
invitational opportunities for people who would never have entered the church building. 
Bishop Schnase and members of the Cabinet recognize and give God thanks for the extra work and sacrifice our laity and clergy have 
made to live out the good news of Christ during this extended crisis. We support every effort for our leaders to seek rest, renewal, 
and any emotional and spiritual help they may need. We also seek to encourage the ongoing learning and experimentation made 
possible in our ministries by this disruption. 

Anti-racism 
2020-21 has also been a year marked by new conversation and learning regarding racism, its role in our communities and church, and 
the ways we as individuals and systems keep it in place. Bishop Schnase’s letter in September 2020 proposed a series of actions now 
in progress, designed to move us toward antiracism. As a Cabinet, along with other conference staff, we developed a Covenant on 
Antiracism and invited others in Rio Texas to join us in signing and adopting it. We helped draft the membership of the Bishop’s Task 
Force on Race and Culture, representing a broad range of backgrounds from among our faithful. We look forward to a Biblically-based 
training alongside the Board of Ordained Ministry, to develop a common language and understanding of our context. Conference 
clergy and laity in conference leadership will participate in a broad organizational assessment, to give us data on our perspectives on 
issues of racial equity, diversity, and inclusion. As these and other initiatives move forward for learning, conversation, and action, we 
commit to continuing to learn and act in antiracist ways and to lead our churches in doing the same.   

Local church reality 
Finally, we reaffirm the local church as the place where the gospel of Christ meets the world. We were living through tremendous transition even 
pre-COVID, and the pandemic has accelerated this time of change. Many of our churches face the continued reality that the people inside them don’t 
look like the people around them, and some places that were fragile before have had to ask hard questions about what a faithful future looks like. 
Others have found new, unexpected strength and a spirit of possibility and hope. As restrictions lift, we will need continued courage and willingness 
to risk trying new things. And as we wait for our denomination to be able to proceed with important decision making, God calls us to continue doing 
ministry that serves our diverse contexts.   
We give God thanks and praise for the people called Methodist in the Rio Texas Conference.

PRESIDENT’ REPORT

Dear Brothers and Sisters of Christ, 
The year 2020 was a time of unprecedented challenges for churches across the Rio Texas Conference.  It has been heartwarming to 
observe the incredible ways our churches have responded by reaching outside their walls and expanding the use of technology. Many 
began virtual worship for the first time, expanding their reach far beyond their local communities.   I am happy to report to you on 
behalf of the Board of Trustees of the Rio Texas Conference of the United Methodist Church as together we begin our pandemic 
recovery.   
In accordance with Section 2512 of the Book of Discipline of the United Methodist Church 2016, the Conference Board of Trustees has 
the responsibility to receive and hold in trust for the benefit of the Conference, donations, personal property and real property. In 
addition, the Board has the power to invest, transfer or convey the properties that it holds in trust. The Board undertakes the 
responsibility for the oversight of Conference assets very seriously.  
 The assets held by the Board of Trustees include closed churches, unused parsonages and undeveloped land. The Board works closely 
with the Conference staff, and with recommendations from the Districts, to oversee and manage the property entrusted to it. In the 
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event church property is no longer in use for a local church and the District believes there is no future worship or missional use for the 
property, it may be sold or leased.  
As I have described to you in my previous report last year, the Trustees have 5-10 properties under its review and management at any 
time during the year.  These are both urban and rural and include structures with material real estate value and others in material 
disrepair.   Many of these properties have limited value, either due to location or condition.   The intervening time between the 
Trustees taking control of the property and a sale can be months or even years and the Conference can incur substantial costs 
maintaining and securing property prior to sale.  
For the years 2015 through the beginning of 2021, the Board of Trustees had expenses related to both sold and unsold properties in 
the amount of $295,589.08.   While many expenses are reimbursed at the time of the sale of real property, for this same period the 
Board of Trustees had $106,450.02 in expenses which were not reimbursed by the sale of a specific property.  These expenses were 
required to be reimbursed from the Trustees dedicated property management fund, which the Annual Conference increased last year. 
The Board of Trustees is currently authorized to withhold 20% of each property sale, up to a maximum of $400,000 for the purpose of 
maintaining and securing property held by the Board.  This fund allows the Trustees to have sufficient funds to adequately manage 
the properties under its control.  
No church closures have occurred since we reported last year on the closures at Austwell, Rock Island UMC, Divine Grace, and Bishop 
– El Redentor.   
As of February 28, 2021 Jefferson, United Methodist Church of San Antonio voted to disaffiliate with the Rio Texas Conference. The 
Board of Trustees is currently engaged in active negotiations with Jefferson UMC regarding the terms of its disaffiliation. 
During 2021, Board of Trustees in conjunction with the Risk Management Committee will embark upon a study of property insurance 
options for the Conference.  The Trustees are acutely aware of the difficulty caused by increasing property insurance costs throughout 
the Conference. 
The Board of Trustees is continuing to review options with particular attention to urban properties with potential economic value. The 
Trustees recognize that rising real estate values require new and innovative approaches to property use and management.  
At the former Parker Lane United Methodist Church in Austin, the Conference has worked closely with the Capital District to structure 
an innovative long-term lease of the Parker Lane property with Foundation Communities, a major provider of affordable housing in 
the Austin area.  The Austin City Council recently approved the proposed project and closing is expected in September 2021.   Upon 
closing, the agreement will result in a new affordable housing addition, a material financial return to the Conference and provide the 
Capital District with permanent offices and multiuse space in the new structure at no material cost to the District.    
The Trustees are currently working with several other locations who seek to reevaluate their current facilities.   We currently have 
congregations located in facilities they are no longer able to support or which no longer meet their needs and the Trustees are assisting 
those churches in evaluating their options.   The Board of Trustees is committed to continuing to identify innovative options for the 
use of available real estate including long-term leases and joint ventures.  
The Board of Trustees also continues to provide oversight over the Light on the Hill, formerly Mount Wesley in Kerrville, Texas in 
association with Kerrville First United Methodist. Under the leadership and vision of Kerrville FUMC, Light on the Hill continues its 
journey to be a Christian based community resource in the Texas hill country.  

Conclusion 
The Conference Staff including Kendall Waller, Tina Whitaker, Nan Pyle, and Adria Gomez do an excellent job of supporting the Board 
of Trustees and managing the properties in transition.  .   The Trustees continue to be committed to managing the properties entrusted 
to us in a prudent manner. The Board of Trustees and Conference staff work diligently to minimize the maintenance costs and to 
maximize the return to the Conference from the sale of real property. 
The Board of Trustees gathers with the focus to be good stewards of the assets of the Conference, to be innovative and creative as we 
plan for the church of the future which will continue to make disciples of Jesus Christ for the transformation of the world.

UNITING TABLE REPORT 
FOR INFORMATION ONLY 

The Psalmist says “Search me, O God, and know my heart; test me and know my thoughts.” (Psalm 139:23).  The Uniting Table has 
spent some time reflecting and discerning God’s direction for the Annual Conference.  In that process we are transitioning from being 
a reporting body of conference ministries to a discerning body that actively seeks governance that leads to action on behalf of the 
Annual Conference, the Local Church, and the Mission Field.   
Because of COVID, we spent the year meeting virtually and not in person.  The Uniting Table met on November 14, 2020; January 9 
and 23, 2021; and March 20, 2021. While there are limits on this type of meeting, we were able to take time to listen, dream, share 
our stories, and re-capture the vision that created the Rio Texas Annual Conference.  In sharing our history we dreamed to recapture 
the uniqueness of our Annual Conference and the vibrant mission field God has laid before us.  We are in consensus to seek a shift in 
priorities to listen and hear as we reach out to new people and connect them to Christ.  Because of COVID, the changes in technology 
have, in many ways, forced us to connect with people in ways that we never dreamed of a year ago.   It has been a trying year, but we 
continue to hear stories of vibrant ministries flourishing throughout our mission field.  The People of the Rio Texas Conference are 
staying faithful to our mission and vision. 
That faithfulness has manifested itself in some of the following ways:   
 Ministries across the conference reached out to people during a massive winter storm where even without power or water 

people were fed and cared for.     
 FUMC Cotulla (membership 108), began a food distribution ministry named “Amanda’s pantry”.  Starting out with a 2x8 closet 

space, the ministry now occupies the entire downstairs of the church. Over 2,350 families have been served.  
 Impacto is a collaborative ministry of 4 pastors/churches. During pandemic, the 4 pastoras sponsored food distributions, online 

access for job applications and city assistance programs, a free laundry, vaccination clinics, and launched an online worship 
service (Impacto Virtual!) which now has between 500-1,000 weekly views.   

 Coker UMC in San Antonio held massive food distribution events during COVID - -all drive through: first stop: prayer with a 
pastor and financial needs; second stop: clothing needs; third stop: open your trunk and food for at least one week was placed 
in your trunk. In this format, recipients were often through the line within 15 minutes.   

 A similar activity has been occurring through Los Ninos Children’s center with Lupita Ecoff and Bulverde UMC.  They never 
stopped during COVID with food distribution, and when water at a nearby “colonia” near Bulverde UMC was declared 
unpotable, water supplies were arranged for residents.  

 The El Valle district is still building and blessing homes, involving many churches and pastors as they reach out to the 
community.  

These are just a few of the stories happening in our mission field.  Yes, we have many challenges to face, and perhaps we may not 
know the future, but we know who holds the future, and that gives us hope.

With the pandemic, I remained 
committed to journeying alongside faith formation leaders as we all discovered ways to equip and support disciples of Jesus Christ 
during this difficult time.  Four tasks continue to shape the work of this office: Safety, Relationships, Research, and Leadership 
Development. Leaning into these four areas of ministry we all discovered creative pathways for reaching people of all ages in the many 
communities within our conference. I am continually inspired by the creativity, courage, and commitment of our faith formation 
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leaders. It is a joy and an honor to serve alongside each of you as we discover ways to make disciples of Jesus Christ for the 
transformation of the world.  
Listed below are the many ministries created and offered in response to consistent and intentional research and discernment. I am 
grateful for the teams of hardworking individuals who make these ministries possible.  
Connect 
Recognizing the need for connection, support, prayer, and accountability Connect was born in the midst of the early pandemic. 
Connect provides monthly opportunities for leaders in faith formation to gather to connect, discuss, share best practices, and pray 
with one and for one another. Over the year this ministry grew and now includes: virtual monthly leader gatherings, a monthly 
virtual leader’s book club in partnership with the Michigan conference, a 6-month cohort asking the question: “What Next?” as we 
consider faith formation post pandemic, as well as coaching and opportunities for discernment and support.  Upcoming meetings 
and offerings can be found at: riotexas.org/igconnect. 
Faith Formation Leadership Academy 
Faith Formation Leadership Academy equips faith formation leaders in United Methodist Churches as they guide and support 
Christ’s disciples in the work of loving God and loving neighbor. This digital learning space that offers individual courses, continuing 
education units, and a three-year faith formation certification launched Fall 2020 with a six week Teaching the Bible course. This 
course was followed by the winter session, Teaching United Methodist Theology and Doctrine and the spring session, Teaching 
United Methodist History and Polity. Funded by the Sam Taylor Grant (Discipleship Ministries), FFLA seeks to intentionally connect, 
train, and support faith formation leaders in the Rio Texas Conference and greater United Methodist connection. The certification 
includes virtual courses, monthly cohort groups, and annual spiritual retreat and renewal opportunities. This ministry offers 
development opportunities for new staff and volunteers as well as those seeking to continue their education. More courses 
including electives in various ministry areas to be offered in coming sessions. More information can be found at rtfaithacademy.com. 
Growing Together Families 
Growing Together families is a ministry that curates and creates resources for faith formation leaders and families as we discover 
how to connect to God and each other every day.

In a time of 
uncertainty and change, the church needs adaptive and strategic ministry leaders who will lead with clarity and purpose as they 
shepherd their communities in the important work of discipleship. These resources have been created and curated by faith 
formation professionals to equip and support ministry leaders as a guide for the important work of growing in love of God and 
neighbor for the transformation of the world. Each playlist has four components: watch, explore, create, and learn more. Your time 
is valuable! Most of the playlist content takes less than 10 minutes to watch, create, or explore. The playlists are designed to be 
completed on their own, yet also can build on one another. 
#pictureadvent and #picturelent 
Intergenerational, spirit filled. invitational, and reflective, #picture invites individuals, families, and faith communities to encounter 
God daily through Scripture, images, and reflection during the holy season of Advent and Lent. I am grateful for the many individuals 
in our conference who have contributed to these daily devotionals with their words, images, and prayers. Join us next time as we 
pictureadvent.com and piecturelent.com together. #Picture is a joint ministry between the Rio Texas and the Michigan annual 
conferences.  
Thriving Congregations 
The Rio Texas Conference has four churches participating in a 4 year thriving congregations project through a Lily Grant awarded to 
Vibrant Faith. These churches include: Colonial Hills United Methodist Church in San Antonio, Floresville United Methodist Church, 
First United Methodist Church Harlingen, and First United Methodist Church Victoria. Each church works with their team and joins a 
monthly Rio Texas Cohort meeting. These churches are coached by Rev. Dr. Campen and resourced by the staff at Vibrant Faith. This 
last year, teams worked to discern their vision of what it means to thrive. Moving into the summer of 2021 they will begin asking 
God where are you calling us next? I’m excited to see what these communities create as they continue to thrive.  
Trusted con Confianza 
The Rio Texas Conference is still hard at work creating safe spaces for children, youth, and vulnerable adults. We currently have over 
4,000 certified adults engaged in fruitful ministry across our conference. We currently have 11 facilitators trained to lead 
certification sessions online and in person sessions across our conference. We hosted our third facilitator training retreat in February 
2020. The Rev. Joy Melton, author of Safe Sanctuaries, joined us once again as our guest speaker. In the midst of a pandemic, these 
facilitators have led a total of 104 facilitated sessions. We now have a certification and a recertification track. Information on 
certification and recertification can be found at: riotexas.org/safesteps. 
The Trusted Coalition and working teams (Policy and Training) continue this important work in the midst of the pandemic receiving 
and reviewing all evaluations and working to strengthen the policy and the training curriculum. Safe Gatherings launched a new 
training module on digital media and made it available to all individuals who completed their training in the last year. It is also included 
in the Safe Gatherings training moving forward too. It is an excellent resource for individuals and churches.  
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It has been a blessing to meet and hear from leaders across our conference as they celebrate their work and gain tools for safe ministry. 
We are grateful for the work of these ministry leaders and their commitment to the safety of the children, youth, and vulnerable adults 
in their care. Together we are keeping all of God’s children safe.  
Youth Ministry Council (YMC) 
The Rio Texas Conference Youth Ministry Council equips and supports young leaders so they can lead well as they work as Christ’s 
disciples for the transformation of the world. This diverse group of 6th-12th graders is led by Phillip Higginbotham, the Young Leader 
Development Coordinator. Members of the YMC exhibit gifts for leadership and strive to live into Christ’s great commandment 
loving God and neighbor in all they do.  
The youth ministry council met monthly over the last 12 months. Their They continue to focus their work on supporting and equipping 
young leaders in our conference. They gather to pray, discern, and support one another in the work God is calling them to do. They 
are working towards a young leaders development event in 2022. You can stay up to date on details and find information about joining 
this terrific team at riotexas.org/ymc. 
Youth Ministry Leader Development 
Beginning in 2021, six congregations, youth leaders, and ministry teams committed to a 12 month leadership development project 
with the Rio Texas Conference and Ministry Architects. Funded by the conference, districts, and churches, these leaders and teams 
are engaging in monthly coaching and quarterly team development as they imagine what relational youth ministry looks like in 
today’s world. It is amazing to hear what these churches are doing to welcome and support young disciples in their communities, 
especially during the COVID-19 pandemic. I am excited to see how their ministries continue to develop and grow over the next 6 
months.  
Other ministry this year 
In addition to all of these projects, I continue to curate resources and provides training and coaching for faith formation leaders. All 
resources can be found at the intergenerational discipleship webpage: riotexas.org/igresourcesandtraining 
I continue to enjoy my work with faith formation leaders throughout our conference.

Transforming Communities Vision Team 
The Transforming Communities Vision Team, formed in 2015 as part of the newly established Rio Texas Conference missional 
structure, was charged with the responsibility to “equip, educate, and support congregations” for the sake of the Conference Mission, 
which is to make disciples of Jesus Christ for the transformation of the world.   
Our work is to learn from and support missional work areas represented on the Vision Team including Church and Society, Global 
Ministries, and Native American Ministries. Our work is to strengthen connections and form new partnerships with other realms and 
ministries at work within the Conference, including Methodist Healthcare Ministries, Justice for Our Neighbors, and Texas Impact. Our 
work is to create, support, and develop missional programming, including Conference Advance and Five-Star Program, Harvest Sunday, 
the newly formed Rio Texas Conference Rural Initiative, and the Transforming Communities Network (formerly Transformational 
Communities of Praxis). Our work is to partner with the Conference Office of Mission, Service, and Justice Ministries, with task teams 
and coordinators of Missionary support and Itineration, Immigration / Migration Responses and Border Ministries, Disaster Response 
Committee, and the Volunteers-In-Mission Development Team. 
Now, in 2021, in part, because of heightened awareness and concern regarding persistent “isms,” socially and structurally entrenched, 
and in part, to lessons learned in this season of pandemic induced adaptation, the Transforming Communities Vision Team is prepared 
to expand our work of convening, equipping, accompaniment, and support for local congregations and communities, seeking to learn 
new skillsets in the mission field of community transformation.    

Seeking Shalom and Justice in the Rio Texas Conference 
We celebrate the various ways that the church is reaching out to the communities we are called to serve. Through the daily activities 
and actions of our ministries of Mission, Service, and Justice in the Rio Texas Conference, the vision of SHALOM and JUSTICE emerges 
as our north stars, leading us to live fully into the prophetic witness as the church in the 21st century. 
In 2020, during a pandemic, 850,380 persons were served conference-wide by our local church community ministries for outreach, 
justice, and mercy. In 2019, nearly 1,000,000 persons were reached by these critical life-giving ministries. Likewise, conference-wide, 
21,681 persons participated on behalf of the local church in ministries intended to transform people in local communities, regions, 
and the world. This number includes those involved in any ministry the congregation officially supports such as food programs, mission 
teams, disaster response, and other various efforts of outreach and mission.   
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While this sounds like a bold vision, we know that God is with us in this journey. In fact, God actively and faithfully provides all we 
need to see His abundance and provision as we discover this vision of SHALOM and JUSTICE in our midst. These efforts are a response 
and testimony of living into the vision of SHALOM and seeking JUSTICE. Do we perceive it?   

We have Biblical mandates that frame our work of community engagement for the sake of making disciples of Jesus Christ for the 
transformation of the world.  
 Jeremiah 29:7 tells us to seek the well-being of shalom of the community where the Lord sends us and by doing so, we will 

encounter our own well-being.  
 Micah 6:8 tells us to act justly, to love mercy, and to walk humbly with our God.  
 Luke 4 invites us to journey with Christ in His mission of proclaiming good news to the poor, freedom for the prisoners, recovery 

of sight for the blind, to set the oppressed free, and to proclaim the year of the Lord’s favor. 
 Luke 10, Jesus declares to us that the harvest is plentiful, but the workers are few…and to go out taking little with us, stay where 

we are welcomed, to build relationships there, and see God’s SHALOM and JUSTICE emerge in that place.  
So then, if the harvest is plentiful and the workers are few, this is telling us that the ministry of cultivating SHALOM and JUSTICE calls 
the church to walk by faith and not by sight, that we serve a God of abundance and provision, and that God mystically and mysteriously 
leverages what we have in hand here on earth with what He has in heaven to complete His mission in the world in and through us the 
Church. Our response to Hurricane Harvey from 2017 to 2020 presented a picture of tremendous response through the long-term 
recovery efforts, through UMCOR case management and the rebuild and repair of homes impacted by the storm. We saw millions of 
dollars come into our conference area to support this collaborative and coordinated response. These arriving resources connected 
with your offerings of money, time, and talents as part of the long-term rebuild and recovery process. This is a great picture of God’s 
abundance! In times of disaster or need, one has the fish, one has the loaves, one has the basket, one offers the prayer, and ALL are 
fed. 

Celebrations 
We celebrate the churches who have worked diligently over this past year, in a time of pandemic responding to needs of their 
neighbors. We have been challenged by seeing the need of our neighbors, hearing their stories, and perhaps perplexed at seeing what 
was beneath the surface now readily exposed before our eyes. We celebrate all the various ways we are responding to God’s mission 
in our communities, in the region of 74 counties, and around the globe through supporting missionaries and partnering mutually with 
mission projects and programs.  We celebrate and are grateful for all the churches who have achieved 5-Star giving status through 
participation in the conference ADVANCE program. We celebrate and thank you for supporting Harvest Sunday, where these offerings 
go to support hunger alleviation programs. Please participate in the Harvest Sunday offering this year on November 7th.Thank you for 
supporting special offerings such as Peace with Justice Sunday, One Great Hour of Sharing, UMCOR Sunday, Native American Ministries 
Sunday, and more.  
We celebrate and are grateful for the 25 years + partnership of the Rio Texas Conference and Methodist Healthcare Ministries. Rio 
Texas and MHM share the same 74 county mission field and service area. Now we share a common language and vested interest in 
seeking the SHALOM and JUSTICE of the region we jointly serve through the ministries of our local churches and through the Wesley 
Nurse and Community Health worker programs. Our shared work continues to grow through the Transformational Communities 
Network and Thriving Together / Prosperemos program processes, all working together to see SHALOM and JUSTICE thrive.

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Transforming Communities Network 
Under the umbrella of the Transforming Communities Vision Team, the Transforming Communities Network, now in its fifth year, 
continues to train local congregations and communities for transformational work in the areas of mission, service, and justice.   The 
year-long cohort training offers small teams from local congregations and community partners an experience rich opportunity to learn 
and practice the principles of Asset-Based Community Development (ABCD) grounded in a theology of SHALOM. Over the course of a 
year, local teams are offered a Biblical vision for community development, learn to identify “current realities” and “underlying 
contradictions,” for the sake of engaging systemic change in their communities.  Skill sets in asset mapping, community interviews, 
focused and facilitated conversation, leading community wide visioning sessions and discovering innovative solution with strategic 
direction, are all part of the hands-on, cohort experience. Local aspirations are often realized in a series of deliberate “5% shifts,” of 
perception and practice.  Once training is complete, cohorts are invited and encouraged to remain in connection with other cohorts, 
team trainers, and coaches as part of a growing network of local cohorts, effecting change, and continuing the work of community 
transformation. 
Because of the continued financial support from Methodist Healthcare Ministries of South Texas, Inc., there is no cost to local 
congregations or community teams for training.  What is required, will be a commitment of time, presence, and desire to acquire new 
skills and engage, with others, in the work of positive community transformation. Each year, new evolutions of the Transforming 
Communities Network manifest.  In 2019, a county-wide Community of Shalom was planted in a remote, rural community where 
poverty is severe and widespread.  In 2020, the Rio Texas Rural Initiative, focusing on the systemic challenges and gifts of rural 
communities in our Conference began taking shape in the form of a partnership between the Transforming Communities Network and 
the Crossroads District.   
Greater diversity, equity, and inclusion are the aspirations of every cohort when engaging community transformation.  There is no 
magic wand, but there are powerful possibilities when good people, of good faith are equipped and prepared for the work of 
community transformation. Over the course of 2020, the Transformational Communities Network development team and Methodist 
Healthcare Ministries have been in joint consultation to cultivate the sharing of the respective program process developments of 
Transformational Communities Network and Thriving Together / Prosperemos Juntos.    

Migration and Border  
In September 2019, a Border Convocation was held in San Antonio that brought together primarily Methodists from Rio Texas, other 
UM Conferences in Texas, and the Methodist Church of Mexico to receive updates on the church’s response of receiving and 
addressing the needs of arriving migrants at various border points along the 450 miles of border in our region. Stories were shared of 
humanitarian hospitality responses in Monterrey, Del Rio / Acuña, Laredo / Nuevo Laredo, Brownsville / Matamoros, and San Antonio. 
Stories were also shared regarding legal support provided by our Justice For Our Neighbors legal ministry system responding to 
desperate asylum-seeking pleas and the challenges of these pleas being granted due to evolving immigration policies of that time.  
In 2020, dynamics shifted as policies created the emergence of migrant camps and increased need for shelters in Mexico. This 
necessitated coordinated bi-national the church, non-government organizations, and local governments responding to the needs of 
vulnerable migrant families. The Texas Border Collaboration Network was formed as a means of coalescing humanitarian response 
infrastructures of the responding entities on both sides of the border, with focus on humanitarian needs, hospitality and sponsorship, 
legal services support, and advocacy. The emergence of the COVID-19 virus brought an added challenge to responding to the needs 
of migrants continuing to arrive at the border.  
Now in 2021, emerging policies have shifted to respond in a more humanitarian way to the needs and challenges of asylum-seeking 
migrants and the realities of global migration. This shift has increased in the number of migrants arriving at our ministry border points. 
This in turn is increasing the needs that each of these ministries have in offering hospitality support to arriving migrants. This increase 
is also creating greater networking responses to align humanitarian, sponsorship, legal services, and advocacy support systems.  

Mission, Service, and Justice Conversations and Networking 
Moving forward, the Transforming Communities Vision Team will be working to offer learning and ministry capacity building 
opportunities though online conversation and networking sessions for leaders seeking to be transformational agents of facilitating 
Shalom and Justice in their church and communities. The hope is that this networking will be the platform for harvesting the stories 
of Shalom and Justice as a witness to the church and community for such as time as this.

We started our 2021 programming year with a well-attended virtual Leadership Development training event in January for district 
officers.  Our other conference-wide events will be a virtual UMW Luncheon during Annual Conference in June, Mission u in July, our 
Conference Annual Meeting in October, and Leadership Development 2022 in November.  The study topics for Mission u, which is 
open to anyone interested in attending, are “Finding Peace in an Anxious World,” “Pushout: The Criminalization of Black Girls in 
Schools,” and “Bearing Witness in the Kin-Dom: Living into the Church’s Moral Witness through Radical Discipleship.” 
More than 125 members and friends of the Rio Texas UMW attended an outstanding virtual Texas Legislative Event in January, jointly 
planned and conducted by the six conference United Methodist Women organizations in the states of Texas and New Mexico and by 
Texas Impact.  We are looking forward to gathering with thousands of other women at the quadrennial UMW Assembly in May 2022 
in Orlando, FL. 
Additionally, we launched a new website and a new e-newsletter, renewed our connections with the deaconesses in our conference, 
and re-started our racial justice work.  Our Language Coordinator has sent out newsletters and organized Zoom meetings to reach out 
to our Spanish-speaking members and keep them connected and encouraged during the pandemic.  Our Program Advisory Committee 
member reported that "The Program Advisory Group met March 11-13 2021, virtually.  UMW National is lifting up two main 
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priorities this quadrennium: Climate Justice and Criminalization of Communities of Color/Mass Incarceration.  UMW Assembly 
2022 will be held in Orlando, FL, May 20-22, 2022 and we will be heavily promoting the event to encourage participation from 
first-time attendees.    We have a very diverse group of leaders and are excited to see the amazing work and commitment from our 
UMW as we come out of this pandemic eager to do the work!" 
According to the statistics in the 2020 Conference Journal, our membership stands at approximately 4,980 and in 2019 we raised 
and spent over $500,000 for local, district, conference, and national mission work.

“Let us not grow weary in doing good, for at the proper time we will reap a harvest if we do not give up.  Therefore, as we have 
opportunity, let us do good to all people, especially those who belong to the family of believers” Galatians 6:9 -10 
I am not sure how you feel, but being weary is real.  And yet…laity, pastors, churches, students, and campus ministries have continued 
to do good in their community and beyond in the name of Jesus.  Our churches and the leaders in them have offered hope and Good 
News to so many during these dark and uncertain times…and for that we give God thanks and praise.   
With the continued focus on fruitfulness and innovations, both in congregational vitality and leadership development, it has been a 
busy year.  Rio Texas has started 1 new faith community initiative and 4 other new church plants continued their second year during 
a pandemic.  And many have been working to activate new ways to empower leadership development in both cohorts and training 
through our Lay Servant Ministry.   Finding ways to learn together, innovate and ideate together, to try and fail and try again…all of 
these are strategies so that churches and leaders can learn, grow, and reach new people for Christ.  And many churches are now 
reaching people in their local community and in zip codes well beyond their community.  Thanks be to God! 

Creating Congregations 
The world is changing, and the church needs to look beyond the “traditional” ways of reaching new people for Christ and the 
attractional models of only expecting people to come to them.  While traditional church starts and multi-site/satellite church plants 
are still very important (and we need more of them), they are also expensive and clergy centric as they start. We have begun teaching 
and dreaming about newer, more organic and less cost prohibitive ways to connect with those not attending local congregations like 
Fresh Expressions, Focused Worship in the community, and we are exploring ways to train laity and others to gather people in “house 
churches”.   
In July 2020, four Latina Pastoras were appointed to four local congregations in San Antonio and to a cooperative imitative they named 
Impacto Communitario.  This creative venture has already proven fruitful because of the gifts and talents of the four pastoras: Liliana 
Padilla, Maribel Vazquez, Laura Dorantes, and Daisy San Jorge, and their desire to serve the larger community.  They serve the 
community in so many ways including food distribution, access to internet and computers, guitar lessons and other enrichment 
programs, ESL classes, access to laundry, connection to city and community resources and excellent on line worship reaching 2000+ 
views a week.  God has blessed this creative venture and we pray God’s continued blessing as these women continue to learn and 
follow God’s path.   
I am excited that 3 new church starts pastors appointed in June 2019 have continued to work and make new connections even during 
the pandemic: Valley Praise UMC Mc Allen, under the leadership of Rev. Kevin Hardin, has begun worship in the space at the Ministry 
Center of the El Valle District offices.  Starting on line, they have been able to have some community gathering events, and limited in 
person worship.  At the writing of this report (April 1) they are expecting wonderful Easter attendance.  This is the third campus for 
Valley Praise UMC.  Rev. Ray Altman continues to do the deep work of creating intentional faith communities with New Wineskins and 
has expanded his reach during the pandemic as he is leading clergy cohorts teaching others how to reach deep into their 
neighborhoods.  This cohort work has multiplied the neighborhoods being reached.   Rev. Jay Cooper and his team at Violet Crown 
City Church have continued both weekly worship (on-line) as well as the construction of the physical property.  The church renovations 
are nearing completion at the writing of this report, and the hope is that Easter will be celebrated on site.   
Finally, Austin New Church also launched a new Hispanic Community called Amor Original with Pastor Cesar Soto in April 2020.  The 
pandemic created both opportunity and challenges that Pastor Cesar and his team overcame in creative ways.  Now that Austin is 
opening up some, I believe that all of their creative endeavors will be blessing both in the local Austin area as they also stay connected 
virtually in over 6 Central American countries they connected with during the pandemic.   
Two other churches that are not yet chartered, The Rock UMC and The Journey UMC, have both begun building projects during the 
last year.  At the writing of this report (April 2021) The Rock will be pouring their foundation soon and The Journey will be in their new 
space in April 2021.  As they move into their more permanent spaces, we anticipate they will be strengthened enough to charter in 
the next conference year.  Windsong UMC is also continuing to raise funds to complete a building without debt.  It is hopeful they, 
too, will be chartering after the building is complete. 
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Lay and Clergy Leadership Development 
With the onset of Covid-19 the seminary visits could not happen, and yet the relationships have continued.  Our conference has a 
Perkins student doing his internship at Coker UMC and we will have one student from Wesley Theological Seminary doing her 
internship starting in Aug. 2021.  As things open up, we hope to continue not only Seminary visits, internships but also teaching 
seminary students again about ministry on the border.   
In January 2021, we began our second year-long preaching cohorts with an event led by Dr. Alyce McKenzie of Perkins School of 
Theology.  48 pastors / lay speakers attended the virtual event.  A second event is scheduled for October 2021 and the 21 cohort 
participants will complete their work in November.  This year we were able to have both a Bi-lingual and English only group.  We hope 
to continue this work again in 2022. 
Besides the preaching event, Jozlin Parker and Karen Horan hosted the Hybrid Church event  in August with over 100 participants 
followed by a cohort of 20 churches for 5 months.  We also hosted Nona Jones with her help utilizing Facebook as a means to create 
disciples in October 2020 (85 participated in that event), Jason Moore hosted the Both/And event in January 2021 (50 participated in 
that event).  Ray Altman has continued with clergy learning groups as well.  We hope to expand our lay leadership development this 
conference year as well.   

Lay Servant Ministries 
Scott Maderer is the Conference Lay Servant Ministry Director and offers this report. 
During 2020 the Lay Servant Ministries (LSM) program has continued to face challenges like so many of our church programs.  The 
current conference LSM committee made a decision to find ways to continue to offer training and Christian conferencing through 
online programs so that we can continue to work within and across the districts of the conference.  This year districts and the 
conference held several successful online trainings for several of the Lay Servant Ministry courses for the first time.  Each has had well 
over 50 attendees who came together for training and to learn from and support each other in their leadership development. 
The Book of Discipline recognizes that to have effective ministry within our conference we must develop and encourage leadership 
from the laity, and this is the explicit goal of LSM.  The current district directors and conference lay director are working together with 
a focus on:  Increasing communication and cooperation across all districts within the conference, building effective tools that we can 
all utilize, identifying new classes in both online and offline methodology, and Encouraging Lay Ministry both in Lay Servants and 
Certified Lay Ministers to be creative in identifying their own mission fields. 
The District Directors continue meeting regularly now via Zoom for a quarterly update so that we can share effective methodology 
and information about upcoming courses and what we are all trying in our own districts.  In this way we are seeing directors share 
information and learn best practices and encouraging and allowing experimentation and new visions to arise in each district.  We are 
still early in the process and have had many challenges and changes, but the team is committed to continuing in regular 
communication.   
Each District continues to hold their own courses, but we are also working together to try to bring back effective conference lay 
ministry courses.  At the same time, we are looking for what the needs of the laity is and identifying resources from a variety of sources 
that would fill those needs effectively.  The focus is on building effective lay leadership, rather than just getting a “certification.”  
Within this larger picture we are anticipating an increased need for effective lay leadership within the conference.  So, we are 
attempting to proactively work with those called to unique mission fields to provide the tools and resources that they need to be 
effective. This includes being more involved in the Certified Lay Ministry program and working closely across districts to effectively 
use limited resources to provide the needed support, across the entire conference.  In this way districts don’t have to reinvent the 
wheel or provide resources for a limited number of laity while they can still encourage the laity with support and training by working 
across districts within the full conference. 
If you are interested in getting involved as a lay servant or just helping outreach out first to your district director of lay servant 
ministries or the conference director listed below.  May God continue to bless and grow the lay leadership across the Rio Texas 
Conference.

College / Campus Ministry: 
Like our churches, Campus Ministry struggled during the pandemic, and yet God continues to move and keep our college students 
connected and growing as disciples of Jesus Christ.  Ten Campus Ministries are on nine campuses during most of the last conference 
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year.  The ministry at University of Houston Victoria closed over the summer but will be re-connecting with students in the fall of 2021 
with FUMC Victoria taking on this endeavor.  Rev. Lizzie Wright and Rev. Wes Cain are coordinating the campus ministries along with 
Rev. Karen Horan in the conference center.  Campus Ministers are connecting more regularly with each other, with their District 
Strategy Teams and are asked to submit regular reports to the conference office. While Covid19 threw all universities to online 
learning, your campus pastors have done a fantastic job staying connected in worship, prayer, study and even outreach as college 
students who don’t all attend the same school can gather virtually to be connected to each other and Jesus Christ.  There is still a need 
for individual churches to connect with students and campus ministries in your area.  Please prayerfully consider how your church can 
support this important work.  Rio Texas has campus ministry leadership at UT Austin – The Texas Wesley (Rev. David McMinn) and 
University UMC Austin (Megan Otto), UTSA via University UMC San Antonio (Sarah Reiter), SAC and Trinity University (SA Campus 
Ministry staff and Rev. Valerie Vogt), TLU via FUMC Seguin (Rev. Melissa Lind), UTRGV Wesley Center (TBD), Texas State – United 
Campus Ministry (Rev. Todd Salmi), U of H Victoria, (TBD) and Huston-Tillotson University (Rev. Don Brewington).  A video will be 
created and shared as we gather for Annual Conference.   

Vitalizing Congregations:  
Most of the work of vitalization has been via larger learning events named above and at the district events.  Many churches have been 
so creative in how to reach others on-line and have worked with our Director of Technical Ministries to get even better.  While our 
New People New Places Grants do not normally do technology grants, during the pandemic it was the ONLY way to reach new people.  
So many smaller grants were given via the cohorts as well as through the technology grants and other NPNP grants.  Since July 1 2020, 
41 churches were granted $89,000 for technology and outreach to reach new people for Christ.  Of these 41 churches 14 were Hispanic 
congregations (who received $43,500) and 5 were historically Black congregations (who received $14,000).   
What a joy to partner with this many churches as they reach new people to become more vital in their area!  These grants are offered 
3 times a year, we pray the funds can be used to the fullest.

RIO TEXAS CONFERENCE DISASTER RESPONSE COMMITTEE 
FOR INFORMATION ONLY 

The Disaster Response Ministry has had an active year: the conference area was hit by two major disasters, Hurricane Hanna and 
Winter Storm 2021; the massive recovery effort to Hurricane Harvey was wound down; recovery work from 2018 and 2019 floods 
in the Valley continued; ERT and chain saw teams were deployed to Louisiana along with a skid steer and several electric 
generators; and, over 3000 hygiene kits were shipped from the Martinez Disaster Response Center to groups serving migrants  
along the southern border.  Every action taken during the year was influenced by concern for avoiding spread of the COVID 19 
virus.  The positive side of the need to adjust to the pandemic is that several new protocols have been developed that may make 
the future work of the ministry more efficient.   
Winter Storm 2021 was unusual in that it impacted every part of the Conference.  A program was developed to assist churches as 
they reached out to their communities.  Churches could apply for assistance on behalf of families that needed assistance.   
Hurricane Hanna resulted in damage to thousands of homes in the Willacy, Cameron, Hidalgo and Starr Counties. This marked the 
third straight year that disasters struck the same area.  Because of the COVID pandemic, relatively few volunteers have been able 
to deploy resulting in a backlog of work that needs to be completed.  UMCOR has provided more than $600,000 to assist in the 
effort and an additional $50,000 was provided by Lowe’s through a National VOAD grant.  Churches are urged to plan now to send 
mission teams to be a part of the ministry to families who have waited too long for help. 
The massive effort following Hurricane Harvey was wound down this year.  Rio Texas Disaster Response launched a Hurricane 
Harvey long term recovery in October 2017 with plans that included case management, construction services, volunteer 
coordination and unmet needs financial assistance. An initial vision grew beyond all expectations, resulting in an approximate 
$13.5M budget with two regional offices supported by multiple satellite offices, all based in United Methodist Churches. This 
historic program for Rio Texas Conference Disaster Response leveraged more than $20M in direct assistance for over 1100 Rio 
Texas clients. 
In response to the COVID 19 pandemic, the Rio Texas Disaster Response Ministry has developed a strategy for deploying a Disaster 
Response Resource and Information Center and a strategy for using spontaneous volunteers to assist with muck out and cleanup.   
The Resource center will distribute brief printed instructions for use by families who have the capacity to do their own response 
phase work.  The center will distribute UMCOR cleaning and hygiene kits and material such as tarps, furring strips and trash bags.  
Presently, the instructions include: Safety; Debris Removal; Muck and Gut, and Mold: Dangers, Protection Cleaning. A “how to” 
video on tarping a roof has also been prepared.  All printed material is available in English and Spanish. 
The second major initiative adopted has been protocols for using spontaneous volunteers even after the COVID 19 pandemic 
subsides. A thirty minute training curriculum has been developed for the volunteers.  Training will be directed at the tasks 
appropriate for the specific disaster and will give explicit attention to safety procedures and concerns.  The protocols call for each 
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team to be led by two trained ERT leaders.  Early Response Teams will continue to be used but the new protocols also allow 
spontaneous volunteers to serve. 
The Martinez Disaster Response Center continues to serve as a collection center for UMCOR kits assembled by churches in the 
Conference as well as storage for disaster response equipment.  UMCOR now receives only school kits, hygiene kits, and cleaning 
kits (flood buckets).  The center serves as a collection site for all kits, but the main inventory is cleaning kits and hygiene kits. 
Volunteer opportunities are available at the center in Kerrville for groups to verify cleaning kits before they are delivered to flood 
survivors. Contact warehouse coordinator Larry Altman at warehouse@riotexasresponse.org for more information or to 
schedule a time for your team.  
The Disaster Response Ministry has enjoyed tremendous support from the conference.  We hope this can continue through 
support of the Advance 2050 and by joining in the effort as volunteers.

Because we in Rio Texas join our church’s offerings with those of United Methodist congregations around the world, UMCOR remains 
strong in its day-to-day operations. When needs are immediate, UMCOR can respond quickly and efficiently with signs of extravagant 
grace and expert assistance.

We have approached this challenging time as another opportunity to make innovative moves and develop strategies that empower 
services to continue uninterrupted. As a ministry, we are focused on continuous improvement to better meet the needs of those we 
serve. The expertise and resources provided by you, along with strong stewardship, have enabled MCH to confront challenges and 
embrace new opportunities as we work to strengthen individuals in Texas and New Mexico.  
The vision of MCH is to empower all we serve to experience life to the fullest; our mission is to equip children, youth and families to 
flourish by offering hope through Christ-centered relationships, services and support. We live these out by providing the care, 
programs and talented individuals needed to positively impact the lives of those we serve. This is happening every day in residential 
programs as well as through 13 MCH Family Outreach offices, including San Antonio and Corpus Christi.  
Here are some of the things you helped MCH accomplish for God’s glory and those we serve:  
 
 Launched the Staff on Standby (SOS) program. The SOS program is designed for employees who do not serve in direct childcare 

roles to lend their support by assisting with short-term projects and childcare needs. The goal is to alleviate additional burdens 
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placed on childcare staff during COVID-19 and to provide employee engagement opportunities that support our mission. The 
SOS Program was a 2020 COA Innovative Practices Award Nominee.  

 As shelter-at-home protocols were ordered in many areas, staff from MCH Family Outreach offices across Texas and New 
Mexico served families as they would in the event of a natural disaster. Case managers increased their visits to client families to 
provide essential supplies. 

 Opened the fourth and fifth new homes on our Waco campus as part of the Building Hope capital campaign and began 
construction of four new homes. The state-of-the-art homes are designed with our trauma-informed research in mind. 

 Graduated 22 seniors from high school and supported additional MCH alumni pursuing higher education at community colleges, 
trade schools or four-year institutions.   

 Achieved designations of the Gold Seal of Transparency from Guidestar and a four-star charity rating from Charity 
Navigator. Less than 1 percent of nonprofits listed on Guidestar have achieved the Gold level. These designations recognize our 
commitment to excellence and efforts to conduct our work with the utmost integrity and transparency.  

 Named as a TBRI® Ambassador Organization by the Karyn Purvis Institute of Child Development at Texas Christian University. 
TBRI® is an attachment-based, trauma-informed intervention designed to meet complex needs of vulnerable children. 
Ambassador Organizations are key partners with long-term relationships with the Purvis Institute.  

 Entered into a collaborative partnership with One Heart Project (OHP) to provide holistic, evidence-based mentoring for youth 
in the MCH residential and aftercare programs in Waco. The One Heart Project is a national organization headquartered in 
Southlake, Texas, and has a history of producing positive change in youth through mentoring, life and gap-skill training, social 
and emotional intelligence, and job training. 

 Strengthened our collaboration with The Cove – Heart of Texas, Inc., who moved its operations to the first floor of the MCH 
Family Outreach Center in Waco. The Cove serves high school-aged youth without access to housing by providing access to 
resources they need to thrive. With a common focus to equip and empower youth, this collaboration will strengthen both 
nonprofits and the Waco community at large.  
 

Our achievements in the past and those yet to come are directly related to the men and women who give their time, talents and 
resources to bless our children.

On behalf of our Board of Directors, staff, and the people that we serve in our many residential and outreach programs, I thank you, 
Bishop, and the members of the Rio Annual Conference for your dedication in partnership with the ministry of Providence Place. By 
God’s grace, we celebrated our 125th anniversary in 2020 during a Pandemic and have continued to provide and expand our services 
thanks to the committed support from individual donors and United Methodist Churches. We have been able to be a blessing to our 
community and to continue our important work despite these difficult times, and we couldn’t have done it without you. 
Providence Place started in 1895 as a refuge for women and children who were the neediest in our community, and back then the 
Methodist churches and the Methodist Conference joined with us to provide food, shelter and adoption services to our most 
vulnerable women. After 125 years, we are still providing adoption services and have placed over 6000 babies in loving, forever homes. 
We have expanded our adoption services to include foster care adoption and foster care and in 2020, we opened a residential program 
for young women who are aging out of foster care. They live with us in an apartment setting and practice independent living and 
employment skills until they are ready to transition into the community successfully and independently.    
Our Parenting with a Purpose outreach program has expanded to serve over 2000 women and young children each year in the San 
Antonio and surrounding rural areas. We provide free diapers, formula, counseling, case management and parenting classes to help 
families during difficult times and to strengthen them to face their many challenges. Our goal is to support women, children and 
families whether they choose adoption or parenting. 
Our residential program for women survivors of trafficking, sexual or domestic violence, My Mariposa Home, is going strong. We are 
celebrating our two-year anniversary offering this program, and our first group of survivors have graduated and are moving out into 
the community to live their lives as God intended, safe and feeling supported and loved.  
And this year, 2021, we are opening up a short-term shelter serving homeless youth, providing services to them to stabilize their lives 
and reintegrate them into our community. Our commitment to vulnerable women, children and families continues as does our 
partnership with our Methodist congregations and supporters…serving together to end trauma and to spread God’s love. We are so 
lucky to have so many dedicated partners who support our work and want to see it thrive for future generations in need. 
I encourage you to schedule a tour of our beautiful 25-acre campus, arrange a speaker for your congregation or church group, and 
request offering materials for an annual church offering. We couldn’t continue these ministries without you and we would love to 
come and share the stories and history of Providence Place with your congregation.

The opportunity to update and thank the Rio Texas Conference as a partner in ministry with Africa University is truly a joy.  
Africa University is deeply grateful to the local congregations of the Rio Texas Conference for investing 80.24 percent of the asking to 
the Africa University Fund apportionment in 2020. Thank you for supporting the ministry of Africa University with such faithfulness 
and generosity. By giving as you do, even in difficult times, Rio Texas United Methodist congregations are a source of inspiration and 
strength. 
The upheaval and multilayered challenges associated with the coronavirus pandemic have brought about profound and lasting 
adjustments how we live, work, serve and connect. For Africa University, these included: 
 A shift to online-only teaching and learning from late March through to December 2020. As the only university in Zimbabwe 

accredited to offer online degrees, Africa University had the infrastructure and expertise to  transition smoothly and break new 
ground with competence-based student assessment tools. 
 

 Gifts totaling more than $300,000 from across the United Methodist connection that were designated for COVID-19 relief 
efforts. These second-mile gifts enabled Africa University to house, feed and encourage close to 300 international students who 
were stranded on its campus between March and late July 2020. 
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 Excellent student retention and modest enrollment growth, with a more than 99% uptake of online learning by students. More 
than 3,000 students enrolled for the 2020-2021 academic year—a 16% increase over the previous year—with 2,395 studying 
full-time. Fifty-seven percent of the full-time students were female and 24% were international. 

 
 Innovation, outreach and service through: 

o The development and distribution of masks and hand sanitizer (of its own design/formulation), that have now 
been certified and cleared for commercial production. 

o The launch, via a web application, of farm to household delivery of fresh produce, meat and poultry products 
by the Africa University Dream Farm Trust. 

o Two student-led initiatives—Feed a Family and Ben Hill UMC Women’s Residence Girl Child Support 
Program—that provided medical care, food and school fees assistance to vulnerable families in the wider 
community. Campus-based and home-based students raised resources, procured supplies and organized safe 
distribution to families. 

 The successful completion of two new buildings—the Highland Park UMC-funded student union facility and a dormitory for 
female students.  A new solar farm powers the Highland Park women’s dormitory. 
Africa University’s online campus is here to stay, thanks to infrastructure upgrades and the lesson learned while staying on mission 
in 2020. Going forward, Africa University is committed to growing its pan-African presence and impact through new programs, 
partnerships, and an effective blend of in-person and online learning options.  

 
Thank you, Rio Texas United Methodists, for helping to prepare young leaders to be “an aroma that brings life” to a world that is crying 
out for justice, compassion, healing and wholeness (2 Cor. 2:14-16). Your prayers and gifts provide a strong foundation for the efforts 
of the students, lecturers and administrators as they engage in disciple-making by example.

Dear Colleagues in Ministry:  
I am grateful for my first opportunity to thank you for your moral, prayerful, and material support of the Boston University School of 
Theology (BUSTH). Like many institutions, this past year at BUSTH has been largely influenced by the COVID-19 pandemic, outrage 
over enduring racial injustices in our country, and concern over rising white supremacy in our nation. Our work at BUSTH is to prepare 
religious leaders to encounter and engage complex challenges such as these. A year like 2020 makes the School’s historic and ongoing 
commitments to social justice even more relevant. Below are some BUSTH highlights from 2020. We remain hopeful in our continued 
partnership with you in the work and witness of the School toward advancing social justice, fostering compassionate communities, 
and shaping wise leaders for a hurting world.   
 
BBREAKING NEWS::    
 Virtual Learning: Our faculty, staff, and library successfully pivoted to fully remote learning in Spring 2020 upon the COVID-19 

lockdown, which continued through the summer terms. Fall 2020 offered a hybrid approach to learning, due to Boston 
University’s “Learn from Anywhere” initiative, which included a comprehensive on-campus testing program and strict COVID-19 
precautions to ensure the safety of students, faculty, and staff. Students were given the most flexibility, with allowances to 
learn in-person in socially distanced and masked classes or in the comfort of their own homes via Zoom. The redirection to 
online learning served as an opportunity for BUSTH faculty to develop new online pedagogical proficiency and positions the 
School for greater engagement with current conversations concerning best practices in distance, hybrid, and online learning 
options for students worldwide.  

 Students: We continue to increase and celebrate diversity in our student body, creating opportunities for in-depth exchanges 
and a rich virtual community life. Our Fall 2020 entering class was among our largest classes ever, with 128 new students 
enrolling in September, despite the fact that recruitment had to transition to be fully online.

 Faculty: We celebrated dean emerita Mary Elizabeth Moore’s 12-year service to the School as she stepped down on December 
31, 2020. The institution will be forever grateful for her historic tenure as its dean. The new dean G. Sujin Pak began her 
appointment on January 1, 2021. Dean Pak is known for her commitments to academic rigor, social justice, and United 
Methodism, which made her a wonderful fit for the deanship of BUSTH at this time. In the coming months, the School plans to 
appoint a new Martin Luther King, Jr. Professor of Ethical Leadership. 

 Lilly Endowment Grant for Thriving Congregations Initiative: BUSTH was awarded a nearly $1 million, four-year grant to work 
with urban congregations responding to trauma. The project will be focused on responding to congregants who are continually 
shaped by and reacting to compounding domestic and global traumatic events, such as systemic racism, gun violence, 
homelessness, or immigration stressors.  

 Scholarships: We continue to offer free tuition to UMC registered candidates for ordained ministry. Building student 
scholarships and housing opportunities remain key priorities. BUSTH also offers leadership fellowships to support students in 
ethnic, gender, and sexuality studies: Raíces Latinas, Sacred Worth, Indigenous Studies, Korean Studies, Women in Leadership, 
and Black Church Studies.  

 Online Lifelong Learning:  Through a generous grant from BU’s Digital Education Incubator, BUSTH began to offer online mini-
courses, workshops, and reading groups for interested professional and spiritual enrichment of alumni and other religious 
leaders. Inaugural groups covered topics such as religious Afro-futurism, spirituality through the writings of Howard Thurman, 
and rituals and practices of grief in a time of pandemic. To learn about or participate in the next BUSTH Lifelong Learning 
offerings, visit bu.edu/sth/oll.  

 Theology and the Arts Initiatives: Due to the COVID-19 pandemic, our traditional exhibits moved to an online space. The art of 
John August Swanson is available at https://butheoartsgallery2020.wordpress.com/john-august-swanson-social-justice-artist.  

 Development: BUSTH’s “On a Mission” campaign surpassed all expectations when it concluded in September 2019, raising 
$29.4 million—well beyond the $15 million goal set in 2010. These funds reflect broad support from alumni, friends, faculty, 
staff, and students, with a far-reaching impact on the School’s ability to pursue its mission. More than 2,800 donors, including 
1,927 alumni (a 50% alumni participation rate), contributed to our campaign.  
 

PPARTNERING FOR MINISTRY AND TRANSFORMATION:   
 Doctor of Ministry: The DMin in Transformational Leadership flourishes with lively student cohorts that are interfaith, broadly 

ecumenical, culturally diverse, and global. The model includes intensives, online courses, and faculty mentoring. 
 Ecumenical partnerships: We now have four denominational Communities of Learning: Wesleyan/Methodist, 

Episcopal/Anglican, United Church of Christ, and Unitarian Universalist. 
 Partnership with Hebrew College: Together we are able to enrich interreligious learning through joint courses and public 

events, and also co-sponsor The Journal of Interreligious Studies and the State of Formation for emerging leaders.  
 Chaplaincy education: BUSTH and the Chaplaincy Innovation Lab received a grant to support the joint project “Innovations in 

Chaplaincy Education,” which will seek to redesign courses on chaplaincy in higher education, and centralize education for 
chaplaincy curricula, including competencies needed for chaplains or other professionals in spiritual care.  

  

TTAKING ACTION GGLOBALLY AND LOCALLY:   

 Campus action: Work continues to improve accessibility, sustainability, and responsible investing. BUSTH is the first certified 
Green School in BU and is active in the Green Seminary Initiative.  

 Internships in global service and peacemaking: Students participate in apprenticeship ministries across the world.  
  
CCOMMITMENT TO  JJUSTICE:  
 Faculty, staff, and students are active in #BlackLivesMatter efforts to seek racial equality, and in collaborative services to 

support people suffering the consequences of immigration practices or disability inequities.  
 In Town Hall meetings, the community has deep conversations on issues that divide, seeking to develop capacities for relating 

across difference and to create a community based on the dignity of all.  
BUSTH celebrates transformational leaders of the United Methodist Church. Your legacy and witness and your partnership give 
us hope and courage for the future.

CANDLER SCHOOL OF THEOLOGY 
FOR INFORMATION ONLY 

Since our founding in 1914, Candler School of Theology at Emory University has educated more than 10,000 students, shaping 
thoughtful, principled, and courageous leaders dedicated to transforming the world in the name of Jesus Christ. We continued our 
work even through this most difficult year, with the coronavirus continuing its march around the world, a reckoning for racial injustice 
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rolling across our nation, and a toxic, divisive political atmosphere challenging our civic life. Perhaps there has been no better year 
than this to underscore the importance of faithful and creative leaders for the church’s ministries throughout the world—the type of 
leaders we form at Candler. 
Though our mission remains unchanged, the pandemic has necessitated many changes in how we undertake that mission: We have 
shifted classes online, redesigned syllabi to support optimal online learning, developed new ways to worship and experience 
community together in the virtual sphere, and discerned which new habits and modalities have promise for enriching our work even 
after the pandemic ends. Through these efforts, we and our students have gained deep experience in being flexible, adaptable, and 
creative as we respond to the demands of ever-changing contexts—experience that not only serves us well now, but will continue to 
serve us and our ministries far into the future.  
Candler is one of 13 official seminaries of The United Methodist Church, yet true to the Methodist tradition of ecumenical openness, 
we enthusiastically welcome students from 44 denominations, with 46% of MDiv students coming from the Wesleyan tradition. Our 
student body reflects the diversity and breadth of the Christian faithful, with an enrollment of 483 from 12 countries and 37 states, 
44 percent persons of color (U.S.), and a median age of 27 among MDivs. This diversity is a rich blessing, and this year we created a 
new staff position of assistant director of student life for diversity, equity and inclusion to foster understanding and ensure we are 
responsive to the needs of our diverse student body. 
We offer six single degrees (MDiv, MTS, MRL MRPL, ThM, DMin) and ten dual degrees. Our Doctor of Ministry degree is 90 percent 
online, so students can remain in their places of ministry while completing their degrees. Our new Chaplaincy concentration is now 
among our most popular, and our Teaching Parish program enables students to serve as student pastors in local churches throughout 
the southeast, learning firsthand about shepherding a congregation; this year, there were 36 participants.   
Alleviating student debt through generous financial aid remains among our top priorities. In 2019-2020, we awarded nearly $6.6 
million in financial aid, with 100% of MDiv and 98% of all students receiving support. All MDiv students who are certified candidates 
for ordained ministry in the UMC receive full-tuition scholarships, and all MDiv, MTS, and master of religious leadership students who 
are enrolled part-time or more receive a scholarship covering at least 50% of tuition for the length of their program. 
The demands of the pandemic did not diminish Candler’s robust schedule of events. Candler’s Black Church Studies program celebrated its 30th 
anniversary with a yearlong slate of online lectures and panel discussions, now available at vimeo.com/candler. We also launched The Candler 
Foundry to make theological education accessible to all, through short and semester-length courses taught by Candler faculty, videos and discussion 
guides to spark conversation in groups or one-on-one, and Facebook Live panel discussions connecting theology with current issues in the world. View 
the latest offerings at candlerfoundry.emory.edu.  
Candler’s ability to fulfill our mission of educating faithful and creative leaders for the church’s ministries throughout the world 
depends upon your prayers, partnership, and support. Thank you for the countless ways you advance this vital ministry in the life of 
our denomination.

DREW THEOLOGICAL SCHOOL

As with most other schools in the northeast of the U.S., Drew University evacuated its campus in early spring 2020 in response to the 
COVID-19 pandemic. Drew Theological School faculty and staff adapted to this challenge with resilience, compassion, and creativity. 
The Theological School faculty put their courses all online, led development workshops for faculty across the university, and, in order 
to accommodate our many international admits who would not be able to enter the United States for fall 2020, designed an 
asynchronous Master of Divinity program. As a result of this work, the Theological School welcomed 147 new students, its largest 
entering class in a decade, with an enrollment of 380 for the current academic year. Our chapel team has also led the way in creating 
online worship experiences that connect the Drew community now across the globe. All degree programs at the Theological School 
include interdisciplinary courses that demand out-of-the-box thinking, apprenticeship training that addresses real-world issues, and 
modes of learning that promote adaptability and innovation. Our MDiv and MATM degrees include a required gateway year, vocational 
pathways, and experiential learning that develops and deepens adaptive leadership skills. The curriculum features a team-designed 
and taught interdisciplinary sequence of core courses reflecting the integration of the theological disciplines and practices 
characteristic of the life of faith. The faculty have also articulated shared values that are infused across the teaching and learning at 
Drew: a commitment to anti-racism; gender and sexual-identity equality; eco-sustainability and environmental justice; and interfaith 
understanding and cooperation. Drew cultivates pastors, preachers, deacons, activists, teachers, and thought leaders who go all over 
the world to take their place as the next generation of faith leaders and change agents.

The year 2020, has been one unlike any other in my 36 years serving this ministry.  We have endured many crises before such as drug 
wars, violence, peso devaluations, border and immigration issues, and other pandemics but none as terrifying as COVID-19.   This time 
the lives of our students and staff were threatened.  This time, we knew not how to attack it. 
In early March, we closed our doors in order to keep our students and staff safe.  By God’s grace and not knowing that He had a hand 
in what was to come, we had computerized our classrooms about 4 years prior.  Going from on-site to on-line was done within 24 
hours.  We encountered some glitches, like students without internet or computers at home.  We moved fast to provide them with 
tablets and “hot spots” so that no student would be left behind.  The plan, of course was to return to the classroom in a few weeks.  
The few weeks turned into months and months to a year.  We did manage to celebrate the Class of 2020 with 69 graduating seniors.  
Of the 69 seniors, 69 are in college today.   
We began the fall semester with a drop in enrollment.  Parents were struggling to pay tuition.  By then, many were unemployed and 
had lost loved ones to the pandemic.  Our job was to see that our students returned and that we were there to make it possible.  We 
moved swiftly to raising more scholarships.  The uncertainty of the situation was alarming and many parents opted to keep their 
children home.   
Teachers and staff are heroes and heroines.  They have done an amazing job of keeping the students focused and on course.  A few 
students may be falling behind, but they will receive extra help during the summer to catch up.  This administration will seek funds so 
that these students can attend tuition free and jump back on board.   
The past twelve months have been a test to our faith.  We, at Lydia Patterson, did not lose faith.  While in the middle of the pandemic, 
we completed a soccer practice field with green grass and colorful pergolas to welcome the students when they return.  We remodeled 
the music room so that the students would have something positive and with optimism to return to.  The students, parents, teachers, 
have all endured such pain, that we moved to bring back hope.  We have all lived through horrifying times, but it is our faith that will 
get us through.  While we went to virtual learning, we maintained our weekly devotionals on Zoom.  For the past year, the staff has 
gathered to pray every single day.   
We look forward for when the students can return to some type of normalcy.  We look forward for the students to enjoy sports again 
and participate in extracurricular activities.  The lay ministry students anxiously await the time to go out and serve in the local churches.  
We look forward to a normal graduation when we can celebrate the amazing student body that Lydia Patterson has.  We look forward 
to your visit to our campus, whether it be on a mission trip or simply to experience firsthand the sanctity of this ministry.   
God is good all the time.  We have received many good wishes and prayers from our supporters together with financial support for 
our students.  We will survive.  My most sincere appreciation to all those kind people that have thought about us while trying to keep 
their own house safe.  My gratitude goes out to all our supporters on behalf of every student at “La Lydia”.

Perkins celebrates our vital connections with the Rio Texas Annual Conference of The United Methodist Church. 
 Nine (9) students affiliated with the Rio Texas Annual Conference are enrolled at Perkins, including: Seven (7) Master of 

Divinity (M.Div.) students and two (2) Doctor of Ministry (D.Min.) students. 
 Five (5) Perkins students were placed as interns within the Rio Texas Annual Conference during the 2020-21 academic year, 

in the Coastal Bend, Capital, El Valle and Hill Country Districts. 
 The hybrid Houston-Galveston Extension Program, in its third year of providing a combination of online and residential classes 

leading to the M.Div. and M.A.M. degrees, totaled 103 students during the 2020-21 academic year or slightly more than half 
of the 200 students enrolled in these degrees. 

 Providing spiritual care to those who are sick or hospitalized demands a variety of specialized skills, especially given today’s 
multicultural environment. To prepare students who feel called in this area, Perkins School of Theology—in partnership with 
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Houston Methodist Hospital—now offers Master of Divinity students (enrolled in both Houston and Dallas) the opportunity 
to concentrate in Healthcare Chaplaincy. 

 Beginning June 2021, Perkins School of Theology will add a Doctor of Ministry (D. Min.) program in Houston, in addition to 
the existing D. Min. program in Dallas. The doctoral level program integrates scholarly research with the practice of ministry. 
Courses will be taught at Houston Methodist Hospital. With two international airports, Houston also offers the advantage of 
easy access by air from many cities in the U.S. Perkins’s three-year D. Min. curriculum includes two years of coursework, with 
students traveling to Houston for two weeks of courses in person in June and January. The remainder of the program, which 
includes a directed study and the writing of a dissertation, can be completed remotely. 

 The Rio Texas Annual Conference received a grant made possible by a $150,000 grant by the Henry Luce Foundation. This 
was used to support its Iniciativa de Impacto Communitario, which provides a laundry ministry (for undocumented families 
without home laundry facilities); a computer lab for students without internet connections; utility support, a bicycle repair 
workshop and food distribution. 

Enrollment Update 
Enrollment at Perkins for the 2020-21 academic year totaled 347 students, including 28 enrolled in the Ph.D. program. Our 
enrollment size puts Perkins among the “largest” schools (52nd out of 277 schools) within the Association of Theological Schools. Fall 
2020 statistics reflect the following: 65% of the entire student population are United Methodist (82% of M.Div. students) with 
another 23 denominations /traditions represented. 27% are ethnic minority students with an additional 6% comprising international 
students. The hybrid Houston-Galveston Extension Program, in its third year of providing a combination of online and residential 
classes leading to the M.Div. and M.A.M. degrees, totaled 103 students during the 2020-21 academic year or slightly more than half 
of the 200 students enrolled in these degrees. 

2020-21 Highlights 
 Fall 2020 and Spring 2021 semesters included both 100% online classes along with courses offered in a Hyflex modality (in-

person and online students together within the same classroom experience). Many of the usual rhythms of life at Perkins also 
moved into virtual spaces, including most meetings and our regular chapel services. 

 Perkins School of Theology and Cox School of Business announced the creation of cooperative, sequenced degree programs 
between the two Southern Methodist University graduate schools. The programs, designed for students interested in either 
a career in ministry with a strong business focus, or for students interested in a business career with a strong theological 
focus, include two sequences: the Master of Divinity (M.Div.) and the Master of Business Administration (M.B.A.) or the 
Master of Arts in Ministry (M.A.M.) and the M.B.A. 

 Providing spiritual care to those who are sick or hospitalized demands a variety of specialized skills, especially given today’s 
multicultural environment. To prepare students who feel called in this area, Perkins School of Theology—in partnership with 
Houston Methodist Hospital—now offers Master of Divinity students (enrolled in both Houston and Dallas) the opportunity 
to concentrate in Healthcare Chaplaincy. 

 SMU has received a grant of nearly $1 million from the Lilly Endowment’s nationwide Thriving Congregations Initiative to 
support Perkins’ Testimony as Community Engagement program. The program will work to increase the practice of testimony 
as community engagement both inside and outside the church. The Rev. Dr. Priscilla Pope-Levison and Bart Patton of Perkins 
will serve as co-principal investigators on the project. 

 A new Memoranda of Understanding (MOUs) with Central Methodist University in Missouri was signed as part of the ongoing 
initiative to deepen relationships between Perkins and undergraduate colleges, universities and international seminaries. 

 Perkins School of Theology announced the 2021 recipients of the Woodrow B. Seals Laity Award: Nancy Seay, a philanthropist 
and elder of Highland Park Presbyterian Church (HPPC); and Lisa Tichenor, an active community leader and lay member of 
Highland Park United Methodist Church (HPUMC). Along with Mary White, the 2020 Seals Award recipient, the three will be 
honored during the online worship service for Perkins Summit for Faith and Learning on March 19, 2021. 

 The Rev. Donald W. Underwood and the Rev. Dr. Sidney G. Hall, III were announced as recipients of the 2020 Perkins 
Distinguished Alumnus/a Award. The Award recognizes Perkins graduates who have demonstrated effectiveness and integrity 
in service to the church, continuing support for the goals of Perkins and Southern Methodist University, outstanding service 
to the community, and exemplary character. 

 Retirements: Bishop Whitfield (M. Div. ’69) officially retired on August 31 as Perkins’s Bishop in Residence and Director of the 
Center for Religious Leadership. Retirements official on May 31, 2021 include Dr. William Abraham (Albert Cook Outler 
Professor of Wesley Studies), Dr. Isabel Docampo (Co-Director of the Intern Program and Director, Center for the Study of 
Latino/a Christianity and Religions), Duane Harbin (Assistant Dean for Technology, Planning & Compliance), and Dr. Evelyn 
Parker (Susanna Wesley Centennial Professor of Practical Theology).  
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The highlights listed above are reflective of the vibrant engagement of Perkins faculty, staff and students during the 2020-21 academic 
year. 
Perkins School of Theology is committed to those called to serve so that they might be empowered to lead. We thank our many 
colleagues, friends and alumni/ae in the Rio Texas Annual Conference of The United Methodist Church for your generous support, 
including referrals of prospective students, as we continue our vital mission of preparing women and men for faithful leadership in 
Christian ministry.

Since its founding in 1911 by the Methodist Episcopal Church, South, Southern Methodist University has served as a nonsectarian 
institution of higher learning. Our mission is to expand knowledge through research and teaching and serve as a powerful catalyst for 
the growth and development of Dallas and the broader North Texas region. With continued Methodist representation on its Board of 
Trustees and welcoming students of all faiths, the University is reaching a higher level of accomplishment and global recognition in 
our second century of shaping world changers – for today and tomorrow. Consistent with the University’s appreciation for its Wesleyan 
heritage, the University submits voluntarily this report to the Rio Texas Annual Conference. 
SMU Update 
COVID-19 
SMU arose as a leader among academic institutions in managing the global pandemic by hosting in-person classes and athletic seasons, 
avoiding significant furloughs and layoffs, and preventing large outbreaks of COVID-19 on campus. We pivoted in the middle of the 
2020 spring semester to fully online instruction, and then to two months of essential-only employees working on campus. Over the 
summer months, we designed and implemented a strategy to provide a successful fall semester with the flexible education 
experiences and in-classroom options that our students and families requested, while protecting the health of our community 
members and the financial strength of the University.  
Students, Faculty and Staff 
Despite the pandemic, our enrollment for fall 2020 was strong. Remarkably, the Class of 2024 comprises 1,531 students—only 13 
students fewer than the previous year—from 43 different countries as well as the United States. Additionally, students of color make 
up 31% of the first-year class, up from 25% last year. This is the most ethnically and racially diverse first-year class in SMU history, with 
significant increases in Asian American and Hispanic/Latinx students, and an 11% increase in students who identify as Black or African 
American.

SMU continues to receive high rankings and recognitions among prestigious reviewers, including: 

 Top 20% best national universities by U.S. News & World Report (2021) and first among Dallas-area universities. 
 Top 11% (No. 88 out of 800) of U.S. universities by The Wall Street Journal/Times Higher Education (2021). 
 One of the nation’s best institutions for undergraduate education by The Princeton Review’s “The Best 386 Colleges” and 

among its “2021 Best Colleges: Region by Region” Also, SMU’s Guildhall ranked among the top five graduate schools to 
study game design. 

 Top 5% best nationwide colleges and top 3% best Texas colleges by College Factual (2021). 
 SMU’s Perkins Chapel at No. 16 out of 35 of the nation’s most beautiful college churches and chapels by College Rank.  
 No. 39 in computer and information sciences and No. 48 in engineering among DIVERSE Issues in Higher Education’s 

annual list of Top 100 Producers of Minority Graduate Students in STEM (2020).  
Funding 
In FY 2020, SMU received nearly $30 million in external funding for domestic and global research. Current funding agencies include 
the National Science Foundation, U.S. Department of Education, U.S. Department of Defense and Toyota USA Foundation. SMU’s 
private fundraising finished FY 2020 very strong with more than $121.5 million in gifts, making it a record year. We raised $48 million 
in current-use funds in FY 2020, surpassing the three-year goal of $150 million. 
Research and Graduate Education 
SMU continues moving toward its goal of becoming a tier-one research institution, which will elevate our national rankings and 
reputation. Leading our academic efforts is our new Provost and Vice President for Academic Affairs Elizabeth Loboa, whom we 
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selected after a nationwide search of top candidates. We also launched the Moody School of Graduate and Advanced Studies this fall, 
increasing our research and Ph.D. offerings. 
Perkins School of Theology continues to expand its partnership with Houston Methodist Hospital – site of the Perkins Houston-
Galveston Extension Program – in what is thought to be the only seminary located within a U.S. hospital. In spring 2021, a new 
concentration in health care chaplaincy for students pursuing the M.Div. degree was launched. And beginning June 2021, Perkins will 
add a Doctor of Ministry (D.Min.) degree program in Houston, in addition to the existing D.Min. program in Dallas. Since fall 2018, the 
Houston-Galveston Extension Program, first established in 1995, has been offered in a hybrid format for M.Div. and M.A.M. students, 
and the first M.Div. graduates will receive their degrees in May 2021. 
SMU is making an impact on the world around us. We are grateful for our ongoing work through the Perkins School of Theology in the 
education and training of all branches of the Wesleyan tradition. We request your continued prayers and support for our University 
and its mission.

SOUTHWESTERN UNIVERSITY

Despite the challenges posed by the pandemic, Southwestern University continues to provide our undergraduates with a distinctive 
residential educational experience. Thanks to meticulous planning and collaboration across campus departments and offices, the 
university successfully maintained a relatively low COVID-19 positivity rate in spring and fall 2020 while still engaging students in the 
rigorous inquiry-based courses and high-impact learning experiences that prepare our undergraduates for successful lives and careers 
beyond graduation. 
For the fourth year in a row, a record-breaking number of students applied for admission, and in August, we welcomed 361 first-year 
and 50 transfer students, bringing the total enrollment to 1,506. Approximately 63% of the new class was in the top 25% of their 
graduating class, and 27% were in the top 10%. Altogether, 21 states and four countries are represented in the class.  
Underrepresented students constitute 39% of the class, and 18% are first-generation students. Southwestern’s class of 2024 was also 
the most diverse in university history, with 25% of the incoming class identifying as Hispanic or Latinx. 
Our 2020 accolades include Washington Monthly ranking Southwestern the #1 Liberal Arts College in Texas. The university also tied 
for the #1 National Liberal Arts College in Texas according to the U.S. News and World Report. Our Center for Career & Professional 
Development ranks #3 in the nation and #1 in Texas, according to The Princeton Review, which also ranked Southwestern #2 in the 
nation and #1 in Texas among its Impact Schools.  
Among our award-winning scholar–teachers, eight were awarded Sam Taylor Fellowships from the United Methodist General Board 
of Higher Education and Ministry. In just 52 weeks, Michael Cooper (music) published 56 source-critical, world-premiere editions of 
compositions by Florence B. Price (1887–1953), the first African-American woman to have her music performed by a major U.S. 
orchestra. Therese Shelton (mathematics) serves as a coprincipal investigator on a grant awarded by the National Science Foundation 
titled “Building Community through Systemic Initiative for Modeling Investigations and Opportunities with Differential Equations 
(SIMIODE).” And three of our faculty members published scholarly books last year: Bob Bednar (communication studies) published 
Road Scars: Place, Automobility, and Road Trauma; Jessica Hower (history) published Tudor Empire: The Making of Britain and the 
British Atlantic World, 1485–1603; and Allison Miller (art history) published Kingly Splendor: Court Art and Materiality in Han China. 
Last academic year saw 31 students inducted into Southwestern’s chapter of Phi Beta Kappa. German and physics major Claire 
Harding ’20 was awarded a Fulbright Award to teach English in Germany and interned at the NASA Glenn Research Center with a 
program focusing on space communications and navigation. Art major and business minor Mattie Mint, class of 2022, interned with 
the Chicago Metropolitan Planning Council as a Kemper Scholar. Three psychology majors, three alumni, and Professor Fay Guarraci 
(psychology) published new research investigating the long-term effects of soy on rats’ reproductive physiology and behavior in the 
journal Behavioural Pharmacology. Kalliopi Caldwell and Shay Salunkhe, both class of 2022, earned prestigious Sumners Scholarships 
to engage in conferences and internship opportunities focusing on public policy and civic engagement. Two education majors and 
three recent alumni, along with Professor Michael Kamen (education), coauthored a chapter in the textbook Affective Movements, 
Methods, and Pedagogies dramatizing preservice teachers visiting innovative schools. 
In high-impact learning experiences, for the 20th consecutive year, the King Creativity Fund supported significant, innovative, and 
visionary student projects across the disciplines. Twenty-five students participated in 11 different Summer Collaborative Opportunities 
and Experiences 
(SCOPE) as part of a student–faculty collaborative research program. Although SCOPE 2020 transitioned to a remote format and faculty 
found new ways to mentor their student researchers, the mission of SCOPE remained the same: to foster a culture of research at 
Southwestern; to promote student investigative learning, persistence, self-efficacy, and success; and to create an inclusive and diverse 
research community. 
In a pandemic-shortened school year, Southwestern finished third for the SCAC President’s Trophy. The Pirates garnered 60 all-
conference selections, including 16 First Team selections, 21 Second Team selections, nine Third Team selections, and 14 Honorable 
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Mention selections. The Pirates also claimed six SCAC Elite 19 awards. Southwestern finished the year with three All-Americans and 
five All-Region selections. Women’s soccer won its first SCAC Championship in program history, earning its first NCAA Tournament 
berth. Three programs finished the season nationally ranked, with the men’s and women’s tennis programs earning the highest 
national rankings in program history. Five student–athletes finished the season in their sport’s individual national rankings. Before 
their seasons were cut short, men’s lacrosse opened the season with the best start in program history at 4–0, women’s lacrosse had 
individual leaders at the top of every major SCAC offensive statistical category, softball was 14–5, baseball’s and softball’s top pitchers 
each threw no-hitters, and women’s tennis was the highest-ranked team in the SCAC for the first time in school history.  
In 2020, Southwestern welcomed David Pilgrim, human-rights activist and founder of the Jim Crow Museum of Racist Memorabilia, as 
guest speaker during the university’s Martin Luther King, Jr., Dream Week celebration. The Center for Career & Professional 
Development hosted its first annual Skills, Opportunities, Action, and Results (SOAR) summit, with keynotes delivered by industry 
leaders Chad Littlefield, cofounder of We and Me, Inc.; Diane Gottman, nationally recognized etiquette coach; John Grimshaw, digital 
marketing expert; and Daron K. Roberts, former NFL coach. The 20th annual Research and Creative Works Symposium took place 
online April 20–24, 2020, and featured more than 80 projects by 128 student presenters mentored by faculty and staff from across 
the university.

Saint Paul School of Theology, a seminary of the United Methodist Church, is committed to the formation of people for innovative, 
creative ministry. We are one institution, online and on-campus, in Kansas and Oklahoma.  
This past year, we have all faced new challenges amid these unsettled times. Saint Paul School of Theology began the 2020-2021 
academic year offering students an online option for all courses. With many students choosing to attend class solely online, our 
Student Council created a monthly “Chat & Chew” where students, faculty, and staff come together to eat lunch and talk about life, 
seminary, and ministry. In addition, Rev. Rod Newman, our Oklahoma Campus Chapel Coordinator, crafts a weekly Community Prayer 
to provide encouragement and faithfulness as the school seeks to provide spiritual formation in new ways. 
Kansas Campus Chapel Coordinator Dr. Casey Sigmon took worship to new technological levels by introducing our weekly online 
worship service via Zoom, bringing our separate campus chapel services together for one service where all are invited to create a 
sacred atmosphere from wherever they are.  Along with our featured alumni worship preachers, the community was blessed this fall 
by the presence of Musician in Residence Hannah Rand, from The Many, who led the music each week for worship.  In Spring 2020, 
Odell Talley, Director of Music for Swope Parkway United and organist for Zion Travelers Missionary Baptist, served as Musician in 
Residence.  For those who cannot join us live, chapel recordings are available on the Saint Paul YouTube channel. 
Saint Paul staff and faculty continue to contribute to the academy, church, and society. This year, we have added new adjunct 
professors, including Rev. Dr. Carol Cook-Moore and Rev. Dr. Tiffany Nagel Monroe both of the OKUMC, Rev. Dr. Robert Turner of 
Vernon Chapel AME, UMC Deaconess Cindy Johnson of Rio Grande Conference, Rev. Adam Hamilton and Debi Nixon both of Church 
of the Resurrection, Rev. Chebon Kernell of the UMC Native American Comprehensive Plan, and Rev. Dr. Shannon Fleck of the 
Oklahoma Conference of Churches.  
The faculty of Saint Paul School of Theology continue to maintain high standards of scholarship, research, publication, and 
engagement.  Their many activities and publications over the past year are so numerous that space permits only the sharing of selected 
highlights. 

1. Dr. Jim Brandt, Professor of Historical Theology, will publish “Schleiermacher’s Christian Ethics” in the forthcoming Oxford 
Handbook of Schleiermacher, which will appear in 2022 from the Oxford University Press. 
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2. Dr. Nancy Howell, Professor of Theology and Philosophy of Religion and Oubri A. Poppele Professor of Health and Welfare 
Ministries, continues her service on the Executive Committee of the International Society for Science and Religion, working 
on several committees advancing the aims of the Society. 

3. Rev. Dr. Israel Kamudzandu, Associate Professor of New Testament Studies, will see the publication of his book, Reading and 
Interpreting the Bible with Global South Christians: A 21st Century Model for Europe and North America Christendom, by 
Wipf and Stock Publishers this summer.  He has also written four Commentaries on 2 Corinthians and Ephesians which 
appeared on WorkingPreacher.org in April. 

4. Dr. Hal Knight, Donald and Pearl Wright Professor of Wesleyan Studies, continues his work as a contributing writer in The 
Missouri Methodist magazine. 

5. Dr. Kristen E. Kvam, Professor of Theology, serves as co-chair for the American Academy of Religion’s Program Unit “Martin 
Luther and Global Lutheran Traditions.”  Over the last several months, she has conducted invited presentations to the Great 
Plains UMC Clergy and its Clergy Excellence in Liminal Time Conversations and the Fall Theological Conference of Central 
States Synod (ELCA) on October 14, 2020. 

6. Dr. Casey Sigmon, Assistant Professor of Preaching and Worship and Director of Contextual Education, continues to contribute 
regularly to WorkingPreacher.org and served as the keynote speaker at the Wesleyan Liturgical Society in Kansas City in March 
2020.  Her scholarly writing will appear in the Preaching the Manifold Grace, Vol. 2, edited by Ronald J. Allen and published 
by Wipf and Stock. 

This year, we have faced several challenges that turned into opportunities for new recruiting spaces and partnerships to enhance 
students’ seminary experience. With the change from in-person to virtual events, Rev. Shannon Hancock, Director of Admissions and 
Communications, has expanded her reach to prospective students by participating as a virtual exhibitor at online conferences. Rev. 
Hancock engages with prospective students via apps such as Whova and HopIn to highlight Saint Paul’s unique course delivery system 
and formative community.  
In February, Saint Paul held the 2021 Slater-Willson Lecture online featuring Rev. Dr. Miguel A. De La Torre. His lecture, “Why Do They 
Come?” explored the political, economic, and social causes of our current immigration crisis.  Before the lecture, Rev. Dr. De La Torre 
participated in a student-led forum, entering a conversation centering around the practical aspects of ministry and immigration.  Later 
in April, Saint Paul Evangelical Society, led by Dr. Hal Knight, hosted a lecture given by Dr. Sammy G. Alfaro, Associate Professor of 
Theology at Grand Canyon University and Pastor of Iglesia Nuevo Dia (New Day Church), on the “Pastoral Strategies for Ministering 
Among Latinx Immigrant Communities.” And for the first time, on May 22, Saint Paul held a virtual commencement celebration with 
videos, cap and gown photos, online congratulatory messages from friends and family, and a commencement address by Rev. Chebon 
Kernell.  The class of 2021 had 22 graduates, including 16 Master of Divinity and 1 Doctor of Ministry graduates.    Due to the pandemic, 
for safety concerns, Saint Paul has postponed our 60th Anniversary Celebration. However, we have rescheduled the event for Friday, 
October 22 and look forward to coming together as a community for a safe, in-person gathering.   
For the 2020-2021 fiscal year, Saint Paul Course of Study (COS) School educated 255 individual students, 40 of which were new 
students, with a total registration of 520 classes and offering a total of 51 courses.  Due to Covid-19, the school quickly pivoted its 
course offerings and delivered lessons in both asynchronous and synchronous online formats.  In Winter 2019, Saint Paul began a 
hybrid (online and on-campus) schedule for six courses. Although for 2021, this went fully online, plans to increase the number of 
hybrid course offerings are in development.   
Saint Paul Board of Trustees added three new members to their ranks: Bishop James D. Tindall, Sr., Pastor Emeritus at Metropolitan 
Spiritual Church of Christ Kansas City; Ms. Sharon Cleaver, Senior Director of Marketing, Communications, and PR for the Boys & Girls 
Clubs of Greater Kansas City; and Mr. Rogers Strickland, Founder/CEO of Strickland Construction.   
Through a Board initiative related to diversity and inclusion, Saint Paul created a working group on Native American theology and 
ministries comprised of Native theologians and church leaders.  Their efforts are focused on how the church and academy can work 
together toward healing generational trauma related to the spread of Christianity and the genocide of Indigenous North Americans.   
As we have happily reported in past years, Saint Paul is financially sound and operates with a balanced budget. The changes made 
these last years have established a solid financial foundation for years of sustainability. We continue to be grateful for donations from 
the community that provide technology, scholarships, and emergency assistance to students.  Our significant investments in 
technology have recently allowed our staff, faculty, and students to transition to a fully hybrid educational delivery model providing a 
safe learning environment during the pandemic. Our faculty was uniquely adept at managing technology in the classroom before the 
pandemic, making the transition to all online courses a smooth process.  
With the Board’s assistance, led by Board Chair Rev. Dr. Tex Sample, the seminary focuses on its mission. Our trustees work to 
continuously enhance and evaluate the strategic plans in place to guide us into the future.  Perhaps most importantly, we have learned 
much and grown closer as a community due to the pandemic.   
Saint Paul School of Theology is blessed to be your partner in ministry and help those seeking more to answer the call. We are a 
seminary that offers online and on-campus classes with a flexible schedule to help our students manage pastoral leadership 
demands in the 21st century. We are grateful for your support of our students and our seminary.  May we continue to live into the 
call of Jesus Christ to be faithful witnesses for healing in these unsettled times and for generations to come.

As always, no funds are used for 
brick and mortar. Many of our students continue to be first-generation college students.

TUMCA scholars continue to receive hope, affirmation, encouragement, and the development of 
servant-leadership skills that will serve well the church-at-large while individual churches chart new ways to close the theological, 
social, and medical distances that challenge us today. 
TUMCA continues to be an extension of our United Methodist congregations’ mission, and we are grateful for their support. We are 
continually blessed to work with our scholars and the supporting congregations in the transformation of the world.

It appears God is doing some new things at United Theological Seminary, even in the midst of health, racial, and political crises. 
God is doing a new thing at United financially. United continues to make progress toward its goal of becoming debt-free by the 
Seminary’s 150th anniversary on October 11, 2021. Thanks to the faithfulness and generosity of alumni/ae and donors, less than $1 
million remains of the original $4 million mortgage debt. After the mortgage is paid in full, the Seminary plans to convert those 
mortgage payments into money for student scholarships.  
God is doing a new thing in enrollment. Over the last five years, United’s Doctor of Ministry program has grown by 48%, from 170 
students in the 2016-17 academic year to 251 in 2020-21. In Fall 2021, Dr. Elvin Sadler, General Secretary of the African Methodist 
Episcopal Zion Church, will become the Associate Dean for Doctoral Studies, upon the retirement of Dr. Harold Hudson who has been 
a vital leader at the Seminary for 17 years. 
God is doing a new thing with partners in church renewal. In the 2020-21 academic year, United has partnered with Fresh Expressions 
US and the Mosaix Global Network to introduce two new Houses of Study. These houses oversee specialized tracks in the Doctor of 
Ministry and Master of Divinity programs. Rev. Dr. Michael Beck is director of the Fresh Expressions House of Studies, and Dr. Harry Li 
is director of the Mosaix House of Studies.  
In collaboration with the Northwest Texas Conference of The United Methodist Church, United also introduced Rooted/Enraizados, a 
certificate program for coaches and mentors of Hispanic/Latino church planters. In 2020-21, the program served students from more 
than five annual conferences. 
God is doing a new thing with the establishment of The Bishop Bruce Ough Innovation Center. Beginning in 2021, the Innovation 
Center honors the ministry of Bishop Bruce Ough by providing a hub of learning for church leaders seeking the framework, support, 
and courage to introduce the Gospel of Jesus Christ in new and creative ways.   
Rev. Sue Nilson Kibbey joins United as the inaugural director of the Innovation Center. 
United’s prayer is that United Methodists will perceive the new things that God is doing in our communities, congregations, and 
ministries as we strive to make disciples of Jesus Christ for the transformation of the world.

For the world, 2020 was a year like no other. In the midst of a global pandemic, plus resurgent racism, mass unemployment, and 
politically challenging times in the US,  Wesley remained committed to fostering wisdom and courage, preparing graduates to lead 
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innovative ministries while remaining grounded in our biblical and theological traditions for the sake of God’s inbreaking kingdom. The 
mode of educational delivery changed overnight, as we became an all-online seminary on March 15, 2020 and have remained so to 
keep students, faculty, staff and all members of the Wesley community safe from COVID-19 exposure on campus.  This is simply Wesley 
modelling what we teach our students: to be committed to our God-given mission while being innovative and responsive in the delivery 
of ministry. Here are some of the ways we are accomplishing that with our many partners in this mission, as we seek to faithfully 
minister to the world in the future. 
Research projects support congregational community engagement and envision future ministry 
Wesley is pleased to announce new opportunities for UMC congregations to explore, clarify, and pursue thriving in their communities.  
Through The Source Collaborative, Wesley will work with three cohorts of regional congregations in a two-year process of prayer, 
community engagement, congregational visioning, and coaching, with the goal of following Jesus in mission and ministry. Interested 
congregations can contact innovation@wesleyseminary.edu for more information. This work, funded by a $1 million Lilly Endowment, 
Inc, grant, raises Wesley’s role as a leading research and development seminary for the whole church and complements Wesley’s 
other Lilly Endowment-funded projects focused on congregational vitality.  
The Religious Workforce Project is an expansive study of the current and future nature of religious work, particularly in local 
congregations, so as to understand what opportunities and constraints may exist in the future and to adapt resources and training 
accordingly. Through the Wesley Innovation Hub, the seminary has worked with 18 congregations in the greater Washington area 
to experiment with ministries with young adults outside the church. Together, these projects forge insight into future ministry and 
local church development, influencing the way students are trained in master’s, doctoral, and course of study education, but also 
informing workshops, podcasts, articles, and training for church leaders working in their communities across the country.

Whether you feel called or you know someone who does, Wesley is ready to work with you as we make theological education more 
accessible and relevant to the realities of ministry today—for laity and clergy, for those seeking a degree or certification or continuing 
education, and for ministry from within or beyond the church. 
Wesley offers an 81-hour Master of Divinity, a 36-hour Master of Arts, and a 60-hour Master of Theological Studies, any of which can 
be focused around specializations in public theology, urban ministry, arts and theology, missional church, children and youth ministry 
and advocacy, or African American church leadership.  
For full-time students, we offer a modern and affordable residential community in the nation’s capital.  Our Community Engagement 
Fellows program prepares students to engage in entrepreneurial, community-based ministry. Generous stipends are available for each 
Fellow while they complete their MDiv degree. Our 3+3 Fast Track BA/MDiv program with Shenandoah University allows students to 
complete both degrees in six years, entering ministry more quickly and with less debt.  
For people with work, ministry, and family commitments, Wesley’s Master of Divinity degree can now be completed via online, 
weekend, short-term intensive, and weeknight courses in 5 years. Check out upcoming flexible course offerings for Summer and Fall

Wesley works with each student to make seminary affordable. Thanks to the consistent support of graduates, congregations, and 
friends, Wesley provides more than $2 million annually in scholarships. In addition to our regular merit awards, ranging from 25% to 
100% tuition with stipends, Wesley has released special additional scholarships: full-tuition scholarships for people recommended by 
Wesley alumni, campus ministers, or Christian camping or service ministries who feel called to leadership in the church as it is 
becoming; Next Call in Ministry scholarships for students who have worked in a non-ministry setting for at least 10 years; and 
Generación Latinx Scholarships for emerging Latinx/Hispanic leaders for ministries both within and beyond the church.

The pandemic brought great hardships to United Methodists in Texas and New Mexico in 2020, but it also provided great opportunities 
to be in mission with the most vulnerable among us. Since relationships have always been at the center of TMF’s ministry, we were 
encouraged by all the ways churches and nonprofits creatively maintained, developed, and strengthened their relationships with their 
communities in spite of unprecedented and prolonged challenges. To support their work,  TMF created a Microloan Program, offered 
special grants through the COVID-19 Response and Recovery Fund, moved Leadership Ministry opportunities online, and made a Loan 
Assistance Program available to loan clients. We were grateful to extend these resources and walk alongside so many agents of change 
in an unpredictable year.   
Tom Stanton, TMF Senior Area Representative for the Rio Texas Conference, is the primary contact and bridge between congregations 
(clergy and laity) and TMF. As a partner in ministry, he connects members of the Rio Texas Conference to relevant resources unique 
to their goals for missional growth within congregations and communities. 
TMF, headquartered in Austin, serves United Methodist individuals, churches and agencies within the six annual conferences in Texas 
and New Mexico. We appreciate the opportunity to report some of the ways we served United Methodists last year. 
Within the Rio Texas Conference: 
 Loans to churches in the Rio Texas Conference totaled $53.7 million at the end of 2020. 
 Three churches in the Rio Texas Conference participated in the TMF Microloan Program, seeking $30,000 in microloans. 
 Churches and agencies, not including individuals, within the Rio Texas Conference had $48.6 million invested in the Methodist 

Loan Fund. 
Throughout Texas and New Mexico: 
 As of December 31, 2020, total assets under management by TMF were $709.7 million. 
 Methodist Loan Fund investments ended the year at $334.9 million, and our loan portfolio at $305 million. 
 TMF’s Undesignated Endowment ended the year at $68 million. 
 Highlighting a significant year of financial support for TMF was a grant of $1 million from Lilly Endowment, Inc. The Lilly grant 

to TMF’s Leadership Ministry will launch the Courageous Congregations Collaborative (C3). 
 In response to the global pandemic, TMF established the COVID-19 Response & Recovery Fund. The COVID Fund received 

$492K in donor support highlighted by two separate challenge grants of $100K and $125K. 
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 Gifts to TMF, including our Leadership and Grants Ministries and the undesignated endowment, totaled $2.15M.  
 TMF continued its planned giving work with individuals and families to support their family philanthropy. In 2020, donors 

directed $1.445M in gifts (endowments, donor-advised funds, charitable gift annuities, and trusts) to support their most 
cherished churches and nonprofits. 

 TMF distributed, or had available for distribution, approximately $3,165,000 from 470 permanent endowments to named 
endowment beneficiaries. There was approximately $1,363,000 available for grants from 93 endowments.  

 During 2020, the TMF Grants Ministry funded approximately $2.1 million in support of 124 grant awards to churches and 
nonprofits. Of that total, $1.2 million came from restricted endowments and the remainder from TMF Operations, and funds 
raised for the newly established COVID-19 Fund.  A new COVID-19 Committee was formed to determine grant awards related to 
the pandemic. Unlike any other year, all funds that could be awarded toward COVID-19 efforts were released without 
restrictions.  This amount was estimated at $825,000. The Grants Committee of the TMF Board of Directors determines 
distribution decisions for the discretionary funds. 

 TMF’s Leadership Ministry works to equip leaders for deep change through facilitating conversations of courage, learning, and 
innovation. Some of these conversations take the form of on-going peer groups and others as stand-alone conversations around 
an adaptive issue. These peer relationships offer fresh perspectives, renew their sense of calling and embolden them for 
courageous leadership. During 2020, TMF’s Leadership Ministry joined the rest of the world in pivoting to online 
gatherings. Our cohorts have continued meeting in the digital space, staying connected to each other for support, learning 
and encouragement. Remarkably, we also launched two new cohorts through the Courageous Leadership Imperative (CLI). As a 
complement to our CLI initiative that works with leaders, TMF received a grant from the Lilly Endowment for their Thriving 
Congregations initiative. In this project, which we are calling the Courageous Congregations Collaborative or C3, we will gather 
teams to exercise and flex five adaptive muscles needed for this post-pandemic season. Additionally, in July of 2020, TMF 
welcomed the Rev. Dr. Blair Thompson-White as the Director of Leadership Ministry and the Rev. John Thornburg as the 
Director of Learning. 

 Though this year of COVID has brought substantial loss, it has also provided great opportunity for improvement and 
innovation. Fueled by the desire to encourage and support, the TMF team of Area Representatives has continued to 
remain steadfast and loyal to those they serve. As walk-beside partners in ministry, the team equips and empowers faith 
communities as they live into their God-appointed mission. Though grounded by the pandemic, the eight representatives,  
who normally travel Texas and New Mexico, making over 2500 visits, found a way to pivot. A pivot that led to the 
nurturing of deeper relationships and the provision of much needed services. All within the virtual space. By providing 
financial best practices, cultivating legacy generosity plans, and nurturing cultures of generosity the improvement work 
flourished. Churches who desired to nurture purpose and innovation leaned on the process of discernment guided by this 
question, “What difference is God calling us to make in this time and in this place?” Engaging both informal conversation 
and contracted services church leadership used Holy Conversations (4-6 months with a team of 7-9) and Holy Excavations 
(half-day workshop with 20-25 people).  The TMF Area Representatives remain excited by the mission, inspired by God’s 
call into the future and poised to walk the journey with you no matter where the path may lead.

Report on the Financial Statements 
 
We have audited the accompanying financial statements of the Rio Texas Conference United Methodist 
Church (the Conference), a non-profit organization, which comprise the statements of financial position 
as of December 31, 2020 and 2019, and the related statements of activities (with comparative totals for 
2019), functional expenses (with comparative totals for 2019), and cash flows for the years then ended, 
and the related notes to the financial statements.   
 
Management's Responsibility for the Financial Statements 
 
Management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of these financial statements in 
accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America; this includes 
the design, implementation, and maintenance of internal control relevant to the preparation and fair 
presentation of financial statements that are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or 
error. 
 
Auditor’s Responsibility 
 
Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit. We 
conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of 
America and the standards applicable to financial audits contained in Government Auditing Standards, 
issued by the Comptroller General of the United States. Those standards require that we plan and perform 
the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free from material 
misstatement. 
 
An audit involves performing procedures to obtain audit evidence about the amounts and disclosures in 
the financial statements.

Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Part 200, Uniform Administrative Requirements, Cost Principles, and 
Audit Requirements for Federal Awards, is presented for purposes of additional analysis and is not a 
required part of the financial statements. Such information is the responsibility of management and was 
derived from and relates directly to the underlying accounting and other records used to prepare the 
financial statements. The information has been subjected to the auditing procedures applied in the audit of 
the financial statements and certain additional procedures, including comparing and reconciling such 
information directly to the underlying accounting and other records used to prepare the financial 
statements or to the financial statements themselves, and other additional procedures in accordance with 
auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America. In our opinion, the information is 
fairly stated, in all material respects, in relation to the financial statements as a whole.

Other Reporting Required by Government Auditing Standards

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NOTES TO FINANCIAL STATEMENTS 
December 31, 2020 and 2019 

 
NOTE 1 - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES 
 

NATURE OF ORGANIZATION 

The Rio Texas Conference United Methodist Church (the Conference) is a 501(c)(3) nonprofit organization 
associated with the General Council on Finance and Administration of the United Methodist Church.  The 
mission of the Conference is to make disciples of Jesus Christ for the transformation of the world.  The 
Conference is empowered by the Holy Spirit to reach out, in the name of God, to the people of South Texas 
in the name of Jesus Christ.  The Conference is committed to providing vital missions, vital congregations, 
and strong leaders to connect their churches to the people within their area.  The Conference’s mission field 
spans South Texas, with churches in large cities and small towns from Austin to McAllen, from San Angelo 
to Victoria, in vibrant cities, historic small towns and struggling communities. 
 
All assets of the Conference reported in the accompanying financial statements are held in trust by the United 
Methodist Rio Texas Conference Board of Trustees (the Board) incorporated under the laws of the State of 
Texas effective January 1, 2015. 
 
The Conference is affiliated with The United Methodist Rio Texas Conference Board of Pensions, The 
United Methodist Church Rio Texas Conference Las Misiones District, and United Methodist Mission Board 
of Metropolitan San Antonio.  Each of these organizations is separately incorporated with it’s own governing 
board but share office space, office-related expenses, and accounting functions.   
 
BASIS OF ACCOUNTING 
 
The accompanying financial statements have been prepared on the accrual basis.  The significant accounting 
policies followed are described below to enhance the usefulness of the financial statements to the reader.  To 
ensure observance of limitations and restrictions placed on the use of resources available to the Conference, 
the accounts of the Conference are maintained in accordance with the principles of fund accounting.  This is 
a procedure by which resources for various purposes are classified into each fund.  Each fund is established 
by a separate trust as designated by the donors. 
 
BASIS OF PRESENTATION 
 
The Conference is required to report information regarding its financial position and activities according to 
two classes of net assets:    
  

 Net Assets Without Donor Restrictions – Net assets available for use in the general operations 
and not subject to donor restrictions.   Grants and contributions gifted for recurring programs of 
the Conference generally are not considered “restricted” under GAAP, though for internal 
reporting the Conference tracks grants and contributions to verify the disbursements match the 
intent.  Assets restricted solely through the actions of the Board are reported as net assets without 
donor restrictions, board-designated. 
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NOTE 1 - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES (continued) 
 
BASIS OF PRESENTATION (continued) 
 

 Net Assets With Donor Restrictions – Net assets subject to donor-imposed restrictions that are 
more restrictive than the Conference’s mission and purpose.  Some donor-imposed restrictions 
are temporary in nature, such as those that will be met by the passage of time or other events 
specified by the donor.  Donor-imposed restrictions are released when a restriction expires, that 
is, when the stipulated time has elapsed, when the stipulated purpose for which the resource was 
restricted has been fulfilled, or both.  Other donor-imposed restrictions are perpetual in nature, 
where the donor stipulates that resources be maintained in perpetuity.  

 
CASH EQUIVALENTS 
 
For purposes of the statements of cash flows and the statements of financial position, the Conference 
considers all investments purchased with a maturity of three months or less to be cash equivalents. 
 
PROPERTY AND EQUIPMENT 
 
Property and equipment are recorded at cost when acquired by purchase and at fair market value when 
acquired by gifts.  The Conference capitalizes property and equipment with a cost or fair market value over 
$2,500.  Cost and associated reserve are written off when the asset is fully depreciated.   
 
Automobiles - recorded at cost less accumulated depreciation computed on a straight-line basis over 3 to 5 
years. 
 
Furnishings and Equipment - recorded at cost less accumulated depreciation computed on a straight-line 
basis over 3 to 5 years. 
 
Mt. Wesley Buildings - where historical cost or fair market value at the date of the gift was not available, the 
assets were recorded at 50% of their insured value as of December 31, 1985. These assets are being 
depreciated on a straight-line basis over 40 years. 
 
Mt. Wesley land is recorded at the appraised value based on a 1985 appraisal by a firm of real estate 
appraisers. 
 
CONTRIBUTIONS 
 
Contributions and other support that are restricted by the donor are recorded as an increase in net assets with 
donor restrictions until the restriction expires or the Conference disburses the funds in accordance with the 
restriction.  Designated funds are internally restricted by the Conference and have no external legal 
restrictions. 
 
ESTIMATES 
 
Management uses estimates and assumptions in preparing financial statements.  Those estimates and 
assumptions affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities, the disclosure of contingent assets and 
liabilities, and the reported revenues and expenses. 
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NOTE 1 - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES (continued) 

GRANTS AND CONTRACTS 

The Conference considers all grants and contracts as contributions based upon the terms of the grant. The 
Conference recognizes revenue and related receivables from reimbursement grants as services are rendered 
and eligible expenditures are incurred.  The Conference recognizes revenue and related receivables from 
non-reimbursement grants upon execution of the grant.  The Conference considers all grant receivables to be 
fully collectible; therefore, no allowance is considered necessary. 

FUNCTIONAL EXPENSE ALLOCATION 

The costs of providing the services and other activities of the Conference have been summarized on a 
functional basis in the statement of activities.  Accordingly, certain costs have been allocated among the 
programs and supporting services benefited.  These expenses require allocation on a reasonable basis that is 
consistently applied.  The expenses that are allocated include payroll expenses which are allocated on the 
basis of estimates of time and effort, as well as utilities, rent, and repairs and maintenance which are 
allocated on the basis of square footage or some other reasonable basis. 

NEW ACCOUNTING PRONOUNCEMENTS 

In February 2016, the Financial Accounting Standards Board (FASB) issued a new accounting 
pronouncement regarding lease accounting for reporting periods beginning after December 15, 2021.  A 
lessee will be required to recognize on the statement of financial position the assets and liabilities for leases 
with terms of more than twelve months.  Management is currently evaluating the effect this pronouncement 
will have on the financial statements and related disclosures. 

RECENTLY ADOPTED ACCOUNTING PRONOUNCEMENTS 

In 2016, the FASB issued Accounting Standards Update (ASU) 2016-01, Financial Instruments—Overall 
(Subtopic 825-10): Recognition and Measurement of Financial Assets and Financial Liabilities. This update 
was followed up in 2018 by ASU 2018-03, Technical Corrections and Improvements to Financial 
Instruments—Overall (Subtopic 825-10): Recognition and Measurement of Financial Assets and Financial 
Liabilities and ASU 2018-09, Codification Improvements. These pronouncements provide guidance 
regarding the reporting and disclosure requirements of investments, effective for periods beginning after 
December 15, 2018. The Conference adopted these new pronouncements effective January 1, 2019.   

In 2018, the FASB issued ASU 2018-08, Not-for-Profit Entities (Topic 958): Clarifying the Scope and the 
Accounting Guidance for Contributions Received and Contributions Made, effective for periods beginning 
after December , 2018.  This pronouncement clarifies and improves the scope and the accounting 
guidance for contributions received and contributions made in order to assist entities in (1) 
evaluating whether transactions should be accounted for as contributions (nonreciprocal transactions) 
within the scope of Topic 958, Not-for-Profit Entities, or as exchange (reciprocal) transactions subject 
to other guidance and (2) determining whether a contribution is conditional.  The Conference 
adopted this new pronouncement effective January 1, 2019.   
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NOTE 1 - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES (continued) 
 
RECENTLY ADOPTED ACCOUNTING PRONOUNCEMENTS (continued) 
 
In 2018, the FASB issued ASU 2018-13, Changes to the Disclosure Requirements for Fair Value 
Measurement, effective for periods beginning after December 15, 2019.    This pronouncement improves the 
effectiveness of fair value measurement disclosures in the notes to the financial statements.  The Conference 
adopted this pronouncement effective January 1, 2020.  The change was applied retrospectively, but there 
was no cumulative effect on beginning net assets as of this date. 
 
In May 2014, the FASB issued ASU 2014-09, Revenue from Contracts with Customers (Topic 606). This 
pronouncement provides guidance regarding revenue recognition effective for reporting periods beginning 
after December 15, 2019. The pronouncement affects contracts with customers to transfer goods or services 
and contracts for the transfer of non-financial assets. The core principle of this update is that an entity should 
recognize revenue to depict the transfer of promised goods or services to customers in an amount that reflects 
the consideration to which the entity expects to be entitled in exchange for the goods or services. The 
Conference early adopted this new pronouncement effective January 1, 2019.   
 
EXCHANGE TRANSACTIONS 

 
The Conference records revenues from exchange transactions as increases in net assets without donor 
restrictions to the extent that the earnings process is complete. These transactions primarily include property 
sales and participation fees for programs and events, and are classified as other special causes support and 
service fee income in the statement of activities.  These types of revenues are reported on an accrual basis in 
the period in which the sale occurs and fees are earned.  Property sales amounts are variable depending on 
the value of the property.  Participant fees are variable depending on the event.  Performance obligations are 
satisfied when the sale, event, or program occurs, at which time the revenue is recognized.  There are no 
amounts in excess of the benefit provided.  Additionally, there were no receivables, contract assets, or 
contract liabilities related to these exchange transactions at December 31, 2020 and 2019. 
 
INCOME TAX STATUS 
 
The Conference qualifies as a tax-exempt organization under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code 
and, therefore, has no provision for federal income taxes. 

 
 

NOTE 2 - ACCOUNTS RECEIVABLE - APPORTIONMENTS AND OTHER GIVING 
 
The accounts receivable for apportionments and other giving are adjusted to reflect the amounts actually 
received by the second week of January of the following year; therefore, an allowance for doubtful accounts 
is not required.  The accounts receivable - apportionments and other giving balance was $734,679 and 
$739,937 at December 31, 2020 and 2019, respectively. 
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NOTE 3 - GRANTS RECEIVABLE 
 
The Conference has several program-related and disaster recovery grants receivable at December 31, 2020 
and 2019.  These grants receivable are due from various organizations and will be distributed in the coming 
year.  The Conference considers these receivables to be fully collectible.  Therefore, no allowance for 
doubtful accounts is deemed necessary by management. The grants receivable balance was $291,636 and 
$1,185,848 at December 31, 2020 and 2019, respectively. 
 
 
NOTE 4 - ACCOUNTS RECEIVABLE - OTHER, NET 
 
Accounts receivable - other, net consist of amounts due to the Conference from churches and other entities 
related to insurance billings and other miscellaneous items.  An allowance for doubtful accounts has been 
determined based upon a review of outstanding insurance billings and totaled $201,286 and $118,000 at 
December 31, 2020 and 2019, respectively  The accounts receivable - other, net balance was $214,574 and 
$50,876 at December 31, 2020 and 2019, respectively. 
 
 
NOTE 5 - INVESTMENTS 
 
The Conference holds investments with the Texas Methodist Foundation (the TMF).  These investments are 
measured at net asset value.  There were no investment fees for the years ended December 31, 2020 and 
2019.  All dividends, interest, realized and unrealized gains and losses, and other investment income are 
reported in the statement of activities as increases or decreases in net assets without donor restrictions, unless 
their use is restricted by explicit donor stipulations.  Investments totaled $361,441 and $304,250 at 
December 31, 2020 and 2019, respectively.  Investment income was $57,191 and $52,160 for the years 
ended December 31, 2020 and 2019, respectively. 
 
 
NOTE 6 - OTHER ASSETS 
 
The Conference has had numerous churches close or combine with other congregations in the last few years.  
The Conference has assumed responsibility for the churches’ properties pending their sale.  These churches 
were recorded at estimated fair market value on the date of receipt.  At December 31, 2020 and 2019, the 
remaining churches assumed by the Conference totaled $9,930,633 and $10,390,161, respectively, and are 
included in other assets in the statements of financial position. 
 

 
NOTE 7 - NOTE RECEIVABLE 
 
The Conference has a note receivable related to the sale of the San Antonio, TX property. The seller-financed 
agreement is an installment note bearing an annual interest rate of 3.5% with monthly interest and principal 
payments.  The note receivable had a balance of $32,254 and $34,883 at December 31, 2020 and 2019, 
respectively.  Interest earned on this note receivable was $1,174 and $1,252 for the years ended December 
31, 2020 and 2019, respectively. 
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NOTE 8 - NOTE PAYABLE 
 
In October 2016, the Conference entered into a note agreement with the TMF for the purchase of a 
caretaker’s house for the Mt. Wesley Retreat Center.  Under the loan agreement, monthly payments of $815, 
including accrued interest at prime plus .25%, were due and payable commencing December 7, 2016 through 
November 7, 2021, with the remaining principal and unpaid interest due at that time.  In September 2019, the 
Conference sold the caretaker’s house and paid off the note.  There was no outstanding note payable balance 
as of December 31, 2020 and 2019. 
 
Interest expense was $-0- and $3,113 for the years ended December 31, 2020 and 2019, respectively.

NOTE 10 - ACCOUNTS PAYABLE - APPORTIONMENTS AND OTHER GIVING 
 
The accounts payable for apportionments and other giving are amounts due to various agencies for the 
amounts received from the churches for apportionments and other giving.  The Conference acts as a pass 
through for these items.  The accounts payable - apportionments and other giving balance was $820,545 and 
$912,797 at December 31, 2020 and 2019, respectively. 
 
 
NOTE 11 - ACCRUED BENEFITS 
 
The Conference entered into a settlement agreement in 2018 and made the third of three $250,000 payments 
as of December 31, 2020.  Additionally, the Conference received grants of $-0- and $90,000 for the years 
ended December 31, 2020 and 2019, respectively, to assist in the payment of this settlement.   
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NOTE 12 - PENSION PLAN 
 
The Conference is responsible for pensions for two classes of persons - clergy appointed to the Conference 
and lay employees. 
 
The Pension Plan for clergy appointed to the Conference is administered by the United Methodist Rio Texas 
Conference Board of Pensions (the Board of Pensions).  The Conference’s contribution to the cost of that 
plan for the years ended December 31, 2020 and 2019 was $122,922 and $137,508, respectively.  
 
The Pension Plan for lay employees is funded through the purchase of annuity contracts.  Employee 
contributions are voluntary and are made on a pre-tax basis.  Employer contributions are a percentage of 
wages and are defined in the Master Agreement between the Conference and the Board of Pensions.  The 
contribution for the years ended December 31, 2020 and 2019 was $105,323 and $126,326, respectively. 
 
The above plans are both “church plans” as that term is defined in section 414(e) of the Internal Revenue 
Code and are administered pursuant to the retirement income account provisions of section 403(b)(9) of the 
Internal Revenue Code. 
 
 
NOTE 13 - FAIR VALUE OF FINANCIAL INSTRUMENTS 
 
The requirements of Fair Value Measurements and Disclosures of the FASB Accounting Standards 
Codification apply to all financial instruments and all nonfinancial assets and nonfinancial liabilities that are 
being measured and reported on a fair value basis. Fair value is defined as the price that would be received to 
sell an asset or paid to transfer a liability in the principal or most advantageous market of the investment at 
the measurement date. The Conference has elected to report the fair value of certain net asset value (NAV) 
instruments, those included in investments, using the practical expedient.  The practical expedient allows for 
the use of NAV, either as reported by the investee fund based upon various factors, to be used to determine 
fair value, under certain conditions.  The fair value of the investment is based on a combination of audited 
financial statements of the investees and monthly or quarterly statements received by the investee.  In 
accordance with the guidance, the Conference has categorized its assets, based on the priority of inputs to the 
valuation technique, which give the highest priority to quoted prices in active markets and the lowest priority 
to unobservable inputs, into a three-level fair value hierarchy.  These levels are as follows:  
 

 Level 1 inputs consist of unadjusted quoted prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities 
and have the highest priority. 

 Level 2 valuations are based on quoted prices in markets that are not active. 
 Level 3 valuations are based on inputs that are unobservable and supported by little or no market 

activity.   
 

The Conference’s current assets and liabilities as presented in the statements of financial position are Level 
1. The Conference has no Level 2 or Level 3 assets or liabilities. The carrying amounts reported in the 
statements of financial position approximate fair values because of the short maturities of those instruments.  
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NOTE 14 - CONTINGENT LIABILITY FOR UNFUNDED POST-RETIREMENT BENEFITS 
 
Prior to 1982, the Southwest Texas Conference of the United Methodist Church and the Rio Grande 
Conference of the United Methodist Church (Conference’s predecessor organizations) participated in a 
defined benefit program for clergy appointed to the local churches of the Conference.  The financial liability 
for that service still exists for the Conference and will for several decades. In 2020 and 2019, the Board of 
Pensions had assets in excess of its liabilities, and, therefore, no unrecorded liability exists for those fiscal 
years.  The plan is fully funded according to the terms and conditions of the program, and the Board of 
Pensions has fully reserved an amount greater than the current actuarial obligation.   

 
 
NOTE 15 - LEASES 
 
The Conference leases copiers and other office equipment under various operating leases.  The leases vary in 
expiration dates from August 2020 to December 2025.  In addition, the Conference has a support agreement 
for IT services related to equipment and software.  Equipment lease expenses and IT service agreement 
expenses amounted to $148,428 and $136,017 for the years ended December 31, 2020 and 2019, 
respectively.

NOTE 16 - CONTINGENT LIABILITY ENERGY CONTRACT 
 
In May 2017, the Conference entered into a contract to purchase a set amount of electricity at a fixed rate 
price from an energy company for 48 months.  This contract was renewed in October 2020 to be effective as 
of May 1, 2021 for 60 months.  The Conference is contingently liable to purchase the full amount of 
electricity agreed to in the contract and is also contingently liable if one of the churches is unable to pay for 
the electricity used.  It is the opinion of management that all electricity will be fully utilized and the 
participating churches will be able to pay their bills; therefore, no amounts have been accrued for related to 
this contract.   
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NOTE 17 - ENDOWMENT 
 
The Conference’s endowment consists of an individual fund established by the former Rio Grande 
Conference.  The Endowment Fund (the Fund) was established to help meet the challenge to become self-
sufficient in ministerial support, program, and administration; focusing on the areas of evangelism, 
stewardship, and leadership development.  As required by GAAP, net assets associated with endowment 
funds, including funds designated by the Board to function as endowments, are classified and reported based 
on the existence or absence of donor-imposed restrictions. 
 
Interpretation of Relevant Law 
 
The Board of the Conference has interpreted the Uniform Prudent Management of Institutional Funds Act 
(UPMIFA) as requiring the preservation of the fair value of the original gift as of the gift date of the donor-
restricted endowment funds absent explicit donor stipulations to the contrary.  As a result of this 
interpretation, the Conference classifies as net assets with restrictions (a) the original value of gifts donated 
to the endowment, (b) the original value of subsequent gifts to the endowment, and (c) accumulations to the 
endowment made in accordance with the direction of the applicable donor gift instrument at the time the 
accumulation is added to the Fund.  The remaining portion of the donor-restricted endowment fund is 
released when the time restriction has expired or when those amounts are appropriated for expenditure by the 
Conference in a manner consistent with the standard of prudence prescribed by UPMIFA. 
 
In accordance with UPMIFA, the Conference considers the following factors in making a determination to 
appropriate or accumulate donor-restricted funds: 
 

1. The duration and preservation of the Fund; 
2. The purpose of the Conference and the donor-restricted endowment fund; 
3. General economic conditions; 
4. The possible effect of inflation and deflation; 
5. The expected total return from income and the appreciation of investments; 
6. Other resources of the Conference; and 
7. The investment policies of the Conference. 

 
All endowment net assets are comprised of donor funds without restrictions.  Total donor endowment funds 
without restrictions were $181,308 and $179,760 at December 31, 2020 and 2019, respectively.

NOTE 17 - ENDOWMENT (continued) 
 
Funds With Deficiencies 
 
The fair value of assets associated with individual donor-restricted endowment funds may fall below the 
level that the donor or UPMIFA requires the Conference to retain as a fund of perpetual duration.  In 
accordance with GAAP, deficiencies of this nature are reported in net assets without donor restrictions.  
There were no such deficiencies as of December 31, 2020 and 2019. 
 
Return Objectives and Risk Parameters 
 
The Board has adopted investment and spending policies for the Endowment Fund assets that attempt to 
fulfill the purpose of the Fund and also protect the principal of the Fund.  
 
The objectives of the Fund’s investment policy are: 
 

1. To conserve principal for the effective maintenance of purchasing power. 
2. To provide regular income at a reasonable rate. 
3. To expand income and principal over and above that necessary to offset rises in the cost of 

living. 
 
Strategies Employed for Achieving Objectives 
 
To satisfy its long-term rate-of-return objectives, the Conference relies on a total return strategy in which 
investment returns are achieved through current yield (interest and dividends).  The Fund is designed to offer 
a portfolio balanced through a diversified group of quality securities.   
 
 
NOTE 18 - CONCENTRATION OF CREDIT RISK 
 
The Conference maintains cash accounts at several financial institutions.  The Conference also maintains 
multiple cash accounts and an investment account with the TMF.  The Federal Deposit Insurance 
Corporation (the FDIC) insures the balances in the cash accounts up to $250,000.  The funds at the TMF are 
not insured by the FDIC or the Securities Investor Protection Corporation.   At December 2020 and 2019, the 
Conference had uninsured cash balances of $10,797,853 and $12,170,632, respectively, without 
consideration for reconciling items.  At December 31, 2020 and 2019, the Conference had uninsured 
investment balances of $361,441 and $304,250, respectively, without consideration for reconciling items. 
 
 
NOTE 19 - SUBSEQUENT EVENTS 
 
The Conference anticipates a continued decline in normal program activities during fiscal year 2021 as a 
result of the ongoing COVID-19 pandemic and social distancing policies of the State of Texas and local 
jurisdictions.  The Conference continues to evaluate current economic conditions, and any potential financial 
impact cannot be reasonably estimated at this time. 
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NOTE 19 - SUBSEQUENT EVENTS (continued) 

 
The Conference evaluates subsequent events in accordance with ASC Topic No. 855, “Subsequent Events” 
(formally SFAS No. 165).  The guidance requires an entity to disclose the date through which subsequent 
events have been evaluated, as well as whether that date is the date the financial statements were issued or 
the date the financial statements were available to be issued.  In preparing these financial statements, the 
Conference has evaluated events and transactions for potential recognition or disclosure through May 18, 
2021, the date the financial statements were available to be issued.   
 
 
NOTE 20 - LIQUIDITY AND AVAILABILITY OF FINANCIAL RESOURCES 
 
The following reflects the Conference’s financial assets as of the statement of financial position date, 
reduced by amounts not available for general use because of contractual or donor-imposed restrictions or 
internal designations that are amounts set aside for operating and other reserves that could be drawn upon if 
the Board approves that action.

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NOTES TO THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS 
December 31, 2020 and 2019 

 
NOTE 1 - ORGANIZATION AND PURPOSE 
 
The United Methodist Rio Texas Conference Board of Pensions (the Board) is a Texas 501(c)(3) non-profit 
corporation.  The Board began operations as the United Methodist Rio Texas Conference Board of Pensions 
on January 1, 2015, resulting from unification of the Board of Pensions of the Southwest Texas Annual 
Conference of the United Methodist Church and the Rio Grande Conference of the United Methodist Church. 
 
The Board’s purpose is to determine and report to the Annual Conference the names of retired ministers and 
the widows and children of the deceased ministers of the Rio Texas Conference of the United Methodist 
Church (the Conference) who are entitled to annuities, pensions, or special relief; to set, subject to the 
approval of the Annual Conference, the appropriation necessary to be made to meet such charges; and to 
perform such other acts and discharge such other duties as may be prescribed by the Discipline of the United 
Methodist Church. 
 
The Board is not involved in the actual administration of the pension program which is the responsibility of 
Wespath Benefits and Investments (Wespath).  The Board is responsible for collecting and remitting the 
pension funds to Wespath.  The Board also administers other funds that have been contributed to provide 
income that is to be used for funding pension and health insurance benefits.  The Board can direct Wespath 
as to which type of investment account it wants the funds invested in, but Wespath selects the individual 
investments to be made from each investment account.  The Board has the authority to select investments 
outside of Wespath.  As of December 31, 2020 and 2019, approximately 98% of all the Board’s investment 
assets were placed with Wespath.  Wespath maintains all members' accounts related to balances and vesting. 
 
NOTE 2 - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES 
 
BASIS OF ACCOUNTING 
 
The accompanying financial statements have been prepared on the accrual basis.  The significant accounting 
policies followed are described below to enhance the usefulness of the financial statements to the reader.  To 
ensure observance of limitations and restrictions placed on the use of resources available to the Board, the 
accounts of the Board are maintained in accordance with the principles of fund accounting.  This is the 
procedure by which resources for various purposes are classified for accounting and reporting purposes into 
each fund; each fund being established by separate trusts as designated by the donors.  
 
CASH EQUIVALENTS 
 
For purposes of the statements of cash flows and the statements of financial position, the Board considers all 
investments purchased with a maturity of three months or less to be cash equivalents. 
 
INVESTMENTS 
 
Investments are carried at market, and realized and unrealized gains and losses are reflected in the statement 
of activities.  Investments acquired by gift are valued at amounts representing estimated fair market value at 
the date of the gift.  No investment fees were incurred for the years ended December 31, 2020 and 2019. 
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NOTE 2 - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES (continued) 
 
PROPERTY AND EQUIPMENT 
 
Property and equipment are recorded at cost when acquired by purchase and at fair market value when 
acquired by gifts.  The Board capitalizes property and equipment with a cost or fair market value over 
$2,500.  Cost and associated reserve are written off when the asset is fully depreciated.   
 
Operating assets consist of furniture and equipment, stated at cost less allowances for depreciation.  
Provisions for depreciation of these fixed assets are computed on the straight-line method over five years. 
 
The retirees house was donated to the Board in 2015 and held by the Conference until its transfer to the 
Board in 2017.  The house is to be used by a retired minister per the donor’s stipulation.  Depreciation is 
computed on the straight-line method over fifteen years.   
 
CONTRIBUTIONS 
 
The Board reports gifts of cash and other assets as donor-restricted support if they are received with donor 
restrictions as to period of availability or use of the donated assets.  When a donor restriction expires, that is, 
when a stipulated time restriction ends or purpose restriction is fulfilled, donor-restricted net assets are 
reclassified to net assets without donor restrictions and reported in the statement of activities as net assets 
released from restriction. 
 
BASIS OF PRESENTATION 
 
The Board is required to report information regarding its financial position and activities according to two 
classes of net assets:    
 

 Net Assets Without Donor Restrictions – Net assets available for use in the general operations 
and not subject to donor restrictions.   Contributions gifted for recurring programs of the Board 
generally are not considered “restricted” under GAAP, though for internal reporting the Board 
tracks contributions to verify the disbursements match the intent.  Assets restricted solely 
through the actions of the Board are reported as net assets without donor restrictions, designated. 

 Net Assets With Donor Restrictions – Net assets subject to donor-imposed restrictions that are 
more restrictive than the Board’s mission and purpose.  Some donor-imposed restrictions are 
temporary in nature, such as those that will be met by the passage of time or other events 
specified by the donor.  Donor-imposed restrictions are released when a restriction expires, that 
is, when the stipulated time has elapsed, when the stipulated purpose for which the resource was 
restricted has been fulfilled, or both.  Other donor-imposed restrictions are perpetual in nature, 
where the donor stipulates that resources be maintained in perpetuity.  

 
ESTIMATES 
 
The preparation of financial statements in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles requires 
the Board administrator to make estimates and assumptions that affect certain reported amounts and 
disclosures.  Accordingly, actual results may differ from those estimates. 
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December 31, 2020 and 2019 

 
NOTE 2 - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES (continued) 
 
NEW ACCOUNTING PRONOUNCEMENTS 
 
In February 2016, the Financial Accounting Standards Board (FASB) issued a new accounting 
pronouncement regarding lease accounting for reporting periods beginning after December 15, 2021.  A 
lessee will be required to recognize on the statement of financial position the assets and liabilities for leases 
with terms of more than twelve months.  Management is currently evaluating the effect this pronouncement 
will have on the financial statements and related disclosures. 
 
In May 2014, the FASB issued a new accounting pronouncement regarding revenue recognition, Revenue 
from Contracts with Customers (ASC 606), effective for reporting periods beginning after December 15, 
2019.  The pronouncement affects contracts with customers to transfer goods or services and contracts for the 
transfer of non-financial assets. The core principle of this update is that an entity should recognize revenue to 
depict the transfer of promised goods or services to customers in an amount that reflects the consideration to 
which the entity expects to be entitled in exchange for the goods or services.  Management has evaluated the 
new standard and determined it is not applicable to the Board. 
 
RECENTLY ADOPTED ACCOUNTING PRONOUNCEMENTS 
 
In 2018, the FASB issued Accounting Standards Update (ASU) 2018-13, Changes to the Disclosure 
Requirements for Fair Value Measurement, effective for periods beginning after December 15, 2019.  This 
pronouncement improves the effectiveness of fair value measurement disclosures in the notes to the financial 
statements.  The Board adopted this new pronouncement effective January 1, 2020.  The change was applied 
retrospectively, but there was no cumulative effect on beginning net assets as of this date.   
 
In 2016, the FASB issued ASU 2016-01, Financial Instruments—Overall (Subtopic 825-10): Recognition 
and Measurement of Financial Assets and Financial Liabilities. This update was followed up in 2018 by 
ASU 2018-03, Technical Corrections and Improvements to Financial Instruments—Overall (Subtopic 825-
10): Recognition and Measurement of Financial Assets and Financial Liabilities and ASU 2018-09, 
Codification Improvements. These pronouncements provide guidance regarding the reporting and disclosure 
requirements of investments, effective for periods beginning after December 15, 2018. The Board adopted 
these pronouncements effective January 1, 2019.   
 
In 2018, the FASB issued ASU 2018-08, Not-for-Profit Entities (Topic 958): Clarifying the Scope and the 
Accounting Guidance for Contributions Received and Contributions Made, effective for periods beginning 
after December 15, 2018.  This pronouncement clarifies and improves the scope and the accounting guidance 
for contributions received and contributions made in order to assist entities in (1) evaluating whether 
transactions should be accounted for as contributions (nonreciprocal transactions) within the scope of Topic 
958, Not-for-Profit Entities, or as exchange (reciprocal) transactions subject to other guidance and (2) 
determining whether a contribution is conditional.  The Board adopted this pronouncement effective January 
1, 2019.   
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NOTE 2 - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES (continued) 
 
FUNCTIONAL ALLOCATION OF EXPENSE 
 
The costs of providing the services and other activities of the Board have been summarized on a functional 
basis in the statement of activities.  Accordingly, certain costs have been allocated among the programs and 
supporting services benefited.  These expenses require allocation on a reasonable basis that is consistently 
applied.  The expenses that are allocated include staff expenses which are allocated on the basis of estimates 
of time and effort, as well as office expenses, maintenance expenses, and travel and meeting expenses which 
are allocated on the basis of square footage or some other reasonable basis. 
 
INCOME TAX STATUS 
 
The Board qualifies as a tax-exempt organization under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code and, 
therefore, has no provision for federal income taxes.  The Board’s management believes it has no material 
uncertain tax positions, and, accordingly, it will not recognize any liabilities.   
 
NOTE 3 - DESCRIPTION OF PLANS 
 
The following description of the Board’s health insurance and pension plans provides only general 
information.  Participants should refer to the plan agreements for a complete description of provisions.  The 
Pension Plan is a separate entity maintained by Wespath, and the results of its financial activities are reported 
on by other auditors. 
 
The Board administers the following plans provided by the Conference: 
 

Clergy Retirement Security Program (CRSP) - effective January 1, 2007, and restated as of January 1, 
2017, reflecting revisions approved at General Conference 2016, the Ministerial Pension Plan (MPP) 
was converted over to the CRSP plan.  The plan is funded by a 3% contribution to the CRSP Defined 
Contribution Plan (DC) made by the Board.  In addition to the 3% contribution, the Board will also 
fund the CRSP Defined Benefit Plan (DB).  The DB contribution will equal the amount it takes to 
fund the employees’ retirement benefit.  The CRSP payment made based upon actuarial cost for the 
years ended December 31, 2020 and 2019 was $1,618,825 and $1,642,443, respectively. 

 
Defined Contribution Pension Plan - Post 1982 service, fully funded each year by deposits from 
employer (church) and employee to Wespath.  Retirement benefits are dependent on the balance in the 
individual’s account on date of retirement. 

Defined Benefit Pension Plan - Prior to 1982, the Conference participated in a defined benefit 
program for clergy appointed to the local churches of the Conference.  The financial liability for that 
service still exists for the Conference and will for several decades.  The cost of providing the defined 
benefits earned prior to 1982 is viewed by the Conference as an annual expense and is funded each 
year by the local churches through the Board. 

 Health Insurance Plan - Clergy and lay employees are eligible to participate in this plan if they are 
regular, full-time employees of the Conference or one of the local churches of the Conference.  All 
full-time employees must be regularly scheduled to work a minimum of 30 hours per week.  Also, 
eligible to participate in this plan are full, probationary, associate members, and full-time local 
pastors.  
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NOTE 3 - DESCRIPTION OF PLANS (continued) 
 
For the year ended December 31, 2013, the retired pastors were covered under the Health Insurance Plan 
described above by the Board’s predecessor organization, the Board of Pensions of the Southwest Texas 
Annual Conference of the United Methodist Church.  This coverage was discontinued effective March 31, 
2014, and the retired pastors previously in the Conference’s Health Insurance Plan were transitioned to one 
of the health benefit plans offered by a third party, Towers Watson (Note 9). 
 
The pension plans are considered church plans as defined in section 414(e) of the Internal Revenue Code and 
are administered pursuant to the retirement income account provisions of section 403(b)(9) of the Internal 
Revenue Code. 
 
NOTE 4 - CONCENTRATION OF CREDIT RISK 
 
The Board maintains cash and investment accounts at various financial institutions and investment 
companies. The Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation (the FDIC) insures the balances in the cash accounts 
up to $250,000, while the Securities Investor Protection Corporation (the SIPC) insures the balances in 
investment accounts up to $500,000.  The Board also has investment accounts that are not insured by the 
FDIC or the SIPC. At December 31, 2020 and 2019, the Board’s uninsured cash balances totaled $1,294,651 
and $949,847, respectively, without regard to reconciling items.  At December 31, 2020 and 2019, the 
Board’s uninsured investment balances totaled $17,146,144 and $14,750,682, respectively. 
 
NOTE 5 - INVESTMENTS 
 
At December 31, 2020 and 2019, investments consisted primarily of units in Wespath Investment 
Management, which are pooled investment accounts.  Dividends and gains (losses) are allocated to the Board 
based on its interest in the unitized value of its investments on a monthly basis.

The funds had gains of $2,482,062 and $2,443,481 for the years ended December 31, 2020 and 2019, 
respectively.  Dividends and interest earned and reinvested in these funds were $22,637 and $22,410 for the 
years ended December 31, 2020 and 2019, respectively. 
 
NOTE 6 - ACCOUNTS RECEIVABLE 
 
Accounts receivable consists primarily of amounts due from churches and individuals for pension and health 
insurance billings.  The Board considers all of these receivables to be fully collectible; therefore, an 
allowance for doubtful accounts is not required.  Accounts receivable was $64,955 and $101,872 at 
December 31, 2020 and 2019, respectively. 
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NOTE 7 - PRE-82 PENSION ASSET 
 
The Pension Plan with Wespath was changed effective January 1, 1982.  The Plan has separate pension 
assets available of $2,359,288 and $2,817,412 as of December 31, 2020 and 2019, respectively, which is 
adequate to fully fund the past service liability.  The actuary has projected that the past service liability is 
fully funded with a surplus of $1,942,413 and $3,374,048 at December 31, 2020 and 2019, respectively.  
There were no past service funding deposits for the years ending December 31, 2020 and 2019.  The fair 
value of the plan assets was $1,739,283 and $2,405,077 at December 31, 2020 and 2019, respectively. 
 
NOTE 8 - PRE-82 POST-RETIREMENT PENSION BENEFITS 
 
The post-retirement benefit obligation represents the actuarial present value of those estimated future benefits 
that are attributed to employee service rendered prior to January 1, 1982.  Post-retirement benefits include 
future benefits expected to be paid to or for 1) currently retired employees and their spouse and 2) active 
employees and their spouse after retirement from service. 
 
The actuarial present value of the expected post-retirement benefit obligation is determined by an actuary of 
Wespath and is the amount that results from applying actuarial assumptions to historical data to estimate the 
present value of future annual incurred benefits.  The significant actuarial assumptions used in the valuations 
were: 
 

a) Mortality will occur in accordance with RP-2014 White Collar Mortality Table with generational 
projection using Scale MP-2016 for calculating impact on pension plans due to increased longevity. 

b) Contributions for increases in Past Service Rate or Contingent Annuitant % benefit increases are 
required to be made in advance of the increase’s effective date. 

c) The actuarial reserve and accumulations before retirement will be credited with interest at the rate of 
6.625%. 

d) Surviving spouses receive 70% of the ministerial pension rate. 
e) Retirement has been assumed to occur at the age of 65 or in one year, if age 65 or older. 

 
The valuations included assume average rates of return of 6.500% and 6.625% in 2020 and 2019, 
respectively, for the pension plan and expected benefit increases of 2.00% for 2020 and 2019.  The foregoing 
actuarial assumptions are based on the presumption the plan will continue.  Were the plan to terminate, 
different actuarial assumptions and other factors might be applicable in determining the actuarial present 
value of accumulated plan benefits. 
 
The Pre-82 Funding Plan is under review by the Actuarial Department at Wespath. 
 
NOTE 9 - POST-RETIREMENT HEALTH BENEFITS 
 
The post-retirement health benefit plan of the United Methodist Rio Texas Conference Board of Pensions is a 
closed plan.  Participants in the plan are limited to those who were participating in the post-retirement health 
benefit plans of the Southwest Texas Conference and the Rio Grande Conference.  No new participants can 
be added.  The annual benefit amount is fixed at the dollar value of the annualized benefit paid during 
December 2014.   
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NOTE 9 - POST-RETIREMENT HEALTH BENEFITS (continued) 
 
This benefit is only available with participation in one of the health benefit plans offered by a third party, 
Towers Watson.  The benefit is provided in the form of funding a Health Reimbursement Account (HRA).  
Upon the death of the participant, the termination of the plan, or the decision of the participant to no longer 
continue to participate in the plan, the benefit ends.  The health reimbursement benefit amount is fixed and 
will not increase regardless of the cost of the health benefit plan.  This plan is funded by apportionments 
collected by the Board; as such, the plan participants do not make contributions to this plan. 
 
The actuarial present value of the expected post-retirement benefit obligation at December 31, 2020 and 
2019 was $526,885 and $641,093, respectively, and is the amount that results from applying actuarial 
assumptions to a census of participants on December 31, 2014.

NOTE 10 - PENSION PARTICIPANT CONTRIBUTIONS AND PAYMENTS 
 
The Board is the plan sponsor for several qualified benefit plans of Wespath.  These plans are the Clergy 
Retirement Security Program – Defined Contribution (CRSP-DC), Clergy Retirement Security Program – 
Defined Benefit (CRSP-DB), Comprehensive Protection Plan (CPP), and United Methodist Personal 
Investment Plan (UMPIP).  The Board invoices the local churches for the cost of these plans on a monthly 
basis and then makes a single payment to Wespath either monthly or annually, depending upon the plan 
design. 
 
NOTE 11 - LEGACY FUNDS 
 
On January 1, 2015, the Rio Grande Conference pension assets of $6,922,748 were transferred into the 
Board’s investment accounts.  Based on the Rio Texas Unification Plan that was approved by both the Rio 
Grande Conference and Southwest Texas Conference, the transferred funds which were restricted for clergy 
benefits of the former Rio Grande Conference will continue to be used to fund clergy benefits of legacy 
churches of the Rio Grande Conference.  During the year ended December 31, 2020, the Board awarded 
$389,303 in grants to legacy churches and incurred investment gains of $1,449,272.  At December 31, 2020, 
the legacy fund balance was $9,458,074.  During the year ended December 31, 2019, the Board awarded 
$322,807 in grants to legacy churches and incurred investment gains of $1,499,182.  At December 31, 2019, 
the legacy fund balance was $8,398,105. 
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NOTE 12 - NET ASSETS/FUND BALANCES 
 
The Board has certain net asset/fund balances whose use is designated by the Board or restricted by donor-
specified activities or projects.

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NOTE 13 - WESPATH HOLIDAY INCOME 
 
The Board received income of $139,386 and $574,002 in 2020 and 2019, respectively, from Wespath 
attributable to a CPP Holiday due to changes in the mortality tables.  The Board also received income of 
$398,670 and $-0- in 2020 and 2019, respectively, from Wespath attributable to a COVID-19 Holiday due to 
the 2020 pandemic.

The Board’s primary sources of cash flows during the year are participant contributions for insurance and 
pension.  These revenue sources provide a consistent inflow of cash throughout the year to cover normal 
operating expenses. 
 
NOTE 15 - FAIR VALUE OF FINANCIAL INSTRUMENTS 
 
The Board adopted the provisions of ASC 820, “Fair Value Measurements and Disclosures” (formerly SFAS 
157).  ASC 820 defines fair value as the exchange price that would be received for an asset or paid to transfer 
a liability (an exit price) in the principal or most advantageous market, and establishes a framework for 
measuring fair value in the principal or most advantageous market for the asset or liability in an orderly 
transaction between market participants at the measurement date.  The Board has elected to report the fair 
value of certain net asset value (NAV) instruments, primarily those included in investments and mutual 
funds, using the practical expedient.  The practical expedient allows for the use of NAV, either as reported by 
the investee fund or as adjusted by the Board based on various factors, to be used to determine fair value, 
under certain conditions.  The fair value of the investment is based on a combination of audited financial 
statements of the investees and monthly or quarterly statements received from the investees.  In accordance 
with the guidance, the Board has categorized its investments based upon the priority of inputs to the valuation 
technique, which gives the highest priority to quoted prices in active markets and the lowest priority to 
unobservable inputs, into a three-level fair value hierarchy.

8. El Comité de Nominaciones deberá trabajar hacia los objetivos de inclusión como dispuestos en ¶ 610.5 en el Libro de 
Disciplina 2016 que establece: "...atención especial debe darse a la inclusión de mujeres del clero, la juventud (¶ 256.3), 
jóvenes adultos, adultos mayores, personas de iglesias con membresía pequeñas, personas con discapacidad y personas 
de minorías raciales y étnicas, en consonancia con las políticas de las agencias generales de la Iglesia. También se 
recomienda que los miembros de dichas agencias, salvo la Junta de Ministerio Ordenado, incluyan un tercio de clero, un 
tercio laicas y un tercio laicos que profesan ser miembros de las iglesias locales." El Comité de Nominaciones también se 
esforzará por tener igual representación de los distritos; y, a la medida que sea posible, la diversidad de los nombrados 
debe reflejar la diversidad de las misiones.

10. Cualquier posición elegida en una agencia de la Conferencia que esté vacante al final de la sesión de la Conferencia 
Anual o que se convierte en vacante durante el año de la Conferencia puede ser suplido por el Comité de Nominaciones a 
menos que se especifique lo contrario por el Libro de Disciplina. 
11. Ex-oficio miembros de una agencia, incluyendo a miembros de Agencias Generales o Jurisdiccionales, que residen 
dentro de los límites de la Conferencia, son además miembros de Agencia arriba mencionados.

b. Otro miembro laico adicional asignado a cada cargo para cada miembro del clero adicional que es nombrado para 
el cargo como previsto en ¶ 602.4 del Libro de Disciplina 2016; 
c. Ministros Diaconales, Diaconisas activas, Misioneros Locales bajo nombramiento Episcopal dentro de los límites de

34. El informe de la Iglesia Local a la Conferencia Anual (Informe Anual de Estadísticas) requerido por la Iglesia General 
será completado y presentado ante la Conferencia no más tarde del 30 de enero, como se indica en ¶ 606.7 del Libro de 
Disciplina 2016. Esto puede hacerse utilizando el método determinado ser más fácil y efectivo por el/la estadístico/a de la 
Conferencia. 
35. Habrá un Manual de Política que contiene las políticas adoptadas por la Conferencia Anual. Cambios a estas políticas 
deben ser aprobados por la Conferencia Anual. El Secretario de la Conferencia hará posible que éstas estén disponibles 
como documentos electrónicos y en forma impresa.

REEMBOLSO DE GASTOS DE REUNIÓN
PARA INFORMACIÓN SOLAMENTE

Se insta a todas las juntas y agencias a considerar las opciones de reuniones digitales; esto permite tanto la economía de viajes como una 
mayor participación de toda la conferencia. Cuando la conexión digital no sea posible o efectiva, se insta a todas las juntas y agencias a 
programar reuniones, en la medida de lo posible, en fechas y lugares coincidentes con otros grupos con el fin de incidir en la economía 
en los gastos de viaje. Los gastos de viaje se pagarán a los miembros que asisten a reuniones oficiales de la Conferencia (entre períodos 
de sesiones anuales de la conferencia) a base de 40 centavos por milla. La asignación para las comidas será de $3.00 para el desayuno; 
$7.00 para ambos el almuerzo y la cena por las reuniones. Se hará el reembolso del 100% de gastos de alojamiento durante reuniones en 
hoteles contratados a través de la Conferencia Anual. Quienes optan por quedarse en otros lugares se les reembolsarán a la tarifa 
contratada más baja. El organizador de la reunión de conferencia proporcionará información de hoteles contratados a los participantes. 
Los recibos de alojamiento deberán acompañar la solicitud de desembolso. Estos subsidios no cubrirán el costo completo en cada caso, 
pues son simplemente para ayudar en el gasto adicional de asistir a reuniones. 
Gastos de cuidado de niños por día de la reunión no deben exceder $30.00 por el primer niño y $20.00 por cada niño adicional, y estos 
gastos serán permitidos e incluidos en el costo de la reunión de la Junta o la Agencia.
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Viajes de delegados debidamente elegidos o representantes de la Conferencia a las reuniones de otras organizaciones o agencias de 
conexión se pagarán como se indicó anteriormente.

INFORME I
TARIFADE SERVICIO ANTERIORA 2022

PARA LAACCIÓNDE LA CONFERENCIA

La Tasa de Servicios Anteriores para 2022 será de $ 689 por año de crédito de anualidad para el Plan de Pensión Pre 82. Esto refleja
un aumento del 1% con respecto a la Tasa de servicios anteriores de 2021. El Plan de Pensión Pre 82, también conocido como
Suplemento Uno del Plan de Seguridad de Jubilación para Clérigos (CRSP), es un plan de pensión de beneficios definidos administrado
por Wespath que proporciona al clérigo elegible un beneficio de pensión por sus años de ministerio con la Iglesia Metodista Unida
antes de mil novecientos ochenta y dos.
En 2016, la Junta de Pensiones adoptó una estrategia de PSR (Seguridad de Jubilación para Clérigos) a largo plazo basada en aumentos
del 70% del índice de costo de vida de la Reserva Federal de St. Louis informado en la región sur urbana para establecer la tasa de
servicio anterior cada año. La Junta cree que esta política proporciona el honor, el apoyo y el aprecio de nuestro clérigo jubilado al
tiempo que mantiene un plan sostenible para cumplir con las obligaciones por beneficios. Cualquier cambio en el PSR también
aumenta las responsabilidades del Plan y debe financiarse en el año adoptado si es necesario según el nivel de activos del Plan y los
requisitos de financiamiento de Wespath. Por lo tanto, la Junta continúa evaluando esta estrategia de PSR y su impacto en los pasivos
del plan.

107 del Código de Rentas Internas ) que fueron o están debidamente ordenados, comisionados o ministros autorizados de la iglesia
("personas del clérigo");
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POR CUANTO, la práctica de la Iglesia y esta Conferencia fue y es proporcionar a los clérigos activos una casa pastoral o un subsidio de
alquiler o vivienda como parte de su compensación básica;
CONSIDERANDO que las pensiones u otros montos pagados a clérigos activos, jubilados, despedidos y discapacitados se consideran
compensación diferida y se pagan a los clérigos activos, jubilados, despedidos y discapacitados en consideración del servicio activo
anterior; y
CONSIDERANDO que el Servicio de Impuestos Internos ha reconocido a la Conferencia (o sus predecesores) como la organización
apropiada para designar un subsidio de alquiler o vivienda para las personas del clérigo que son o fueron miembros de esta Conferencia
y son elegibles para recibir dicha compensación diferida;
AHORA, POR LO TANTO, SE RESUELVE QUE una cantidad equivalente al 100% de los pagos de pensión, indemnización o discapacidad
recibidos de planes autorizados bajo el Libro de Disciplina de la Iglesia Metodista Unida (la "Disciplina"), que incluye todos los pagos
de Los Beneficios e Inversiones de Wespath, durante los años 2021 y 2022 por cada clérigo activo, jubilado, despedido o discapacitado
que sea o haya sido miembro de la Conferencia, o sus predecesores, se designe y por la presente se designa como un subsidio de
alquiler o vivienda para cada tal clérigo; y que los pagos de pensión por despido o discapacidad a los que se aplica este subsidio de
alquiler o vivienda serán cualquier pago de pensión, despido o discapacidad de planes, anualidades o fondos autorizados bajo la
Disciplina, incluidos dichos pagos de Wespath Benefits and Investments "Wespath" y de una compañía de anualidades comerciales
que proporcione una anualidad que surja de los beneficios acumulados bajo un plan, pensión o fondo Wespath autorizado bajo la
Disciplina, que resulten de cualquier servicio que un clérigo haya prestado a esta Conferencia o que un miembro activo, jubilado,
terminado o clérigo discapacitado de esta Conferencia prestado a cualquier iglesia local, conferencias anuales de la iglesia, agencia
general de la iglesia, otra institución de la Iglesia, denominación anterior que ahora es parte de la iglesia, o cualquier otro empleador
que empleara al clérigo para rendir servicios relacionados con el ministerio de la iglesia, o sus predecesores, y que eligió hacer
contribuciones o acumular un beneficio bajo, dicho plan, anualidad o fondo para la pensión o discapacidad de dicho clérigo activo,
jubilado o discapacitado como parte de su compensación básica.
NOTA: El subsidio de alquiler o vivienda que puede excluirse de los ingresos básicos de una persona del clérigo en cualquier año para
fines del impuesto federal sobre la renta está limitado según la sección 107 (2) del Código de Rentas Internas y las regulaciones a
continuación al menor de (1) la cantidad de la subsidio de alquiler o vivienda designado por el empleador del clérigo u otro organismo
apropiado de la iglesia (como esta Conferencia en las resoluciones anteriores) para dicho año; (2) la cantidad gastada por el clérigo
para alquilar o proporcionar una casa en ese año; o (3) el valor justo de alquiler de la casa, incluidos los muebles y accesorios (como
un garaje), más el costo de los servicios públicos en dicho año.

INFORME IV
INFORME DEL PRESIDENTE
SOLOPARA INFORMACIÓN

La Junta de Pensiones de la Conferencia Río Texas tiene el honor en nuestra misión de cuidar a quienes sirven. Nos esforzamos por ser
administradores en la administración de planes de beneficios conexionales y activos de jubilación para los beneficiarios del plan.
Nuestro socio en el ministerio, Wespath Benefits and Investments, implementa y administra planes de beneficios que brindan
orientación en la legislación, los servicios actuariales y la política denominacional. Estamos agradecidos de que en medio de la
pandemia de COVID sin precedentes, las congregaciones se han mantenido firmes en su compromiso y apoyo al clérigo y los programas
de beneficios para participantes laicos durante tiempos difíciles. Estos programas incluyen más de ocho millones en facturación directa
anual en 2020 para programas médicos, dentales, de la vista, de pensiones y auxiliares para clérigos activos y participantes laicos.
A partir del 1 de enero de 2021, el plan de pensiones Pre 82, las anualidades del Plan de Pensión Ministerial (MPP) y el Plan de
Seguridad para la Jubilación del Clérigo (CRSP DB) con activos sujetos a las fluctuaciones del mercado permanecen totalmente
financiados sin anticipados pasivos adicionales en 2021 y 2022. Continuamos monitoreando la volatilidad del mercado para mantener
un plan de activos sostenible a largo plazo para cumplir con los pasivos por beneficios para los beneficiarios. Con el aplazamiento de
la Conferencia General a septiembre de 2022, la legislación de pensiones propuesta por Wespath para el nuevo plan de Contribución
Definida (CD) de Compass se ha retrasado para su consideración junto con el potencial previamente anticipado de ahorros de costos
del plan de CD’s. Si se adopta, la implementación más temprana del Plan Compass es 2024, lo que reduce los costos de pensión
congregacional del plan híbrido de Beneficio Definido (DB) actual.

En coordinación con Wespath, nos sentimos agradecidos de brindar el suspenso del pago a HealthFlex durante octubre
de 2020, que brindó alivio de COVID a las congregaciones.
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En los últimos cinco años, la distribución de la Junta de Pensiones (BOP) ha disminuido un 74% de $ 1,483,992 (2017) a
$ 380,00 en (2021). En 2022, la distribución (BOP) se reducirá a $ 345,000.
La contribución de tarifa plana de CRSP DB de $ 511 por mes para el clérigo activo a tiempo completo se ha mantenido
igual durante un período de tres años.
A pesar de la experiencia en reclamos superior al promedio, pudimos mitigar un aumento del 9% en todas las opciones
de planes médicos de HealthFlex durante un período de dos años (2021 2022) al 3% con la transición de la red a Blue
Cross Blue Shield (BCBS) red nacional en 2021.
La Junta estableció dos programas de subvenciones de HealthFlex, incluida una subvención de cobertura de Family
HealthFlex y una subvención de transición. Estas subvenciones requieren la aprobación del superintendente de distrito
y una solicitud de solicitud que demuestre la elegibilidad basada en la necesidad.

Agradecemos a todas nuestras iglesias, clérigos y miembros laicos por adaptarse durante tiempos difíciles para perseverar y compartir
el evangelio. Nuestras iglesias han permanecido comprometidas en sus contribuciones para los beneficios a pesar de muchas pruebas
nuevas y continuaremos en nuestra misión de apoyarlos. Por último, quiero agradecer a la Junta de Pensiones y al personal de la
conferencia que continúan brindando honor, apoyo y aprecio a nuestro clérigo y participantes laicos.

ACTUALIZACIÓNDEL COMITÉDEBENEFICIOSDE SALUD
Los participantes del plan HealthFlex continúan aprovechando los múltiples planes en HealthFlex Exchange, seleccionando entre seis
ofertas de planes médicos, tres dentales y tres de la visión. Además, la participación en cuentas de reembolso personales ha
aumentado a casi un 75% desde la transición a Exchange. Este modelo de planes múltiples permite una mayor flexibilidad a la hora de
elegir una combinación de planes que se adapte a las necesidades de cada participante. Las comunicaciones y los eventos de
Inscripción Abierta de 2021 cambiaron a un formato de seminario web virtual completo debido a la pandemia. La Conferencia
patrocinó seis webinars (sesiones de la red) en preparación para el período de Elección Anual (AE) y los participantes también tuvieron
la oportunidad de asistir a los webinars de AE patrocinados por HealthFlex.
Después de un año difícil del plan HealthFlex en 2018 con un 23% más de demandas, el plan se estabilizó en 2019. Sin embargo, 2020
concluyó con un índice de demandas del 108,3% en comparación con el 82% en 2019 y el 136,4% en 2018. Debido al impacto de la
pandemia en 2020, Wespath utilizó una experiencia de tres años en reclamaciones para determinar las tasas de HealthFlex de 2022
con 2018 ponderadas al 30%, 2019 al 50% y 2020 al 20%.

Continuó la migración de inscripciones de los planes B1000 a los planes CDHP y HDHP en 2020 y 2021.
Aunque la utilización médica disminuyó en 2020, los costos mensuales de prescripción no relacionada con COVID por miembro

aumentaron significativamente en un 22%.

Enfoque en el bienestar y la salud conductual
El impacto mental, emocional y físico de la pandemia en los participantes aún no se ha comprendido completamente. Por lo tanto, el
Comité ha identificado áreas de enfoque futuras para incluir:
 Reducir el estigmatismo de buscar atención relacionada con el comportamiento y la salud y el bienestar mental.
 Promover herramientas de apoyo para los participantes, inclusive los beneficios de salud conductual de EAP y BCBS, incluyendo

el reembolso para proveedores de salud conductual fuera de la red.
 Identificar áreas de oportunidad para el bienestar y la salud física para incluir clases en línea.
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 Incrementar el acceso a proveedores en geografías desatendidas.
 Asociarse con el liderazgo de la conferencia sobre el Plan de Bienestar del Clérigo financiado por MHM con la promoción del

plan e identificar áreas de oportunidades de bienestar determinadas a partir del Informe Anual de HealthFlex.
 Animamos a los participantes a continuar participando en HealthFlex y los programas de bienestar de la conferencia, como el

Blueprint For Wellness (BFW) (Patrones para el Bienestar) anual.

 Plan de seguridad para la jubilación del clérigo (CRSP) Contribución Definido requerido del 3% de la compensación del plan por

cada clérigo de tiempo completo elegible facturado mensualmente.
 El Plan de Protección Integral (CPP) que requiere una contribución del 3% de Compensación del Plan para cada clérigo de

tiempo completo elegible hasta un máximo de dos veces del promedio de la compensación denominacional de 2022 o el DAC de
$ 75,570 en 2022 facturado mensualmente.

 Se requiere el Plan de Inversión Personal Metodista Unido (UMPIP PT). Contribución del 9% por cada clérigo a tiempo parcial
elegible (nombramiento de 3/4 de tiempo o menos) facturado mensualmente.

 Contribuciones opcionales del Plan de Inversión Personal Metodista Unido (UMPIP) elegidas por el clérigo como una deducción
de la nómina facturada mensualmente.

 El Fondo Heredado Río Grande (The Rio Grande Legacy Fund) continuará brindando contribuciones a las iglesias heredadas
elegibles para el clérigo de tiempo completo en el Plan de Beneficios Definido por CRSP, el Plan de Contribución Definido por
CRSP y el Plan de Protección Integral (CPP).

 El Rio Grande Legacy Fund continuará brindando una contribución del 9% al clérigo elegible a tiempo parcial nombrado a una
iglesia heredada en el Plan de Inversión Personal Metodista Unido UMPIP PT.

PLAN DE PENSIONES PRE 82
El Plan de Pensión Pre 82, también conocido como Suplemento Uno del Plan de Seguridad de Jubilación para Clérigos (CRSP), es un
plan de pensión de beneficios definidos administrado por Wespath que proporciona al clérigo elegible un beneficio de pensión por
sus años de ministerio con la Iglesia Metodista Unida antes de 1982. El Plan de Pensiones Pre 82 fue reemplazado por el Plan de
Pensiones Ministerial (MPP) a partir del 1 de enero de 1982. Una de las responsabilidades de la Junta de Pensiones es recomendar a
la Conferencia anual la Tasa de Servicios Anteriores o (PSR) al clérigo por cada año de servicio elegible en el Plan de Pensión Pre 82.
A medida que la necesidad de proporcionar beneficios de pensión al clérigo adecuados evolucionó con el establecimiento del Plan de
Pensión Pre 82, las contribuciones fueron insuficientes para proporcionar los beneficios requeridos para muchos participantes durante
los años de servicio activo. Por lo tanto, se convirtió en responsabilidad de la Conferencia asegurar que las contribuciones anuales en
un programa de amortización proporcionarían las obligaciones de beneficios requeridas por el plan. El objetivo de cada Conferencia
es que el Plan de Pensión Pre 82 esté completamente financiado hasta que se hayan cumplido todas las obligaciones de beneficios.
Sin embargo, los activos del Plan no están fijos con el potencial de pasivos adicionales debido a la volatilidad del mercado, las políticas
de Wespath y el número de beneficiarios elegibles. Además, cualquier aumento en la Tasa de Servicios Anteriores (PSR) adoptada por
la Conferencia también aumenta las obligaciones del plan.
En 2016, la Junta de Pensiones adoptó una estrategia de PSR a largo plazo basada en aumentos del 70% del índice de costo de vida de
la Reserva Federal de St. Louis informado en la región sur urbana para establecer la tasa de servicio anterior cada año. La Junta cree
que esta política brinda honor, apoyo y reconocimiento a nuestro clérigo jubilado mientras mantiene un plan sostenible para cumplir
con las obligaciones por beneficios. Cualquier cambio en el PSR también aumenta las responsabilidades del Plan y debe ser financiado
en el año adoptado si es necesario de acuerdo con el nivel de activos del Plan y los requisitos de financiamiento. Hasta el 31 de
diciembre de 2020, no se adeuda ningún pasivo Pre 82 adicional o Contribución Anticipada para 2022 para financiar el aumento de la
Tasa de Servicios Anteriores.

PLAN MINISTERIAL DE PENSIONES (MPP)
El Plan de Pensión Ministerial, también conocido como Suplemento Tres del Plan de Jubilación de la Seguridad del Clérigo (CRSP),
proporciona al clérigo un beneficio de pensión por sus años de ministerio con la Iglesia Metodista Unida desde 1982 hasta 2006. El
MPP es un plan de jubilación de la Sección 403(b) del Código de Rentas Internas. A partir del 1 de enero de 2020, la valoración actuarial
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para 2022, el índice de fondos de anualidades MPP y CRSP para la Conferencia Río Texas es de aproximadamente 110%. No se
requieren contribuciones adicionales al MPP en 2021 y 2022 bajo la metodología de Financiamiento del Corredor de Wespath.

PLAN DE JUBILACIÓN DE SEGURIDAD CLERGY (CRSP)
El plan de pensión actual requerido para los clérigos elegibles de tiempo completo es el Plan de Jubilación de la Seguridad del Clérigo
o CRSP administrado por Wespath. Este plan entró en vigencia el 1 de enero de 2007 y comtiene tanto un componente de contribución
definida (CD) como un componente de beneficio definido (DB).
Contribución definida (DC): Proporciona una cantidad definida depositada en la cuenta de un clérigo activo a tiempo completo con
contribuciones mensuales. Este beneficio distribuido al momento de la jubilación es la cantidad acumulada más las ganancias (o
pérdidas) en la cuenta del individuo. El componente de contribución definida (DC) de CRSP es el 2% de la Compensación del Plan con
una equiparación de las contribuciones de los participantes al Plan de Inversión Personal Metodista Unido (UMPIP) hasta el 1% de la
Compensación del Plan. Por lo tanto, si un participante aporta al menos un 1% de compensación a UMPIP, las contribuciones de CRSP
DC serán del 3%.
Beneficio definido (DB): proporciona un monto específico en dólares al momento de la jubilación, independientemente de las
condiciones del mercado o el rendimiento de la inversión. La cantidad se basa en una fórmula que especifica un beneficio de jubilación
mensual para el clérigo elegible y el 70% para los pensionistas contingentes elegibles por el resto de sus vidas. El CRSP DB proporciona
un beneficio de jubilación mensual utilizando el 1.25% de la Compensación Promedio Denominacional (DAC) al momento de la
jubilación multiplicado por los años de servicio desde el 1 de enero de 2007 hasta el 31 de diciembre de 2013. El multiplicador se
reduce al 1% por años de servicio a partir del 1 de enero de 2014.
Ambos componentes se facturan directamente a cada iglesia para todos los clérigos elegibles de tiempo completo. La facturación de
contribución definida (DC) se basa en el 3% de la compensación del plan. La facturación directa anual del beneficio definido (DB) en
2021 a las iglesias por cada clérigo designado para el servicio de tiempo completo es de $ 6,132. La facturación directa anual del
beneficio definido (DB) en 2022 a las iglesias por cada clérigo designado para el servicio de tiempo completo se mantendrá en $ 6,132.
La contribución anual de DB a Wespath se basa en la cantidad de clérigos activos a tiempo completo y clérigos elegibles con absencia
médica con beneficios de CPP sobre la valoración actuarial proporcionada por Wespath. El monto de la contribución adeudado en
2021 para el componente DB es $ 1,559,225 y $ 1,443,250 en 2022. Cualquier clérigo que sirva menos de tiempo completo que no sea
elegible para CRSP DB es elegible para participar en el Plan de Inversión Personal Metodista Unido con una contribución de la iglesia
requerida del 9% de compensación del plan.

PLAN DE PROTECCIÓN INTEGRAL (CPP)
El Plan de Protección Integral (CPP) es un plan de beneficios sociales administrado por Wespath Benefits and Investments. El CPP
incluye beneficios por discapacidad a largo plazo, muerte y otros beneficios sociales para el clérigo elegible a tiempo completo. El plan
CPP es un “plan de iglesia” del Código de Rentas Internas 414(e) financiado por las contribuciones de los patrocinadores del plan. El
CPP requiere la facturación directa a las iglesias de 3% de la Compensación del Plan para el clérigo elegible a tiempo completo hasta
dos veces del promedio de la compensación denominacional de 2021 o DAC de $ 74,199 y $ 75,570 en 2022.

PLAN DE INVERSIÓN PERSONAL METODISTA UNIDO (UMPIP) PARA LAICOS Y CLÉRIGO
El Plan de Inversión Metodista Unida (UMPIP) es un plan de ahorros para la jubilación de contribución definida de la sección 403 (b)
del Código de Rentas Internas administrado por Wespath para el clérigo y empleados laicos de la Iglesia Metodista Unida y
organizaciones afiliadas. Los participantes elegibles pueden hacer contribuciones personales a través de deducciones de nómina para
contribuciones antes de impuestos, Roth o después de impuestos en una cantidad fija en dólares o un porcentaje de la compensación
elegible, hasta los límites del Código de Rentas Internas. Se anima a las iglesias a ofrecer el UMPIP a los empleados laicos y pueden
comunicarse con Wespath para obtener disposiciones adicionales del plan y patrocinio.

FONDO DE SUBSIDIOS PARA ASISTENCIA DE ATENCIÓN MÉDICA FAMILIAR
La Junta de Pensiones reconoce que la cobertura de atención médica asequible es un componente esencial de un paquete atractivo
de beneficios para empleados.

La Crisis COVID y Creatividad
En el momento de escribir este artículo, apenas hemos superado el primer aniversario de cierres de varios tipos, debido a la pandemia
de COVID 19. Nuestros pastores y laicos han experimentado fatiga, dificultades, la pérdida de seres queridos y apreciadas prácticas, y
un dolor que se siente tanto prolongado como retrasado. Aun así, este último año también ha sido un año de aprendizaje y bendición
inesperados para nuestras iglesias. Hemos adoptado la tecnología en la adoración y las reuniones, alcanzando un campo misionero
que no está limitado por la geografía y evitando costos y desafíos asociados con los viajes. Entendemos más profundamente que
anteriormente el valor de permanecer conectado, aunque sea de forma virtual. También abrigamos la esperanza de volver a estar en
presencia física el uno con el otro, ya que se vacuna a un número de personas cada vez mayor. Nos esforzaremos por no olvidar el don
de poder reunirnos en persona.
Muchas de nuestras iglesias han respondido a las dificultades de este tiempo con un espíritu de creatividad e innovación. Adoración
al aire libre, adoración en autoservicio usando radio FM, adoración en interiores con cubrebocas y en distanciamiento; servicios en los
patios de en frente de las casa de familias; paquetes de actividades enviados a los hogares para apoyar la adoración interactiva: todos
se comunicaban en un espíritu de esperanza y posibilidad inquebrantables. La divulgación también adoptó nuevas formas en respuesta
a las necesidades de la comunidad. Las despensas de alimentos quintuplicaron su producción; las instalaciones de la iglesia se
convirtieron en puntos de acceso Wi Fi; los centros preescolares permanecieron abiertos bajo estrictos protocolos para cuidar a los
niños de los trabajadores de primera línea. Los estudios bíblicos en línea y otros grupos pequeños se convirtieron en oportunidades
para invitar a personas que nunca hubieran entrado al edificio de la iglesia.
El Obispo Schnase y los miembros del gabinete reconocen y dan gracias a Dios por el trabajo de segunda milla y el sacrificio que han
hecho nuestros laicos y clérigos para promulgar las buenas nuevas de Cristo durante esta prolongada crisis. Apoyamos todos los
esfuerzos para que nuestros líderes busquen y encuentren descanso, renovación y cualquier ayuda emocional y espiritual que puedan
necesitar. También anhelamos alentar el aprendizaje y la experimentación continuos que esta interrupción hace posible en nuestros
ministerios.

El Anti racismo
2020 21 también ha sido un año marcado por nuevas conversaciones y lecciones aprendidas sobre el racismo, su papel en nuestras
comunidades e iglesia, y las formas en que nosotros, como individuos y sistemas, lo mantenemos en su lugar. La carta del Obispo
Schnase en septiembre de 2020 proponía una serie de acciones que ahora se encuentran en curso diseñadas para llevarnos hacia el
antirracismo. Como Gabinete, junto con otro personal de la conferencia, desarrollamos un Pacto sobre el Antirracismo e invitamos a
otros en Río Texas a unirse a nosotros para afirmarlo y adoptarlo. Ayudamos a redactar la membresía del Grupo de Trabajo del Obispo
sobre Raza y Cultura que representa una amplia gama de antecedentes entre nuestros filigreses. Esperamos una capacitación basada
en la Biblia junto con la Junta de Ministerio Ordenado para desarrollar un lenguaje común y una comprensión de nuestro contexto. El
clérigo de la conferencia y los laicos en el liderazgo de la conferencia participarán en una amplia evaluación organizacional, para darnos
datos de nuestras perspectivas sobre temas de equidad racial, diversidad e inclusión. A medida que estas y otras iniciativas avanzan
para el aprendizaje nuestro, la conversación y la acción común, nos comprometemos a continuar aprendiendo y actuando de manera
antirracista y a liderar a nuestras iglesias para que hagan lo mismo.

La Realidad en la iglesia local
Finalmente, reafirmamos que la iglesia local es el lugar donde el evangelio de Cristo se confronta con el mundo. De inclusivo,
estábamos viviendo dentro de una transición tremenda debido al COVID, y la pandemia ha acelerado este tiempo de cambio. Muchas
de nuestras iglesias se enfrentan con la realidad continua que las personas dentro de ellas no se parecen a las personas que las rodean,
y en algunos lugares que antes eran de delicadeza se han tenido que hacer preguntas difíciles de cual es un futuro fiel. Otros han
alcanzado una fuerza nueva e inesperada y un espíritu de posibilidad y esperanza. A medida que desaparezcan las restricciones,
necesitaremos continuo coraje y voluntad para arriesgarnos a probar cosas nuevas. También, mientras esperamos que nuestra
denominación pueda proceder con la toma de decisiones importantes, Dios nos llama a continuar haciendo un ministerio que sirva a
nuestros diversos contextos. Damos gracias y alabamos a Dios por las personas llamadas metodistas en la Conferencia Río Texas.

Amados hermanos y hermanas en Cristo:
El año 2020 fue una época de desafíos sin precedentes para las iglesias en toda la Conferencia Río Texas. Ha sido reconfortante
observar las increíbles formas en que nuestras iglesias han respondido al salir de sus muros y expandir el uso de la tecnología. Muchas
iglesias comenzaron la adoración virtual por primera vez, extendiendo su alcance mucho más allá de sus comunidades locales. Me
complace informarles en nombre de la Junta de Síndicos de la Conferencia Río Texas de la Iglesia Metodista Unida mientras
comenzamos nuestra recuperación pandémica juntos.
De acuerdo con la Sección 2512 del Libro de Disciplina de la Iglesia Metodista Unida de 2016, la Junta de Síndicos de la Conferencia
tiene la responsabilidad de recibir y mantener en fideicomiso para el beneficio de la Conferencia, donaciones, propiedad personal y
bienes inmuebles. Además, la Junta tiene la facultad de invertir, transferir o traspasar las propiedades que tiene en fideicomiso. La
Junta asume la responsabilidad de la supervisión de los activos de la Conferencia con mucha seriedad.
Los activos que retiene la Junta de Síndicos incluyen iglesias cerradas, casas pastorales no utilizadas y terrenos sin urbanizar. La Junta
trabaja en próxima colaboración con el personal de la Conferencia y bajo las recomendaciones de los Distritos para supervisar y
administrar la propiedad que se le ha confiado. En el caso de que la propiedad de la iglesia ya no esté en uso por una iglesia local y el
Distrito crea que no habrá uso futuro para adoración o misión de la propiedad, esta se puede vender o arrendar.
Como les describí en mi informe anterior el año pasado, los Síndicos tienen entre 5 y 10 propiedades bajo su revisión y administración
en cualquier momento durante el año. Estas son tanto urbanas como rurales e incluyen estructuras con valor material de bienes raíces
y otras que están en mal estado. Muchas de estas propiedades tienen un valor limitado, ya sea por su ubicación o en su condición. El
tiempo que transcurre entre que los Síndicos toman el control de la propiedad y su venta puede ser de meses o incluso años, y la
Conferencia puede incurrir costos sustanciales de mantenimiento y seguro de la propiedad antes de su venta.
Durante los años del 2015 hasta principios del 2021, la Junta de Síndicos mantuvo gastos relacionados con propiedades vendidas y no
vendidas por un monto de $ 295,589.08. Aunque muchos gastos se reembolsan al momento de la venta de la propiedad inmueble,
durante este mismo período, la Junta de Síndicos tuvo gastos de $ 106,450.02 que no fueron reembolsados por la venta de la específica
propiedad. Estos gastos deben ser reembolsados por el fondo dedicado a la administración de propiedades de los Síndicos que la
Conferencia Anual aumentó el año pasado. La Junta de Síndicos está actualmente autorizada a retener el 20% de cada venta de
propiedad, hasta un máximo de $ 400,000 con el propósito de mantener y asegurar la propiedad bajo el cuidado de la Junta. Este
fondo le permite a los Síndicos tener fondos suficientes para administrar adecuadamente las propiedades bajo su cuidado.
No se han cerrado iglesias desde que el año pasado informamos sobre los cierres en Austwell, Rock Island UMC, Divine Grace y Bishop

El Redentor.
A partir del 28 de febrero de 2021, Jefferson, Iglesia Metodista Unida de San Antonio votó a favor de desafiliarse de la Conferencia Río
Texas. La Junta de Síndicos está actualmente involucrada en negociaciones activas con la IMU Jefferson con respecto a los términos
de su desafiliación.
Durante el 2021, la Junta de Síndicos, junto con el Comité de Gestión de Riesgos, se embarcarán en un estudio de opciones de seguros
de propiedad de la Conferencia. Los Síndicos están muy conscientes de la dificultad causada por el aumento de los costos del seguro
de propiedad en toda la Conferencia.
La Junta de Síndicos continúa revisando opciones con especial atención a las propiedades urbanas con potencial valor económico. Los
Síndicos reconocen que el aumento de los valores inmobiliarios requiere enfoques nuevos e innovadores en el uso y la gestión de la
propiedad.
En la antigua Iglesia Metodista Unida Parker Lane en Austin, la Conferencia ha trabajado en íntima colaboración con el Distrito Capital
para estructurar un arrendamiento innovador a largo plazo de la propiedad de Parker Lane con Foundation Communities, un
importante proveedor de viviendas asequibles en el área de Austin. El Ayuntamiento de Austin aprobó recientemente el proyecto
propuesto y se espera que el arreglo se concluya en septiembre de 2021. Una vez concluido, el acuerdo dará como resultado una
nueva adición de viviendas asequibles, un retorno financiero material para la Conferencia y proporcionará al Distrito Capital oficinas
permanentes y espacio de usos múltiples en la nueva ubicación sin costo material para el Distrito.
Los Síndicos están trabajando actualmente con varios otros lugares que buscan reevaluar sus instalaciones actuales. Al corriente
tenemos congregaciones ubicadas en instalaciones que ya no pueden mantener o que ya no suplen sus necesidades, y los Síndicos
están colaborando con esas iglesias para evaluar sus opciones. La Junta de Síndicos se compromete a seguir identificando opciones
innovadoras para el uso de los bienes inmuebles disponibles, inclusive arrendamientos a largo plazo y empresas conjuntas.
La Junta de Síndicos también continúa supervisando Light on the Hill, anteriormente Mount Wesley en Kerrville, Texas en asociación
con Kerrville First United Methodist Church. Bajo el liderazgo y la visión de Kerrville FUMC, Light on the Hill continúa su curso de ser
un recurso comunitario cristiano en la región montañosa de Texas.
Conclusión 
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El personal de la Conferencia, que incluye a Kendall Waller, Tina Whitaker, Nan Pyle y Adria Gomez, desarrolla una excelente obra
apoyando a la Junta de Síndicos y administrando las propiedades en transición. Los Síndicos continúan comprometidos con la prudente
gestión de las propiedades que se confían a nuestro cuidado. La Junta de Síndicos y el personal de la Conferencia, inclusive, trabajan
diligentemente para minimizar los costos de mantenimiento y maximizar el retorno de la venta de bienes inmuebles a la Conferencia.
La Junta de Síndicos se reúne con el objetivo de ser buenos administradores de los activos de la Conferencia, ser innovadores y
creativos mientras planificamos la iglesia del futuro que continuará haciendo discípulos de Jesucristo para la transformación del
mundo.

INFORME DE LAMESA UNIDA
SOLOPARA INFORMACIÓN

El salmista dice: “Examíname, oh Dios, y conoce mi corazón; Pruébame y conoce mis pensamientos ". (Salmo 139, 23). La Mesa
Unida ha pasado algún tiempo reflexionando y discerniendo la dirección que Dios tiene para la Conferencia Anual. En ese proceso,
estamos pasando de ser un cuerpo de informes de ministerios de la conferencia a un cuerpo de discernimiento que busca activamente
un gobierno que lleve a la acción en nombre de la Conferencia Anual, la Iglesia Local y el Campo Misionero.
Debido a COVID, pasamos el año reuniéndonos virtualmente y no en persona. La Mesa Unida se reunió el 14 de noviembre de 2020;
9 y el 23 de enero de 2021; y en 20 de marzo de 2021. Aunque existen límites para este tipo de reuniones, pudimos tomar un tiempo
para escuchar, reflexionar, compartir nuestras historias y volver a capturar la visión que creó a la Conferencia Anual Río Texas en
primer lugar. Al compartir nuestra historia soñamos con recuperar la singularidad de nuestra Conferencia Anual y el vibrante campo
misionero que Dios ha puesto ante nosotros. Estamos en consenso de buscar un cambio en las prioridades para escuchar y responder
a medida que nos acercamos a nuevas personas y las conectamos con Cristo. Debido a COVID, los cambios en la tecnología nos han
obligado, de muchas maneras, a hacer contacto con las personas de formas que ni soñábamos hace un año. Ha sido un año difícil,
pero seguimos escuchando historias de ministerios vibrantes que florecen en todo nuestro campo misionero. El pueblo de la
Conferencia Río Texas se mantiene fiel a su misión y visión.
Esa fidelidad se ha manifestado en algunas de las siguientes formas:
 Los ministerios de toda la conferencia atendieron a muchas personas durante una tormenta invernal masiva en la que, incluso

sin electricidad ni agua, las personas fueron alimentadas y atendidas.
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 1ª. IMU Cotulla (con una membresía de 108), inició un ministerio de distribución de alimentos llamado "La despensa de
Amanda". Comenzando con un espacio de guardarropas de 2x8, el ministerio ahora ocupa toda la planta baja de la iglesia. Se
han atendido a más de 2.350 familias.

 “Impacto” es un ministerio colaborativo de 4 pastores e iglesias. Durante la pandemia, las 4 pastoras patrocinaron
distribuciones de alimentos, acceso en línea para solicitudes de empleo y programas de asistencia de la ciudad, una lavandería
gratuita, clínicas de vacunación y se lanzó un servicio de adoración en línea (¡Impacto Virtual!) Que ahora tiene entre 500 y 1000
visitas semanales.

 IMU Coker en San Antonio llevó a cabo eventos masivos de distribución de alimentos durante el COVID todos a través de
paso de auto: la primera parada: oración con un pastor y necesidades financieras; la segunda parada: necesidades de ropa;
Tercera parada: abrir el baúl y se colocó comida para al menos una semana en el baúl. En esta forma, los destinatarios a
menudo pasaban por la línea en 15 minutos.

 Una actividad similar ha estado ocurriendo en el Centro Infantil Los Niños con Lupita Ecoff y Bulverde IMU. Nunca se detuvo
durante el COVID la distribución de alimentos, y cuando el agua en una “colonia” cercana cerca de Bulverde UMC fue declarada
no potable, se organizaron suministros de agua para los residentes.

 El distrito de El Valle todavía está construyendo y dedicando hogares, involucrando a muchas iglesias y pastores mientras que se
acercan a la comunidad.

Estas son solo algunas de las historias que suceden en nuestro campo misionero. Sí, tenemos muchos desafíos por delante qué
enfrentar, y quizás no conocemos el futuro, pero sabemos quién nos depara el futuro y eso nos da esperanza.

Equipo de Visión Transformando Comunidades

El Equipo de Visión Transformando Comunidades, formado en 2015 como parte de la estructura misional de la Conferencia Río
Texas recientemente establecida, se encargó de la responsabilidad de “equipar, educar y apoyar a las congregaciones” para el
bien de la Misión de la Conferencia, que es hacer discípulos de Jesucristo por la transformación del mundo.

Nuestro trabajo es aprender y apoyar las áreas de trabajo misional representadas en el Equipo de Visión, incluyendo Iglesia y
Sociedad, Ministerios Globales y Ministerios Nativos Americanos. Nuestro trabajo es fortalecer las conexiones y formar nuevas
asociaciones con otros ámbitos y ministerios que trabajan dentro de la Conferencia, inclusive los Ministerios Metodistas de
Salud, Justicia para Nuestros Vecinos e Impacto de Texas. Nuestro trabajo es crear, apoyar y desarrollar programas misionales,
que incluyen el Programa de Avances y Cinco Estrellas de la Conferencia, el Domingo de la Cosecha, la Iniciativa Rural de la
Conferencia Río Texas recién formada y la Red de Comunidades Transformadoras (anteriormente Comunidades de Praxis
Transformacionales). Nuestro trabajo consiste en asociarnos con la Oficina de Ministerios de Misión, Servicio y Justicia de la
Conferencia, con equipos de trabajo y coordinadores de apoyo e itineración de misioneros, Inmigración / Respuestas Migratorias
y Ministerios Fronterizos, Comité de Respuesta Ante Desastres y el Equipo de Desarrollo de Voluntarios en Misión.

Hemos sido desafiados al ver la necesidad de nuestros vecinos, al escuchar sus historias, y tal 
vez nos quedamos perplejos al ver lo que estaba debajo de la superficie ahora fácilmente expuesto ante nuestros ojos. 
Celebramos todas las diversas formas en que estamos respondiendo a la misión de Dios en nuestras comunidades, en la región 
de 74 condados y en todo el mundo mediante el apoyo a los misioneros y la asociación mutua con proyectos y programas 
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misioneros. Celebramos y estamos agradecidos por todas las iglesias que han logrado el estatus de donación de 5 estrellas a 
través de su participación en el programa ADVANCE de la conferencia. Celebramos y agradecemos su apoyo en el Domingo de 
la Cosecha, donde estas ofrendas se destinan a apoyar los programas de alivio del hambre. Favor de participar en la ofrenda 
del Domingo de la Cosecha de este año el 7 de noviembre. Gracias por apoyar ofrendas especiales como el Domingo de Paz con 
Justicia, Una Gran Hora de Compartir, Domingo UMCOR, Domingo de Ministerios Nativos Americanos y más. 
Celebramos y estamos agradecidos por los más de 25 años de asociación de la Conferencia Rio Texas y los Ministerios 
Metodistas de Salud (MHM). Río Texas y MHM comparten el mismo campo misional y área de servicio de 74 condados. Ahora 
compartimos un lenguaje común y un interés personal al buscar el SHALOM y la JUSTICIA de la región a la que servimos 
conjuntamente a través de los ministerios de nuestras iglesias locales y a través de los programas de enfermeras y 
trabajadores de salud comunitaria de Wesley. Nuestro trabajo compartido continúa creciendo a través de la Red de 
Comunidades Transformacionales y los procesos del programa Thriving Together / Prosperemos, todos trabajando juntos 
para ver prosperar a SHALOM y la JUSTICIA. 
Transformando la Red de Comunidades
Bajo el paraguas del Equipo de Visión de Comunidades Transformadoras, la Red de Comunidades Transformadoras, ahora en 
su quinto año, continúa capacitando a las congregaciones y comunidades locales para el trabajo transformador en las áreas de 
misión, servicio y justicia. El entrenamiento de cohorte de un año ofrece a pequeños equipos de congregaciones locales y 
socios comunitarios una rica oportunidad de aprender y practicar los principios del Desarrollo Comunitario Basado en Activos 
(ABCD) basado en una teología de SHALOM. En el transcurso de un año, a los equipos locales se les ofrece una visión bíblica 
para el desarrollo comunitario, aprender a identificar las “realidades actuales” y las “contradicciones subyacentes”, en aras de 
lograr un cambio sistémico en sus comunidades. Los conjuntos de habilidades en mapeo de activos, entrevistas con la 
comunidad, conversación enfocada y facilitada, liderar sesiones de visión de toda la comunidad y descubrir soluciones 
innovadoras con dirección estratégica, son parte de la experiencia práctica de cohorte. Las aspiraciones locales a menudo se 
realizan en una serie de “cambios del 5%” deliberados de percepción y práctica. Una vez que se completa la capacitación, se 
invita y anima a las cohortes a permanecer en conexión con otras cohortes, entrenadores de equipos y entrenadores como 
parte de una red creciente de cohortes locales, logrando cambios y continuando el trabajo de transformación comunitaria. 
Debido al continuo apoyo financiero de Methodist Healthcare Ministries of South Texas, Inc., (Ministerios de Cuidado de Salud 
del Sur de Texas, Inc.) no hay costo para las congregaciones locales o los equipos comunitarios por la capacitación. Lo que se 
requiere es un compromiso de tiempo, presencia y deseo de adquirir nuevas habilidades y participar, con otros, en el trabajo 
de transformación comunitaria positiva. Cada año, se manifiestan nuevas evoluciones de la Red Transformando Comunidades. 
En 2019, se plantó una comunidad de Shalom en todo el condado en una comunidad rural remota donde la pobreza es severa y 
generalizada. En 2020, la Iniciativa Rural Río Texas, que se enfoca en los desafíos sistémicos y los dones de las comunidades 
rurales en nuestra Conferencia, comenzó a tomar forma en la forma de una asociación entre la Red de Comunidades 
Transformadoras y el Distrito Crossroads. 
Una mayor diversidad, equidad e inclusión son las aspiraciones de cada cohorte cuando se involucra en la transformación de la 
comunidad. No existe una vara mágica, pero hay posibilidades poderosas cuando la gente buena y de buena fe está equipada y 
preparada para el trabajo de transformación comunitaria. En el transcurso de 2020, el Equipo de Desarrollo de la Red de 
Comunidades Transformadoras y los Ministerios Metodistas de Salud han estado en consulta conjunta para cultivar el 
intercambio de los respectivos desarrollos del proceso del programa de Red de Comunidades Transformadoras y Thriving
Together / Prosperemos Juntos. 
Migración y Frontera
En septiembre de 2019, se llevó a cabo una Convocación Fronteriza en San Antonio que reunió principalmente a metodistas de 
Río Texas, otras Conferencias de la IMU en Texas y la Iglesia Metodista de México para recibir actualizaciones sobre la 
respuesta de la iglesia de recibir y atender las necesidades de los migrantes que llegan a varios puntos fronterizos a lo largo de 
las 450 millas de frontera en nuestra región. Se compartieron historias de respuestas de hospitalidad humanitaria en 
Monterrey, Del Río / Cd. Acuña, Laredo / Nuevo Laredo, Brownsville / Matamoros y San Antonio. También se compartieron 
historias sobre el apoyo legal proporcionado por nuestro sistema de ministerio legal de Justicia para Nuestros Vecinos en 
respuesta a las súplicas desesperadas de solicitantes de asilo y los desafíos de estas súplicas concedidas debido a la evolución 
de las políticas de inmigración de ese momento. 
En 2020, la dinámica cambió a medida que las políticas crearon la aparición de campamentos de migrantes y una mayor 
necesidad de refugios en México. Esto requirió que la iglesia binacional coordinada, las organizaciones no gubernamentales y 
los gobiernos locales respondieran a las necesidades de las familias migrantes vulnerables. La Red de Colaboración Fronteriza

de Texas se formó como un medio para fusionar las infraestructuras de respuesta humanitaria de las entidades que 
respondieron en ambos lados de la frontera, con un enfoque en las necesidades humanitarias, la hospitalidad y el patrocinio, el 
apoyo de servicios legales y defensa. La aparición del virus COVID-19 supuso un desafío adicional para responder a las 
necesidades de los migrantes que continúan llegando a la frontera. 
Ahora, en 2021, las políticas emergentes han cambiado para responder de una manera más humanitaria a las necesidades y 
desafíos de los migrantes solicitantes de asilo y las realidades de la migración global. Este cambio ha aumentado en el número 
de migrantes que llegan a los puntos fronterizos de nuestro ministerio. Esto, a su vez, está aumentando las necesidades que 
tiene cada uno de estos ministerios para ofrecer apoyo de hospitalidad a los migrantes que llegan. Este aumento también está 
creando mayores respuestas de redes para alinear los sistemas de apoyo humanitario, de patrocinio, de servicios legales y de 
defensa. 
Conversaciones y Redes de Misión, Servicio y Justicia
En el futuro, el Equipo de Visión Transformando Comunidades trabajará para ofrecer oportunidades de aprendizaje y 
desarrollo de capacidades ministeriales a través de conversaciones en línea y sesiones de redes para líderes que desean ser 
agentes transformadores para facilitar Shalom y la justicia en sus iglesias y comunidades. La esperanza es que esta red sea la 
plataforma para cosechar las historias de Shalom y Justicia como testimonio para la iglesia y la comunidad en tiempos como el 
presente.

Comenzamos nuestro año de programación 2021 con un evento virtual de capacitación de Desarrollo de Liderazgo que contó con una gran asistencia
en Enero para las Oficiales de Distrito. Nuestros otros eventos de toda la Conferencia serán una Comida Virtual de las MMU durante la Conferencia
Anual en Junio, Misión u en Julio, nuestra Reunión Anual de la Conferencia en Octubre y Desarrollo de Liderazgo 2022 en Noviembre. Los temas de
estudio de Mission u, que está abierto a cualquier persona interesada en asistir, son "Encontrar la paz en un mundo lleno de ansiedad", "Expulsión:
la criminalización de las niñas negras en las escuelas" y "Dar testimonio en el Kin Dom: Vivir en el testimonio moral de la Iglesia a través del discipulado
radical. "
Más de 125 miembros y amigos de las MMU de Río Texas asistieron a un sobresaliente Evento Legislativo virtual de Texas en Enero, planeado y
conducido conjuntamente por las seis Conferencias de Mujeres Metodistas Unidas en los estados de Texas y Nuevo México y por Texas Impact.
Esperamos reunirnos con miles de otras mujeres en la Asamblea Cuadrenial de las MMU en Mayo del 2022 en Orlando, FL.
Además, lanzamos un nuevo Sitio Web y un nuevo Boletín electrónico, renovamos nuestras conexiones con las Diaconisas en nuestra Conferencia y
reiniciamos nuestro trabajo de Justicia Racial. Nuestra Coordinadora de Idiomas ha enviado Boletines Informativos y ha organizado reuniones de
Zoom para llegar a nuestros miembros de habla Hispana y asi mantenerlas conectadas y animadas durante esta pandemia.
Nuestro miembro del Comité Asesor del Programa informó que "El Grupo Asesor del Programa” se reunió del 11 al 13 de Marzo de 2021,
virtualmente. La Oficina Nacional de MMU está enfatizando dos prioridades principales este cuadrienio: Justicia Climática y Criminalización de
Comunidades de Color / Encarcelamiento Masivo.
Nuestra Asamblea 2022 se llevará a cabo en Orlando, FL, del 20 al 22 de Mayo del 2022 y estaremos promocionando fuertemente el evento para
alentar la participación de los asistentes por primera vez.Tenemos un grupo muy diverso de líderes y estamos emocionadas de ver el increíble trabajo
y compromiso de nuestras MMU mientras salimos de esta pandemia ansiosas por hacer el trabajo!"
Según las estadísticas del Diario de la Conferencia de 2020, nuestra membresía es de aproximadamente 4,980 y en 2019 recaudamos y gastamos
más de $ 500,000 para el trabajo Misionero Local, de Distrito, de Conferencia y Nacional.

No estoy segura cómo se sienta Ud., pero el cansancio es real. Y sin embargo… laicos, pastores, iglesias, estudiantes y Ministerios
Universitarios han continuado haciendo el bien en su comunidad y más allá en el nombre de Jesús. Nuestras iglesias y los líderes en
ellas han compartido esperanza y buenas nuevas a muchos durante estos tiempos oscuros e inciertos ... y por eso le damos gracias y
alabanza a Dios.
Con el enfoque continuo en la fecundidad e innovaciones, tanto en la vitalidad congregacional como en el desarrollo del liderazgo, ha
sido un año muy lleno. Río Texas ha comenzado una nueva iniciativa comunitaria de fe y otras cuatro nuevas iglesias continuaron su
segundo año durante la pandemia. Y muchos han estado trabajando para activar nuevas formas de empoderar el desarrollo de
liderazgo tanto en cohortes como en capacitación a través de nuestro Ministerio de Siervos Laicos. A encontrar formas de aprender
juntos, innovar e idear juntos, intentar y fracasar y volver a intentar… todas estas son estrategias para ayudar a que las iglesias y los
líderes puedan aprender, crecer y alcanzar nuevas personas para Cristo. Y muchas iglesias ahora están alcanzando a personas en su
comunidad local y en códigos postales mucho más allá de su comunidad. ¡Gracias a Dios!
Creando Congregaciones
El mundo está cambiando, y la iglesia necesita mirar más allá de las formas “tradicionales” de alcanzar a nuevas personas para Cristo
y no a los modelos atractivos de simplemente esperar que la gente venga a ellos. Si bien los inicios de iglesias tradicionales y las
iniciativas de iglesias de múltiples sitios o satélites siguen siendo muy importantes (y necesitamos más de ellos), también son costosos
y están centrados en el clero a medida que comienzan. Hemos comenzado a enseñar y soñar con formas menos prohibitivas más
nuevas, más orgánicas y de menor costo para alcanzar a aquellos que no asisten a las congregaciones locales, tal como Frescas
Expresiones y Adoración Enfocada (Fresh Expressions, Focused Worship) en la comunidad, y estamos explorando formas de capacitar
a los laicos y a otras personas para reunir a personas en “iglesias en el hogar”.
En julio de 2020, cuatro pastoras latinas fueron nombradas a dirigir cuatro congregaciones locales en San Antonio y para una
cooperativa imitativa que llamaron Impacto Comunitario. Esta aventura creativa ya ha resultado fructífera, gracias a los dones y
talentos de las cuatro pastoras: Liliana Padilla, Maribel Vázquez, Laura Dorantes y Daisy San Jorge, y su deseo de servir a la comunidad
en general. Sirven a la comunidad de muchas maneras, incluisive la distribución de alimentos, el acceso al Internet y computadoras,
lecciones de guitarra y otros programas de enriquecimiento, clases de inglés como segundo idioma, acceso a la lavandería, conexión
con los recursos de la ciudad y la comunidad y una excelente adoración en línea que alcanza más de 2000 visitas por semana. Dios ha
bendecido esta ventura creativa y oramos por la bendición continua de Dios mientras estas pastoras continúan aprendiendo y
siguiendo el camino de Dios.
Estoy emocionada de que 3 nuevos pastores de inicios de iglesia que fueron nombrados en junio de 2019 han continuado trabajando
y haciendo nuevas conexiones incluso durante la pandemia: Valley Praise IMU, Mc Allen, bajo el liderazgo del Reverendo Kevin Hardin,
ha comenzado a adorar en el espacio del Centro de Ministerio de las oficinas del Distrito de El Valle. Comenzando en línea, han podido
tener algunos eventos de reunión comunitaria y adoración en persona limitada. Al momento de redactar este informe (1 de abril),
esperan una maravillosa asistencia a la Pascua. Este es el tercer campo de Valley Praise IMU. El Rdo. Ray Altman continúa haciendo el
trabajo profundo de crear comunidades de fe intencionales con New Wineskins y ha expandido su alcance durante la pandemia al
liderar cohortes de clérigos que enseñan a otros cómo llegar dentro de sus vecindarios. Este trabajo de cohorte ha multiplicado los
barrios a los que se llegan. El Rdo. Jay Cooper y su equipo en Violet Crown City Church han continuado tanto con el culto semanal (en
línea) como con la construcción de la propiedad física. Las renovaciones de la iglesia están casi terminadas cuando se redactó este
informe y la esperanza es que la Pascua se celebre en su lugar.
Finalmente, Austin New Church también lanzó una nueva comunidad hispana llamada Amor Original con el pastor Cesar Soto en abril
de 2020. La pandemia creó oportunidades y desafíos que el pastor Cesar y su equipo superaron de manera creativa. Ahora que Austin
se está abriendo un poco, creo que todos sus esfuerzos creativos serán bendecidos tanto en el área local de Austin, ya que también
se mantendrán conectados virtualmente en más de 6 países centroamericanos con los que se conectaron durante la pandemia.
Otras dos iglesias que aún no están añadidas a la Conferencia, The Rock IMU y The Journey IMU, han comenzado a construir proyectos
durante el último año. Al momento de redactar este informe (abril de 2021), The Rock echará sus cimientos pronto y, con suerte, The
Journey estará en su nuevo espacio en abril de 2021. A medida que se muden a sus espacios más permanentes, anticipamos que se
fortalecerán lo suficiente como para incluirse en el próximo año de la conferencia. Windsong IMU también continúa recaudando
fondos para completar un edificio sin deudas.
Es de esperar que ellos también se incluyan después de que se complete el edificio.

Desarrollo de Liderazgo Laico y del Clérigo
Con el inicio de Covid 19, las visitas al seminario no pudieron realizarse y, sin embargo, las relaciones han continuado. Nuestra
conferencia tiene un estudiante de Perkins haciendo su pasantía en Coker IMU y tendremos un estudiante del Seminario Teológico
Wesley haciendo su pasantía a partir de agosto de 2021. A medida que se abren las cosas, esperamos continuar no solo con visitas al
seminario e internados cortos sino también enseñando a los estudiantes seminaristas nuevamente sobre el ministerio en la frontera.
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En enero de 2021, comenzamos nuestra segunda cohorte de predicación de un año con un evento dirigido por la Dra. Alyce McKenzie
de la Escuela de Teología Perkins. 48 pastores y oradores laicos asistieron al evento virtual. Un segundo evento está programado para
octubre de 2021 y los 21 participantes de la cohorte completarán su trabajo en noviembre. Este año pudimos tener un grupo bilingüe
y otro solo en inglés. Esperamos continuar este trabajo nuevamente en 2022.
Además del evento de predicación, Jozlin Parker y Karen Horan organizaron el evento de la “Iglesia Híbrida” en agosto con más de 100
participantes, seguido por una cohorte de 20 iglesias durante 5 meses. También recibimos a Nona Jones con su ayuda utilizando
Facebook como un medio para crear discípulos en octubre de 2020 (85 participaron en ese evento), Jason Moore organizó el evento
“Ambos / Y” en enero de 2021 (50 participaron en ese evento). Ray Altman también ha continuado con los grupos de aprendizaje del
clero. Esperamos expandir nuestro desarrollo de liderazgo laico también este año de conferencia.

Ministerios de Siervos Laicos
Scott Maderer es el Director del Ministerio de Siervos Laicos de la Conferencia y ofrece este informe.
Durante 2020, el programa de Ministerios de Siervos Laicos (de aquí, LSM) ha continuado enfrentando desafíos así como muchos de
nuestros programas de la iglesia. El comité actual de LSM de la conferencia tomó la decisión de encontrar formas de continuar
ofreciendo capacitación y conferencias cristianas a través de programas en línea para poder continuar trabajando dentro y entre los
distritos de la conferencia. Este año, los distritos y la conferencia llevaron a cabo varias capacitaciones con éxito en línea para varios
de los cursos del Ministerio de Siervos Laicos por primera vez. Cada una ha tenido más de 50 asistentes que se reunieron para
capacitarse y aprender y apoyarse mutuamente en el desarrollo de su liderazgo.
El Libro de Disciplina reconoce que para tener un ministerio eficaz dentro de nuestra conferencia debemos desarrollar y alentar el
liderazgo de los laicos, y este es el objetivo explícito de LSM. Los directores de distrito actuales y el director laico de la conferencia
están trabajando juntos con un enfoque en: Incrementar la comunicación y cooperación en todos los distritos dentro de la conferencia,
construir herramientas efectivas que todos podamos utilizar, identificar nuevas clases en metodología tanto en línea como fuera de
línea y fomentar el ministerio laico tanto en Siervos Laicos como en Ministros Laicos Certificados para ayudarles a ser creativos en la
identificación de sus propios campos de misión.
Los directores de distrito continúan reuniéndose regularmente ahora a través de Zoom para una actualización trimestral para
capacitarnos a compartir una metodología e información efectivas sobre los próximos cursos y lo que todos estamos intentando en
nuestros propios distritos. De esta manera, estamos viendo a los directores compartir información y aprender las mejores prácticas y
alentar y permitir que surja la experimentación y nuevas visiones en cada distrito. Aún estamos en las primeras etapas del proceso y
hemos tenido muchos desafíos y cambios, pero el equipo está comprometido a continuar en comunicación regular.
Cada distrito continúa llevando a cabo sus propios cursos, pero también estamos trabajando juntos para tratar de traer de nuevo
cursos efectivos para el ministerio laico de la conferencia. Al mismo tiempo, buscamos cuáles son las necesidades de los laicos e
identificamos recursos de una variedad de fuentes para suplir esas necesidades de manera efectiva. La atención se centra en
desarrollar un liderazgo laico eficaz, en lugar de simplemente obtener una "certificación".
Dentro de este panorama más amplio, anticipamos una mayor necesidad de un liderazgo laico eficaz dentro de la conferencia. Por lo
tanto, estamos intentando trabajar de manera proactiva con aquellos llamados a campos de misión únicos para proporcionar las
herramientas y los recursos que necesitan para ser efectivos. Esto incluye estar más involucrados en el programa de Ministerio Laico
Certificado y trabajar en estrecha colaboración en todos los distritos para usar de manera efectiva los recursos limitados y así brindar
el apoyo necesario durante toda la conferencia. De esta manera, los distritos no tienen que reinventar la rueda o proporcionar recursos
para un número limitado de laicos mientras pueden alentar a los laicos con apoyo y capacitación trabajando en todos los distritos
dentro de la conferencia completa.
Si Ud. está interesado en participar como siervo laico o simplemente ayudar a acercarse primero a su director de distrito de ministerios
de siervos laicos o al director de la conferencia que se indica a continuación. Que Dios continúe bendiciendo y haciendo crecer el
liderazgo laico en toda la Conferencia Río Texas.

Ministerio del Campo de la Universidad:
Al igual que nuestras iglesias, Ministerio del Campo de la Universidad luchó durante la pandemia y, sin embargo, Dios continúa moviéndose y
manteniendo a nuestros estudiantes universitarios conectados y creciendo como discípulos de Jesucristo. Diez Ministerios del Campo de la
Universidad están en nueve campus durante la mayor parte del último año de la conferencia. El Ministerio de la Universidad de Houston en Victoria
se cerró durante el verano, pero se volverá a conectar con los estudiantes en el otoño de 2021 y 1era IMU Victoria asumirá este esfuerzo. La Rda.
Lizzie Wright y el Rdo. Wes Cain están coordinando los Ministerios del Campo junto con la Rda. Karen Horan en el centro de conferencias. Los
Ministros del Campo se están conectando más regularmente entre sí, con sus Equipos de Estrategia de Distrito y se les pide que presenten informes
regulares a la oficina de la conferencia. Mientras Covid 19 condujo a todas las universidades al aprendizaje en línea, los pastores de su campus han
hecho un trabajo fantástico al mantenerse conectados en la adoración, la oración, el estudio e incluso la divulgación, ya que los estudiantes
universitarios que no asisten a la misma escuela pueden reunirse virtualmente para conectarse entre sí y Jesucristo. Todavía existe la necesidad de
que las iglesias individuales se conecten con los estudiantes y los Ministerios del Campo en su área. Por favor, considere con espíritu de oración cómo
su iglesia puede apoyar este importante trabajo. Río Texas tiene liderazgo en el Ministerio del Campo en UT Austin: The Texas Wesley (Rdo. David
McMinn) y University IMU Austin (Megan Otto), UTSA a través de University IMU San Antonio (Sarah Reiter), SAC y Trinity University (personal de SA
Campus Ministry y la Rda. Valerie Vogt), TLU a través de 1era IMU Seguin (Rda. Melissa Lind), UTRGV Wesley Center, Texas State United Campus
Ministry (Rdo. Todd Salmi), U of H Victoria, (TBD) y Huston Tillotson University (Rdo. Don Brewington). Se creará y se compartirá un video mientras
nos reunimos en la Conferencia Anual.

Vitalizando Congregaciones:
La mayor parte del trabajo de vitalización se ha llevado a cabo a través de eventos de aprendizaje más grandes mencionados anteriormente y en los
eventos del distrito. Muchas iglesias han sido muy creativas en cómo alcanzar a otros en línea y han trabajado con nuestro Director de Ministerios
Técnicos para mejorar aún más. Aunque nuestras subvenciones para personas nuevas y lugares nuevos normalmente no otorgan subvenciones para
tecnología, durante la pandemia era la ÚNICA forma de alcanzar a nuevas personas. Se otorgaron muchas subvenciones más pequeñas a través de
las cohortes, así como a través de las subvenciones de tecnología y otras subvenciones del NPNP. Desde el 1 de julio de 2020, 41 iglesias recibieron
$ 89,000 para tecnología y alcance para alcanzar nuevas personas para Cristo. De estas 41 iglesias, 14 eran congregaciones hispanas (las cuales
recibieron $ 43,500) y 5 fueron históricamente congregaciones Afro Americanas (que recibieron $ 14,000).
¡Qué gozo asociarse con tantas iglesias a medida que se allegan a nuevas personas para que sean más vitales en su área! Estas subvenciones se
ofrecen tres veces al año y oramos para que los fondos se puedan utilizar al máximo efecto.

MINISTERIO DE RESPUESTA A DISASTRES DE LA CONFERENCIA RÍO TEXAS
SOLOPARA INFORMACIÓN

El Ministerio de Respuesta a Desastres ha tenido un año activo: el área de la conferencia se vio afectada por dos grandes desastres, el
huracán Hanna y la tormenta invernal 2021; el esfuerzo masivo de recuperación tras el huracán Harvey terminó; se continuó el trabajo
de recuperación de las inundaciones de 2018 y 2019 en el Valle; se desplegaron equipos de ERT y motosierras en Louisiana junto con
una mini cargadora y varios generadores eléctricos; y se enviaron más de 3000 paquetes de higiene desde el Centro de Respuesta a
Desastres Martínez a grupos que atienden a migrantes a través de la frontera sur. Cada acción tomada durante el año estuvo
influenciada por la preocupación por evitar la propagación del virus COVID 19. El lado positivo de la necesidad de adaptarse a la
pandemia es que se han desarrollado varios protocolos nuevos que pueden hacer que el trabajo futuro del ministerio sea más
eficiente.
La tormenta invernal de 2021 fue inusual porque afectó a todas las partes de la Conferencia. Se desarrolló un programa para ayudar
a las iglesias a alcanzar a sus comunidades. Las iglesias pueden solicitar ayuda en nombre de las familias que necesitan ayuda.
El huracán Hanna provocó daños en miles de viviendas en los condados de Willacy, Cameron, Hidalgo y Starr. Este fue el tercer año
consecutivo en que los desastres azotaron la misma zona. Debido a la pandemia de COVID, relativamente pocos voluntarios han podido
desplegarse, lo que ha resultado en un trabajo atrasado que debe completarse. UMCOR ha proporcionado más de $ 600,000 para
ayudar en el esfuerzo y Lowe's proporcionó $ 50,000 adicionales por medio de una subvención nacional VOAD. Se insta a las iglesias
a planificar ahora el envío de equipos misioneros para que sean parte del ministerio a las familias que han esperado demasiado tiempo
para recibir ayuda.
El enorme esfuerzo que siguió al huracán Harvey terminó este año. Rio Texas Disaster Response lanzó una recuperación a largo plazo
del huracán Harvey en octubre de 2017 con planes que incluían administración de casos, servicios de construcción, coordinación de
voluntarios y asistencia financiera para necesidades pendientes. Una visión inicial creció más allá de todas las expectativas, lo que
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resultó en un presupuesto aproximado de $ 13.5 millones con dos oficinas regionales apoyadas por múltiples oficinas satélites, todas
con sede en las Iglesias Metodistas Unidas. Este programa histórico de Respuesta a Desastres de la Conferencia Río Texas movilizó
más de $ 20 millones en asistencia directa para más de 1100 clientes de Río Texas.
En respuesta a la pandemia de COVID 19, el Ministerio de Respuesta a Desastres de Río Texas ha desarrollado una estrategia para
desplegar un Centro de Información y Recursos de Respuesta a Desastres y una estrategia para utilizar voluntarios espontáneos para
ayudar con remoción y la limpieza.
El Centro de Recursos distribuirá breves instrucciones impresas para que las utilicen las familias que tienen la capacidad de hacer su
propio trabajo en la fase de respuesta. El centro distribuirá paquetes de limpieza e higiene UMCOR y material como lonas, listones de
enrasar y bolsas de basura. Actualmente, las instrucciones incluyen: Seguridad; Remoción de escombros; Estiércol, tripa y moho:
peligros, limpieza de protección. También se preparó un video de "cómo hacer" sobre cómo colocar una lona en un techo. Todo el
material impreso está disponible en inglés y en español.
La segunda gran iniciativa adoptada han sido los protocolos para el uso de voluntarios espontáneos incluso después de que la
pandemia de COVID 19 cede. Se ha desarrollado un plan de estudios de formación de treinta minutos para los voluntarios. La
capacitación estará dirigida a las tareas apropiadas para el desastre específico y prestará atención explícita a los procedimientos y
preocupaciones de seguridad. Los protocolos exigen que cada equipo sea dirigido por dos líderes capacitados en ERT. Se seguirán
utilizando equipos de respuesta temprana, pero los nuevos protocolos también permiten que los voluntarios espontáneos sirvan.
El Centro de Respuesta a Desastres Martínez continúa sirviendo como un centro de recolección de paquetes UMCOR ensamblados
por las iglesias en la Conferencia, así como también como almacenamiento para equipos de respuesta a desastres. UMCOR ahora
recibe solo paquetes escolares, paquetes de higiene y paquetes de limpieza (cubos de inundación). El centro sirve como lugar de
recolección de todos los paquetes, pero el inventario principal son los paquetes de limpieza y los paquetes de higiene. Hay
oportunidades de voluntariado disponibles en el centro de Kerrville para que los grupos verifiquen los paquetes de limpieza antes de
entregarlos a los sobrevivientes de las inundaciones. Comuníquese con el coordinador del almacén, Larry Altman, en
warehouse@riotexasresponse.org para obtener más información o para programar un horario para su equipo.
El Ministerio de Respuesta a Desastres ha disfrutado de un tremendo apoyo de la conferencia. Esperamos que esto pueda continuar
apoyando el Avance 2050 y uniéndonos al esfuerzo como voluntarios. Visite la página web del Ministerio de Respuesta a Desastres en
riotexasresponse.org para obtener más información.

• Lanzamiento del programa Staff on Standby (SOS). El programa SOS está diseñado para empleados que no desempeñan
funciones directas de cuidado de niños para que presten su apoyo ayudando con proyectos a corto plazo y para las
necesidades de cuidado de niños. El objetivo es aliviar las cargas adicionales impuestas al personal de cuidado infantil durante
COVID 19 y brindar oportunidades de participación de los empleados que respalden nuestra misión. El Programa SOS fue
nominado al premio COA Innovative Practices de 2020.

• Como se ordenaron protocolos de refugio en el hogar en muchas áreas, el personal de las oficinas de MCH Family Outreach
en Texas y Nuevo México sirvió a las familias como lo haría en caso de un desastre natural. Los administradores de casos
aumentaron sus visitas a las familias de los clientes para proporcionar suministros esenciales.

• Se instalaron las cuarta y quinta casas nuevas en nuestro campus de Waco como parte de la campaña de capital Building
Hope y se comenzó la construcción de cuatro casas nuevas. Las casas de vanguardia están diseñadas con nuestra investigación
informada sobre el trauma en mente.

• Se graduaron 22 estudiantes de último año de la escuela secundaria y se apoyó a los ex alumnos adicionales de MCH que
cursan estudios superiores en colegios comunitarios, escuelas profesionales o instituciones de cuatro años.

• Se lograron las designaciones del Sello de Oro de Transparencia de Guidestar y una calificación de caridad de cuatro estrellas
de Charity Navigator. Menos del 1 por ciento de las organizaciones sin fines de lucro que figuran en Guidestar han alcanzado
al nivel Gold. Estas designaciones reconocen nuestro compromiso con la excelencia y los esfuerzos para cumplir con nuestro
trabajo con la máxima integridad y transparencia.

• Fuimos nombrados Organización Embajadora de TBRI® por el Instituto Karyn Purvis de Desarrollo Infantil de la Universidad
Cristiana de Texas. TBRI® es una intervención basada en el apego, informada por el trauma, y diseñada para satisfacer las
necesidades complejas de niños vulnerables. Las Organizaciones Embajadoras son socios clave con relaciones a largo plazo
con el Instituto Purvis.

• Entramos en una asociación de colaboración con One Heart Project (OHP) para proporcionar tutoría integral basada en evidencia para
jóvenes en los programas residenciales y postratamiento de MCH en Waco. The One Heart Project es una organización nacional con sede
en Southlake, Texas, y tiene un historial de producir cambios positivos en la juventud a través de tutorías, capacitación en habilidades para
la vida y las brechas, inteligencia social y emocional y capacitación laboral.

• Fortalecimos nuestra colaboración con The Cove Heart of Texas, Inc., quien trasladó sus operaciones al primer piso del Centro de Alcance
Familiar MCH en Waco. The Cove sirve a los jóvenes en edad de escuela secundaria sin acceso a una vivienda al brindarles acceso a los
recursos que necesitan para prosperar. Con un enfoque común para equipar y empoderar a los jóvenes, esta colaboración fortalecerá tanto
a las organizaciones sin fines de lucro como a la comunidad de Waco en general.

En nombre de nuestra Junta Directiva, el personal y las personas a las que servimos en nuestros muchos programas residenciales y de
alcance, le agradezco a usted, obispo, y a los miembros de la Conferencia Anual de Río por su dedicación en asociación con el ministerio
de Providence Place. Por la gracia de Dios, celebramos nuestro 125 aniversario en 2020 durante una pandemia y hemos continuado
brindando y expandiendo nuestros servicios gracias al apoyo comprometido de donantes individuales y de las Iglesias Metodistas
Unidas. Hemos podido ser una bendición para nuestra comunidad y continuar con nuestro importante trabajo a pesar de estos tiempos
difíciles, y no podríamos haberlo hecho sin ustedes.
Providence Place comenzó en 1895 como un refugio para mujeres y niños que eran los más necesitados de nuestra comunidad, y en
ese entonces las iglesias Metodistas y la Conferencia Metodista se unieron a nosotros para brindar alimentos, albergue y servicios de
adopción a nuestras mujeres más vulnerables. Después de 125 años, seguimos brindando servicios de adopción y hemos colocado a
más de 6000 bebés en hogares amorosos para siempre. Hemos ampliado nuestros servicios de adopción para incluir la adopción en
hogares de guarda y, en 2020, abrimos un programa residencial para mujeres jóvenes que están más de la edad permitida para
permanecer en el sistema de guarda. Viven con nosotros en un apartamento y practican la vida independiente y las habilidades
laborales hasta que estén listos para hacer la transición a la comunidad de manera exitosa e independiente.

Proporcionamos pañales, fórmula, asesoramiento, manejo de casos y clases para padres
gratis para ayudar a las familias durante tiempos difíciles y fortalecerlas para enfrentar sus muchos desafíos. Nuestro objetivo es
apoyar a las mujeres, los niños y las familias, ya sea que elijan la adopción o la crianza de los hijos.
Nuestro programa residencial para mujeres sobrevivientes de trata de personas, violencia sexual o doméstica, My Mariposa Home, se
está fortaleciendo. Estamos celebrando nuestro segundo aniversario ofreciendo este programa, y nuestro primer grupo de
sobrevivientes se graduó y se está mudando a la comunidad para vivir sus vidas como Dios quiso, seguros y sintiéndose apoyados y
amados.
Y este año, 2021, estamos abriendo un refugio a corto plazo que atiende a jóvenes sin hogar, brindándoles servicios para estabilizar
sus vidas y reintegrarlos a nuestra comunidad. Nuestro compromiso con las mujeres, los niños y las familias vulnerables continúa, al
igual que nuestra asociación con nuestras congregaciones y seguidores Metodistas ... sirviendo juntos para terminar con el trauma y
difundir el amor de Dios. Somos muy afortunados de tener tantos socios dedicados que apoyan nuestro trabajo y quieren verlo
prosperar para las generaciones futuras necesitadas.

 Un cambio a la enseñanza y el aprendizaje en línea desde finales de marzo hasta diciembre de 2020 Al ser la única universidad

de Zimbabue acreditada para ofrecer titulaciones en línea, la Universidad de África contaba con la infraestructura y la
experiencia necesarias para realizar la transición sin problemas y abrir nuevos caminos con herramientas de evaluación de
estudiantes basadas en competencias.

 Donaciones por un total de más de 300 000 dólares procedentes de toda la conexión metodista unida que fueron designadas
para los esfuerzos de ayuda por la COVID 19. Estas donaciones generosas permitieron a la Universidad de África alojar,
alimentar y animar a cerca de 300 estudiantes internacionales que se quedaron varados en su campus entre marzo y finales de
julio de 2020.

 Excelente retención de estudiantes y modesto crecimiento de la inscripción, con una captación de más del 99 % del
aprendizaje en línea por parte de los estudiantes. Más de 3000 estudiantes inscritos para el año académico 2020 2021, un
aumento del 16 % con respecto al año anterior, con 2395 estudiantes de tiempo completo. El cincuenta y siete por ciento de los
estudiantes de tiempo completo eran mujeres y el 24 % eran internacionales.

 Innovación, alcance y servicio a través de lo siguiente:
o Desarrollo y distribución de máscaras y desinfectante para manos (de su propio diseño/elaboración), que ahora

han sido certificados y autorizados para la producción comercial.
o El lanzamiento, a través de una aplicación web, de la entrega a domicilio de productos frescos, carne y aves de

corral por parte del Africa University Dream Farm Trust.
o Dos iniciativas dirigidas por estudiantes (Feed a Family y Ben Hill UMC Women’s Residence Girl Child Support

Program) que proporcionaron atención médica, alimentos y ayuda para pagar las cuotas escolares a las familias
vulnerables de la comunidad en general. Los estudiantes que trabajan en el campus y en casa recaudaron
recursos, adquirieron suministros y organizaron una distribución segura a las familias.

 La finalización exitosa de dos nuevos edificios: la instalación sindical para estudiantes financiada por la UMC de Highland Park y
un dormitorio para estudiantes mujeres.

Noticias de Última Hora 

 Clases virtuales: Nuestros profesores, empleados, y biblioteca pivotaron con éxito clases totalmente virtuales en la Primavera
del 2020 durante el confinamiento por el COVID 19, el cual continuó durante el trimestre de verano. En el otoño de 2020,
ofrecimos una opción híbrida de aprendizaje, con la iniciativa “Aprender desde cualquier lugar” de la Universidad de Boston,
que incluía un programa comprensivo de pruebas para COVID 19 y precauciones estrictas para asegurar la seguridad de los
estudiantes, profesorado, y empleados. Se les daba la mayor flexibilidad a los estudiantes, con la opción de aprender en clases
en persona y socialmente distanciadas, donde la gente llevaba mascarillas, o en la comodidad de su propio hogar por Zoom. La
reorientación al aprendizaje por el internet sirvió como oportunidad para el profesorado de BUSTH de desarrollar nuevas
competencias pedagógicas y mejorar la posición de la escuela para tener más participación en conversaciones en el mundo
actual sobre las mejores prácticas de aprendizaje a distancia, híbrido, por internet, y opciones en línea para estudiantes
internacionales. 

 Estudiantes: Seguimos incrementando y celebrando la diversidad en nuestro alumnado, creando oportunidades de tener
conversaciones profundas y una vida de comunidad virtual abundante. Nuestra clase del Otoño de 2020 fue una de las más
grandes que hemos tenido en la historia de la universidad, con 128 estudiantes nuevos matriculados en Septiembre, a pesar de
que el reclutamiento tuvo que sufrir una transición para pasar a ser totalmente por internet.

 Profesorado: Celebramos el servicio de 12 años de la decana emerita Mary Elizabeth Moore a la Escuela cuando se jubiló el 31
de diciembre del 2020. La institución siempre le agradecerá su tenencia histórica como decana. La nueva decana G. Sujin Pak
empezó su nuevo cargo el primero de enero del 2021. La decana Pak es conocida por sus compromisos al rigor académico, la
justicia social, y al Metodismo Unido, lo cual la ha hecho una candidata maravillosa para el decanato de BUSTH en estos
tiempos. En los próximos meses, la Escuela piensa contratar un nuevo Profesor de Liderazgo Ético Martin Luther King, Jr.

 Concesión Económica Lilly para la Iniciativa de Congregaciones Prósperas: A BUSTH se le otorgó una concesión económica de
casi un millón de dólares por cuatro años para trabajar con congregaciones urbanas que responden al trauma. El proyecto se
centrará en responder a congregaciones que son continuamente formadas por eventos traumáticos domésticos y globales
compuestas, como el racismo sistémico, la violencia causada por armas, la indigencia, y estresantes de imigracion y que se
dedican a reaccionar a todo ello.

 Becas: Seguimos ofreciendo matrículas gratis a candidatos matriculados con la UMC para posiciones ordenadas. Construir becas
y oportunidades de vivienda para los estudiantes sigue siendo una prioridad importante. BUSTH también ofrece becas de
liderazgo para apoyar a estudiantes en estudios étnicos, de género, y de sexualidad: Raíces Latinas, Valor Sagrado, Estudios
Indígenas, Estudiantes Coreanos, Mujeres en Liderazgo, y Estudios de la Iglesia Negra.

 Aprendizaje por internet de por vida: Gracias a una beca de Incubadora de Enseñanza Digital de BU, BUSTH empezó a ofrecer
mini cursos, talleres, y grupos de lectura, por internet para el enriquecimiento profesional y espiritual de alumnos y otros
líderes espirituales que están interesados. Grupos inaugurales incluyeron temas como Afrofuturismo, espiritualidad mediante
las lecturas de Howard Thurman, y rituales y prácticas de tristeza en tiempos endémicos. Para aprender más o participar en los
próximos ofrecimientos de BUSTH Aprendizaje De Por Vida, visite bu.edu/sth/oll.

 Desarrollo: La campaña de “En Misión” de BUSTH superó todas las expectativas cuando concluyó en Septiembre de 2019,
ganando $29.4 millón muchísimo más del objetivo de $15 millón que fue puesto en 2010. Esos fondos reflejan el apoyo amplio
de los alumnos, amigos, profesorado, empleados, y estudiantes, y tienen un impacto profundo en la habilidad de la Escuela de
seguir su misión. Más de 2,800 contribuyentes, incluyendo 1,927 alumnos (50% de los alumnos) aportaron a nuestra campaña.

 Doctorado de Ministerio: El DMin en Liderazgo Transformacional florece con cohortes dinámicos de estudiantes que

El modelo incluye cursos intensivos,
cursos por internet, y tutoría del profesorado.
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 Asociaciones Ecuménicas: Ahora tenemos cuatro Comunidades de Aprendizaje confesionales: Weslyen/Metodista,
Episcopal/Anglicana, Iglesia Unida de Cristo, y Unitaria Universalista.

 Asociación con la Universidad Hebrea: Juntos podemos enriquecer el aprendizaje interreligioso con cursos unidos y eventos
públicos, y copatrocinar El Diario de Estudios Interreligiosos y El Estado de Formación para líderes emergentes.

 Estudios de capellanía: BUSTH y el Laboratorio de Innovaciones en Capellanía recibieron una beca para apoyar el proyecto
unido“Innovaciones en Estudios de Capellanas,” que tratará de diseñar cursos sobre capellanía en la enseñanza superior, y
centralizar el aprendizaje para los planes de estudios para capellanes, incluyendo competencias necesarias para capellanes y
otros profesionales del cuidado espiritual.

FACULTAD DE TEOLOGÍA DE CANDLER

Desde nuestra fundación en el año 1914, la Facultad de Teología de Candler en la Universidad de Emory ha educado más de 10.000
estudiantes, formando líderes cristianos atentos, de principios y valientes, dedicados a transformar el mundo en el nombre de
Jesucristo. Continuamos nuestro trabajo incluso durante este año más difícil, con el coronavirus continuando su marcha por todo el
mundo, un reconocimiento de la injusticia racial que recorre nuestra nación, y un atmósfera político toxico y divisivo que desafía
nuestra vida cívica. Tal vez no hay mejor año que este para subrayar la importancia de lideres fieles y creativos para los ministerios de
la iglesia en el mundo – el tipo de lideres que formamos en Candler.
Aunque nuestra misión permanece inalterada, la pandemia ha requerido muchos cambios en la forma en que emprendemos esa
misión: hemos cambiado las clases en línea, rediseñado los planes de estudio para apoyar el aprendizaje óptimo en línea, desarrollado
nuevas formas de adorar y experimentar comunidad juntos en la esfera virtual, y discernado qúe hábitos y modalidades son
prometadores para enriquecer nuestro trabajo incluso después de la pandemia. A través de estos esfuerzos, nosotros y nuestros
estudiantes hemos adquirido una profunda experiencia en ser flexibles, adaptables y creativos mientras respondemos a las demandas
de contextos que cambian constantemente—experiencia que no sólo nos sirve bien ahora, sino que continuará sirviendo a nosotros
y a nuestros ministerios en el futuro.
Candler es uno de los 13 seminarios oficiales de la Iglesia Metodista Unida, pero fiel a la tradición metodista de apertura ecuménica,
damos una bienvenida entusiástica a estudiantes de 44 denominaciones, con 46% de estudiantes MDiv viniendo de la tradición
Wesleyana. Nuestro alumnado refleja la diversidad y amplitud de los fieles cristianos, con 483 estudiantes inscritos de 12 paises y 37
estados, con el 44 por ciento de personas de color (EE.UU.) y una edad mediana de 27 años entre los estudiantes MDiv. Esta diversidad
es una bendición rica, y este año creamos un nuevo puesto de personal de subdirector de vida estudiantil para diversidad, equidad e
inclusión para fomentar la comprensión y asegurar que respondemos a los necesidades de nuestros estudiantes diversos.
Ofrecemos seis titulaciones simples (MDiv, MTS, MRL MRPL, ThM, DMin) y diez titulaciones dobles. Nuestro título del Doctorado en
Ministerio se cumple el 90 por ciento en línea, así que los estudiantes puedan quedarse en sus lugares del ministerio mientras
completen sus títulos. Nuestra nueva concentración de capellanía ahora es una de las concentracions más populares, y nuestro
programa de Parroquia de Enseñanza permite a los estudiantes servir como estudiantes pastores en iglesias locales a través del
sureste, aprendiendo de primera mano guiar una congregación; este año, hubo 36 participantes.
Aliviar deuda estudiantil a través de apoyo financiero generoso sigue ser uno de nuestros principales prioridades. El año 2019 2020,
dimos $6.6 millones en apoyo financiero, con el 100% de los estudiantes MDiv y el 98% de todos estudiantes recibiendo apoyo
financiero. Todos los estudiantes MDiv quienes son candidatos certificados para el ministerio ordenado en La Iglesia Metodista Unida
reciben becas para la matricula completa, y todos los estudiantes entrantes en los programas de la Maestría en Divinidad, la Maestría
en Estudios Teológicos, y la Maestría en Liderazgo Religioso recibirán becas cubriendo al menos el 50% de la matrícula.
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Las demandas de la pandemia no disminuyeron el sólido calendario de eventos de Candler. El programa de Estudios de la Iglesia Negra
de Candler celebró su 30o aniversario con una serie de conferencias y paneles de discusión en línea en el transcurso de un año, ahora
disponible en vimeo.com/candler. También lanzamos la Candler Foundry para hacer que la educación teológica sea accesible a todos,
a través de cursos cortos y semestrales impartidos por la facultad de Candler, videos y guías de discusión para estimular la conversación
en grupos o uno a uno, y discusiones de panel en Facebook Live que conectan la teología con temas actuales en el mundo. Vea las
últimas ofertas en candlerfoundry.emory.edu.

ESCUELA TEOLÓGICA DE LA UNIVERSIDAD DREW
SOLAMENTE PARA INFORMACIÓN

Al igual que con la mayoría de las otras escuelas en el noreste de los EE. UU., Drew University evacuó su campus a principios de la primavera de 2020
en respuesta a la pandemia de COVID 19. La facultad y el personal de Drew Theological School se adaptaron a este desafío con resiliencia, compasión
y creatividad. La facultad de la Escuela Teológica puso todos sus cursos en línea, dirigió talleres de desarrollo para profesores de toda la universidad
y, con el fin de acomodar a nuestros muchos admitidos internacionales que no podrían ingresar a los Estados Unidos para el otoño de 2020, diseñó
un programa asincrónico de Maestría en Divinidad. . Como resultado de este trabajo, la Escuela de Teología dio la bienvenida a 147 nuevos
estudiantes, su clase entrante más grande en una década, con una matrícula de 380 para el año académico en curso. Nuestro equipo de capilla
también ha liderado el camino en la creación de experiencias de adoración en línea que conectan a la comunidad de Drew ahora en todo el mundo.
Todos los programas de grado en la Escuela de Teología incluyen cursos interdisciplinarios que exigen un pensamiento innovador, capacitación de
aprendizaje que aborde problemas del mundo real y modos de aprendizaje que promuevan la adaptabilidad y la innovación. Nuestros títulos MDiv y
MATM incluyen un año de entrada requerido, trayectorias vocacionales y aprendizaje experiencial que desarrolla y profundiza las habilidades de
liderazgo adaptativo. El plan de estudios presenta una secuencia interdisciplinaria de cursos básicos, diseñada y enseñada en equipo, que refleja la
integración de las disciplinas y prácticas teológicas características de la vida de fe. La facultad también ha articulado valores compartidos que se
infunden en la enseñanza y el aprendizaje en Drew: un compromiso con el antirracismo; igualdad de género e identidad sexual; eco sostenibilidad y
justicia ambiental; y entendimiento y cooperación interreligiosos. Drew cultiva pastores, predicadores, diáconos, activistas, maestros y líderes de
opinión que viajan por todo el mundo para ocupar su lugar como la próxima generación de líderes religiosos y agentes de cambio.

s un honor para mí presentar un informe de la única institución de la Jurisdicción Centro Sur a su conferencia. Es mi deseo agradecer
al obispo y a los miembros de la conferencia por el apoyo comprometido a Lydia Patterson durante el año pasado.
El año 2020 ha sido diferente a cualquier otro en mis 36 años de servicio en este ministerio. Hemos soportado muchas crisis antes,
como guerras de drogas, violencia, devaluaciones del peso, problemas fronterizos y de inmigración y otras pandemias, pero ninguna
tan aterradora como COVID 19. Esta vez las vidas de nuestros estudiantes y personal se vieron amenazadas. Esta vez, no supimos
cómo atacarlo.
A principios de marzo, cerramos nuestras puertas para mantener seguros a nuestros estudiantes y personal. Por la gracia de Dios y sin
saber que Él tenía algo que ver en lo que vendría, habíamos informatizado nuestras aulas unos 4 años antes. El cambio de presencial
a online se realizó en 24 horas. Encontramos algunas fallas, como estudiantes sin internet o computadoras en casa. Nos movimos
rápido para proporcionarles tabletas y “puntos calientes” para que ningún estudiante se quedara atrás. El plan, por supuesto, era
volver al aula en unas pocas semanas.
Las pocas semanas se convirtieron en meses y los meses en un año. Logramos celebrar la promoción de 2020 con 69 graduados de
último año. De los 69 estudiantes del último año, 69 están en la universidad en la actualidad.
Comenzamos el semestre de otoño con una caída en la inscripción. Los padres tenían dificultades para pagar la matrícula. Para
entonces, muchos estaban desempleados y habían perdido a sus seres queridos a causa de la pandemia. Nuestro trabajo era ver que
nuestros estudiantes regresaran y que estuviéramos allí para hacerlo posible. Avanzamos rápidamente para recaudar más becas. La
incertidumbre de la situación fue alarmante y muchos padres optaron por mantener a sus hijos en casa.
Los maestros y el personal son héroes y heroínas. Han hecho un trabajo increíble al mantener a los estudiantes enfocados y en el
curso. Es posible que algunos estudiantes se estén quedando atrás, pero recibirán ayuda adicional durante el verano para ponerse al
día. Esta administración buscará fondos para que estos estudiantes puedan asistir a la matrícula gratis y regresar a bordo.
Los últimos doce meses han sido una prueba para nuestra fe. Nosotros, en Lydia Patterson, no perdimos la fe. Estando en medio de la
pandemia, completamos un campo de práctica de fútbol con pasto verde y pérgolas de colores para dar la bienvenida a los estudiantes
cuando regresen. Remodelamos el salón de música para que los alumnos tuvieran algo positivo y con optimismo a lo que regresar. Los
estudiantes, padres, maestros, todos han soportado tal dolor, que nos movimos para traer de vuelta la esperanza. Todos hemos vivido

 Nueve (9) estudiantes afiliados con la Conferencia Anual de Río Texas están inscritos en Perkins, incluyendo: siete (7)

estudiantes de Maestría en Divinidad (M.Div.), y dos (2) estudiantes de Doctorado en Ministerio (D.Min.).
 Cinco (5) estudiantes de Perkins realizarán su internado dentro de la Conferencia Anual de Río Texas durante el año

académico 2020 21, en los distritos de Coastal Bend, Capital, El Valle y Hill Country.
 El programa híbrido de extensión Houston Galveston, en su tercer año de proporcionar una combinación de clases en línea y

en residencia para terminar los programas académicos de M.Div. y M.A.M, totalizó con103 estudiantes durante el año
académico 2020 21 o un poco más de la mitad de los 200 estudiantes matriculados en estos programas.

 Brindar atención espiritual a todos aquellos que están enfermos u hospitalizados exige una variedad de habilidades
especializadas, especialmente dado el entorno multicultural actual. Para preparar a los estudiantes que se sienten llamados
en esta área, la Escuela de Teología Perkins en asociación con el Hospital Metodista de Houston ahora ofrece a los
estudiantes de Maestría en Divinidad (inscritos tanto en Houston como en Dallas) la oportunidad de concentrarse en la
Capellanía en la rama de la atención de la salud.

 A partir de junio de 2021, la Escuela de Teología Perkins añadirá un programa de Doctorado en Ministerio (D. Min.) en
Houston, además del programa actual de D. Min. que existe en Dallas. El programa de nivel de doctorado integra la
investigación académica con la práctica del ministerio. Los cursos se impartirán en el Hospital Houston Methodist. Con dos
aeropuertos internacionales, Houston también ofrece la ventaja de un acceso aéreo fácil desde muchas ciudades de los
Estados Unidos. El plan de estudios de Perkins de D. Min, está compuesto por dos años de cursos, donde los estudiantes
viajan a Houston durante dos semanas de cursos en persona durante los meses de junio y enero. El resto del programa, que
incluye un estudio dirigido y la redacción de una tesis, se puede completar de forma remota.

 La Conferencia Anual de Río Texas recibió un donativo, el cual fue posible gracias a un donativo de $150,000 otorgado por la
Fundación Henry Luce. Este se utilizó para apoyar su Iniciativa de Impacto Comunitario, que provee un ministerio de
lavandería (para familias indocumentadas sin instalaciones de lavandería en el hogar); un laboratorio de computación para
estudiantes sin conexión al internet; apoyo para sus servicios públicos, y un taller de capacitación para reparación de
bicicletas, así mismo como distribución de alimentos.

Actualización de inscripción
La inscripción en Perkins para el año académico 2020 21 muestra un total de 347 estudiantes, incluidos 28 inscritos en el programa
de Ph.D. Nuestro número de inscripción, sitúa a Perkins entre las escuelas “más grandes” (52 de 277 escuelas) dentro de la Asociación
de Escuelas Teológicas. Las estadísticas de otoño de 2020 reflejan lo siguiente: el 65% de toda la población estudiantil son Metodistas
Unidos (82% de estudiantes de Maestría en Divinidad) con otras 23 denominaciones/tradiciones representadas. El 27% son estudiantes
de minorías étnicas con un 6% adicional que comprende estudiantes internacionales. El programa híbrido de extensión Houston
Galveston, en su tercer año de brindar una combinación de clases en línea y en residencia para obtener los títulos de M.Div. y M.A.M,
totalizaron 103 estudiantes durante el año académico 2020 21 o un poco más de la mitad de los 200 estudiantes matriculados en
estos grados.
Lo más destacado de 2020 21Los semestres de otoño de 2020 y primavera de 2021 ofrecieron clases 100% en línea junto con cursos
ofrecidos en la modalidad Hyflex (estudiantes en persona y en línea juntos en un salón de clases). Muchos de los ritmos de trabajo de
la vida en Perkins también se movieron a espacios virtuales, incluyendo la mayoría de nuestras juntas y nuestros servicios de capilla.

 La Escuela de Teología Perkins y la Escuela de Administración de Cox anunciaron la creación de programas conjuntos y de
secuencia entre las dos escuelas de posgrado de Southern Methodist University. Los programas, diseñados para estudiantes
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interesados en una carrera en el ministerio con un fuerte enfoque empresarial, o para estudiantes interesados en una carrera
empresarial con un fuerte enfoque teológico, incluyen dos programas: la Maestría en Divinidad (M.Div.) y la Maestría de
Administración de Empresas (MBA) o la Maestría en Artes en Ministerio (M.A.M) y el M.B.A

 Brindar atención espiritual a todos aquellos que están enfermos u hospitalizados exige una variedad de habilidades
especializadas, especialmente dado el entorno multicultural actual. Para preparar a los estudiantes que se sienten llamados
en esta área, la Escuela de Teología Perkins en asociación con el Hospital Metodista de Houston ahora ofrece a los
estudiantes de Maestría en Divinidad (inscritos tanto en Houston como en Dallas) la oportunidad de concentrarse en la
Capellanía en la rama de la atención de la salud.

Priscilla Pope Levison y Bart Patton de Perkins serán los co investigadores principales del proyecto.

 Se firmó un nuevo Memorándum de Entendimiento (MOU) con la Central Methodist University en Missouri como parte de la
iniciativa en curso para profundizar las relaciones entre Perkins y los colegios universitarios, universidades, y seminarios
internacionales.

 La Escuela de Teología Perkins anunció a los ganadores del premio Woodrow B. Seals Laity en 2021: Nancy Seay, filántropa y
anciana de la iglesia Presbiteriana Highland Park (HPPC); y Lisa Tichenor, líder comunitario activo y miembro laico de la Iglesia
Metodista Unida de Highland Park (HPUMC). Junto con Mary White, la ganadora del Premio Seals 2020, las tres serán
honradas durante el servicio de adoración en línea Perkins Summit for Faith and Learning el 19 de marzo de 2021.

 El Rev. Donald W. Underwood y el Rev. Dr. Sidney G. Hall, III fueron anunciados como ganadores del premio Perkins
Distinguished Alumnus 2020. El premio reconoce a los exalumnos de Perkins que han demostrado eficacia e integridad en el
servicio a la iglesia, continuo apoyo a los objetivos de Perkins y Southern Methodist University, servicio sobresaliente a la
comunidad y un carácter ejemplar.

 Jubilaciones: el Obispo Whitfield (M. Div. '69) se jubiló oficialmente el 31 de agosto como Obispo en Residencia de Perkins y
director del Centro de Liderazgo Religioso. Jubilaciones oficiales a partir del 31 de mayo de 2021 incluyen al Dr. William
Abraham (Profesor de Estudios Wesleyanos Albert Cook Outler), Dra. Isabel Docampo (Codirectora del Programa de Practica
Ministerial y directora del Centro para el Estudio de Cristianismo Latino y Religiones), Duane Harbin (Decano Asistente de
Tecnología, Planificación y Cumplimiento) y la Dra. Evelyn Parker (profesora de Teología Práctica de la cátedra Centennial
Susanna Wesley).

Desde su fundación en 1911 por la Iglesia Metodista Episcopal del Sur, Southern Methodist University ha servido como una institución 
no sectaria de educación superior. Nuestra misión es expandir el conocimiento a través de la investigación y la enseñanza y servir como 
un poderoso catalizador para el crecimiento y desarrollo de Dallas y la región más amplia del norte de Texas. Con la continua 
representación Metodista en su Consejo de Administración y dando la bienvenida a estudiantes de todas las religiones, la Universidad 
está alcanzando un nivel mayor de logros y reconocimientos globales en nuestro segundo siglo para formar a los cambiadores del mundo 
de hoy y del mañana. En consistencia con la apreciación de su herencia Wesleyana, la Universidad presenta voluntariamente este informe 
a la Conferencia Anual de Río Texas.  
Actualización de SMU 
COVID-19 
SMU surgió como líder entre las instituciones académicas en el manejo de la pandemia global al organizar clases presenciales y las 
temporadas deportivas, evitando suspensiones y despidos significantes y previniendo grandes brotes de COVID-19 en el campus. A 
mediados del semestre de primavera de 2020, cambiamos a la instrucción completamente en línea, y a solamente empleados esenciales 
trabajando en el campus durante dos meses. Durante los meses de verano, diseñamos e implementamos una estrategia para brindar un 
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semestre de otoño exitoso con experiencias educativas flexibles y opciones de clases en el aula que nuestros estudiantes y familias 
solicitaron, así como protegiendo la salud de los miembros de nuestra comunidad y la solidez financiera de la Universidad. 
Estudiantes, profesores y personal 
A pesar de la pandemia, nuestra matriculación de otoño de 2020 fue sólida. Increíblemente, la generación de 2024 está compuesta de 
1,531 estudiantes-solo 13 estudiantes menos que el año anterior- de 43 países diferentes, así como de los Estados Unidos. Además, los 
estudiantes de color representan el 31% de la clase de primer año, 25% mas que el año pasado. Esta es la generación de primer año con 
mayor diversidad étnica y racial en la historia de SMU, con aumentos significativos en los estudiantes asiático-americanos e 
hispanos/latinos, y un aumento del 11% en los estudiantes que se identifican como personas de raza negra o Afroamericanos. 
Rankings 
SMU continúa recibiendo altos rangos y reconocimientos entre críticos prestigiosos, los cuales incluyen:

Así como, la escuela de posgrado Guildhall de
SMU que se encuentra entre las cinco mejores escuelas de graduados para estudiar diseño de videojuegos.

 Dentro de el 5% de las mejores universidades a nivel nacional y el 3% de las mejores universidades de Texas según College
Factual (2021).

 La capilla Perkins de SMU se encuentra en el numero16 de las 35 iglesias y capillas universitarias más bellas del país según
College Rank.

 El puesto numero 39 en informática y ciencias de la información y el puesto numero 48 en ingeniería en la lista anual de
DIVERSE Issues in Higher Education de los mejores 100 productores de estudiantes de minorías étnicas graduados en STEM
(2020).

Fondos 
En el año fiscal 2020, SMU recibió casi $30 millones en fondos externos para la investigación nacional y global. Las agencias de 
financiación actuales incluyen la Nacional Science Foundation, el Departamento de Educación de los Estados Unidos, El Departamento 
de Defensa de los Estados Unidos y la Fundación Toyota USA. La recaudación de fondos privados de SMU finalizó el año fiscal 2020 
muy sólido con más de $121.5 millones en donativos, lo que lo convierte en un año récord. Recaudamos $48 millones en fondos de uso 
actual en el año fiscal 2020, superando la meta de tres años de $150 millones. 
Investigación y educación de posgrado 
SMU continúa avanzando hacia su objetivo de convertirse en una institución de investigación de primer nivel, lo que elevará nuestra 
clasificación y reputación nacional. A la cabeza de nuestros esfuerzos académicos se encuentra nuestra nueva Rectora y Vicepresidenta 
de Asuntos Académicos Elizabeth Loboa, a quien seleccionamos después de una búsqueda de los mejores candidatos a nivel nacional. 
También iniciamos este otoño la escuela de posgrado Moody School of Graduate and Advanced Studies, aumentando así el ofrecimiento 
de oportunidades para la investigación, así como programas de Ph.D. 
La Escuela de Teología Perkins continúa desarrollando su asociación con el Hospital Metodista de Houston-sitio del Programa de 
Extensión Houston-Galveston de Perkins-lo que se cree que es el único seminario ubicado dentro de un hospital en Estados Unidos. En 
la primavera de 2021, se inició una nueva concentración de capellanía en la rama de la atención de la salud para estudiantes que cursan 
la Maestría en Divinidad. A principios de junio de 2021, Perkins añadirá el programa de Doctor en Ministerio (D.Min.) en Houston, 
añadiéndose al programa actual de D.Min. en Dallas. Desde el otoño de 2018, el Programa de Extensión Houston-Galveston, establecido 
por primera vez en 1995, ha estado ofreciendo un formato híbrido para los estudiantes de la Maestría en Divinidad y M.A.M., y los 
primeros graduados de la Maestría en Divinidad recibirán sus diplomas en mayo de 2021. 
SMU sigue creando un impacto en el mundo que nos rodea. Estamos agradecidos por nuestro continuo trabajo a través de la Escuela de 
Teología Perkins en la educación y capacitación en todas las ramas de la tradición Wesleyana. Les pedimos sus continuas oraciones y 
apoyo para nuestra Universidad y su misión.

UNIVERSIDAD DEL SUROESTE

A pesar de los desafíos planteados por la pandemia, Southwestern University continúa brindando a nuestros estudiantes una
experiencia educativa residencial distintiva. Gracias a la planificación meticulosa y la colaboración entre los departamentos y oficinas
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del campus, la universidad mantuvo con éxito una tasa de positividad de COVID 19 relativamente baja en la primavera y el otoño de
2020, mientras seguía participando en los cursos rigurosos basados en la investigación y las experiencias de aprendizaje de alto
impacto que preparan a nuestros estudiantes universitarios. para vidas y carreras exitosas más allá de la graduación.
Por cuarto año consecutivo, un número récord de estudiantes solicitaron admisión y, en agosto, recibimos a 361 estudiantes de primer
año y 50 estudiantes de transferencia, lo que elevó la matrícula total a 1,506. Aproximadamente el 63% de la nueva clase estaba en el
25% superior de su clase de graduados, y el 27% estaba en el 10% superior. En total, 21 estados y cuatro países están representados
en la clase. Los estudiantes subrepresentados constituyen el 39% de la clase y el 18% son estudiantes de primera generación. La clase
de Southwestern de 2024 también fue la más diversa en la historia de la universidad, con un 25% de la clase entrante que se identificó
como hispana o latina.
Nuestros galardones de 2020 incluyen la clasificación mensual de Washington Southwestern como la universidad de artes liberales
número 1 en Texas. La universidad también empató en el puesto número uno de la Escuela Nacional de Artes Liberales en Texas, según
el U.S. News and World Report. Nuestro Centro para el Desarrollo Profesional y de Carreras ocupa el puesto número 3 en la nación y
el número 1 en Texas, según The Princeton Review, que también clasificó a Southwestern como el número 2 en la nación y el número
1 en Texas entre sus escuelas de impacto.
Entre nuestros profesores académicos galardonados, ocho recibieron las Becas Sam Taylor de la Junta General de Educación Superior
y Ministerio Metodista Unido. En solo 52 semanas, Michael Cooper (música) publicó 56 ediciones de estreno mundial, críticas de
fuentes, de composiciones de Florence B. Price (1887 1953), la primera mujer afroamericana en tener su música interpretada por una
importante orquesta estadounidense. Therese Shelton (matemáticas) se desempeña como investigadora coprincipal en una
subvención otorgada por la National Science Foundation titulada "Construyendo comunidad a través de la iniciativa sistémica para
modelar investigaciones y oportunidades con ecuaciones diferenciales (SIMIODE)". Y tres de nuestros profesores publicaron libros
académicos el año pasado: Bob Bednar (estudios de comunicación) publicó Road Scars: Place, Automobility, and Road Trauma; Jessica
Hower (historia) publicó Tudor Empire: The Making of Britain and the British Atlantic World, 1485 1603; y Allison Miller (historia del
arte) publicaron Kingly Splendor: Court Art and Materiality in Han China.
El año académico pasado vio a 31 estudiantes admitidos en el capítulo de Phi Beta Kappa de Southwestern. La estudiante de alemán
y física Claire Harding '20 recibió un premio Fulbright para enseñar inglés en Alemania y fue internada en el Centro de Investigación
Glenn de la NASA con un programa centrado en las comunicaciones y la navegación espaciales. Mattie Mint, estudiante de arte y de
negocios, clase de 2022, hizo una pasantía en el Consejo de Planificación Metropolitana de Chicago como becario Kemper. Tres
estudiantes de psicología, tres alumnos y la profesora Fay Guarraci (psicología) publicaron una nueva investigación que investiga los
efectos a largo plazo de la soja en la fisiología reproductiva y el comportamiento de las ratas en la revista Behavioral Pharmacology.
Kalliopi Caldwell y Shay Salunkhe, ambos de la promoción 2022, obtuvieron prestigiosas becas Sumners para participar en conferencias
y oportunidades de pasantías centradas en políticas públicas y participación cívica. Dos graduados en educación y tres exalumnos
recientes, junto con el profesor Michael Kamen (educación), fueron coautores de un capítulo en el libro de texto Movimientos,
métodos y pedagogías afectivos que dramatizan a los maestros en formación que visitan escuelas innovadoras.
En experiencias de aprendizaje de alto impacto, por vigésimo año consecutivo, el King Creativity Fund apoyó proyectos estudiantiles
significativos, innovadores y visionarios en todas las disciplinas. Veinticinco estudiantes participaron en 11 experiencias y
oportunidades colaborativas de verano diferentes
(SCOPE) como parte de un programa de investigación colaborativa entre estudiantes y profesores. Aunque SCOPE 2020 pasó a un
formato remoto y los profesores encontraron nuevas formas de guiar a sus estudiantes investigadores, la misión de SCOPE siguió
siendo la misma: fomentar una cultura de investigación en Southwestern; promover el aprendizaje investigativo, la persistencia, la
autoeficacia y el éxito de los estudiantes; y crear una comunidad de investigación inclusiva y diversa.
En un año escolar acortado por la pandemia, Southwestern terminó tercero para el Trofeo del Presidente de SCAC. Los Piratas
obtuvieron 60 selecciones de todas las conferencias, incluidas 16 selecciones del primer equipo, 21 selecciones del segundo equipo,
nueve selecciones del tercer equipo y 14 selecciones de mención de honor. Los Piratas también reclamaron seis premios SCAC Elite
19. Southwestern terminó el año con tres selecciones All Americans y cinco All Region. El fútbol femenino ganó su primer Campeonato
SCAC en la historia del programa, ganando su primer lugar en el Torneo NCAA. Tres programas terminaron la temporada clasificados
a nivel nacional, y los programas de tenis masculino y femenino obtuvieron las clasificaciones nacionales más altas en la historia del
programa. Cinco estudiantes atletas terminaron la temporada en las clasificaciones nacionales individuales de su deporte. Antes de
que se acortaran sus temporadas, el lacrosse masculino abrió la temporada con el mejor comienzo en la historia del programa con 4
0, el lacrosse femenino tenía líderes individuales en la cima de todas las principales categorías estadísticas ofensivas de SCAC, el softbol
estaba 14 5, el béisbol y el softbol lo mejor Las lanzadoras lanzaron juegos sin hits, y el tenis femenino fue el equipo mejor clasificado
en el SCAC por primera vez en la historia de la escuela.
En 2020, Southwestern dio la bienvenida a David Pilgrim, activista de derechos humanos y fundador del Museo Jim Crow de Recuerdos
Racistas, como orador invitado durante la celebración de la Semana del Sueño de Martin Luther King, Jr. de la universidad. El Center
for Career & Professional Development organizó su primera cumbre anual de Habilidades, Oportunidades, Acción y Resultados (SOAR),
con discursos presentados por los líderes de la industria Chad Littlefield, cofundador de We and Me, Inc .; Diane Gottman, entrenadora
de etiqueta reconocida a nivel nacional; John Grimshaw, experto en marketing digital; y Daron K. Roberts, ex entrenador de la NFL. El
vigésimo Simposio anual de investigación y trabajos creativos se llevó a cabo en línea del 20 al 24 de abril de 2020 y contó con más de
80 proyectos de 128 estudiantes presentadores asesorados por profesores y personal de toda la universidad.
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Ratificación de los síndicos

Este año, nosotros hemos afrontados diversos desafíos que se convirtieron en oportunidades de nuevos espacios de reclutamiento y
alianzas para mejorar la experiencia de los estudiantes en el seminario. Con el cambio de eventos presenciales a virtuales, la Rvda.
Shannon Hancock, Directora de Admisiones y Comunicaciones, ha expandido su alcance a futuros estudiantes participando como una
expositora virtual en las conferencias en línea. La Rvda. Hancock atrae a futuros estudiantes mediante los aplicativos Whova y HopIn
para resaltar la comunidad formativa y el sistema único de impartición de cursos de Saint Paul.
En febrero, Saint Paul organizó la Ponencia de Slater Willson 2021 en línea que contó con la participación del Rvdo. Dr. Miguel A. De
La Torre. Su ponencia, “¿Por qué vienen?”, examinó las causas políticas, económicas y sociales de nuestra actual crisis migratoria.
Antes de la ponencia, el Rvdo. Dr. De La Torre participó en un foro liderado por los estudiantes, entrando en una conversación que se
centra en aspectos prácticos del ministerio y la inmigración. Más adelante en abril, Saint Paul Evangelical Society, dirigida por el Dr.
Hal Knight, organizó una ponencia dada por el Dr. Sammy G. Alfaro, Profesor Adjunto de Teología en Grand Canyon University y Pastor
de la Iglesia Nuevo Día (New Day Church), sobre las “Estrategias Pastorales para servir a las Comunidades de Inmigrantes Latinos”. Y
por primera vez, el 22 de mayo, Saint Paul organizó una ceremonia de graduación virtual con videos, fotos de las togas y birretes,
mensajes de felicitaciones en línea por parte de amigos y familiares, y un discurso de graduación por parte del Rvdo. Chebon Kernell.
La clase de 2021 tuvo 22 graduados, incluyendo 16 graduados de la Maestría en Divinidad y 1 Doctor en Ministerio. Debido a la
pandemia, por motivos de seguridad, Saint Paul ha pospuesto la Celebración por su 60mo Aniversario. Sin embargo, nosotros hemos
reprogramado el evento para el viernes, 22 de octubre y esperamos reunirnos como una comunidad en un encuentro seguro
presencial.
Para el año fiscal 2020 2021, el Curso de Estudio (COS, por sus siglas en inglés) de Saint Paul School educó a 255 estudiantes
individuales, 40 de los cuales fueron nuevos, con un registro total de 520 clases y ofreciendo un total de 51 cursos. Debido a la Covid
19, la escuela dio un giro rápidamente a su oferta de cursos e impartió lecciones en formatos asíncrono y sincrónico en línea. En
invierno de 2019, Saint Paul comenzó a llevar un horario híbrido (en línea y en el campus) en seis cursos. A pesar de que en el 2021
estos cursos se impartieron totalmente en línea, los planes para aumentar el número de ofertas de cursos híbridos se encuentran en
desarrollo.
El Consejo Directivo de Saint Paul añadió a tres nuevos miembros a sus filas: El Obispo James D. Tindall, Sr. Pastor Emeritus en
Metropolitan Spiritual Church of Christ en la Ciudad de Kansas; Ms. Sharon Cleaver, Directora Sénior de Marketing, Comunicaciones,
y Relaciones Públicas de Boys & Girls Clubs of Greater Kansas City; y Mr. Rogers Strickland, Fundador y Gerente General de Strickland
Construction.
Mediante una iniciativa del Consejo relacionada con la diversidad e inclusión, Saint Paul creó un grupo de trabajo formado por teólogos
y líderes de la iglesia nativos para que se encargue de los ministerios y la teología de los nativos americanos. Sus esfuerzos se centran
en cómo la iglesia y la academia pueden trabajar juntas para sanar el trauma generacional relacionado con la expansión del
cristianismo y el genocidio de los indígenas norteamericanos.
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Tal como gustosamente lo hemos reportado en los últimos años, Saint Paul se encuentra financieramente sólido y mantiene un
presupuesto equilibrado. Los cambios realizados en estos últimos años han establecido una sólida base financiera para los años de
sostenibilidad. Seguimos estando agradecidos por las donaciones de la comunidad para proveer asistencia en tecnología, becas, y en
casos de emergencia a los estudiantes. Nuestras importantes inversiones en tecnología han permitido recientemente a nuestro
personal administrativo, cuerpo docente y estudiantes pasar a un modelo de prestación de servicios educativos totalmente híbrido
que proporciona un entorno de aprendizaje seguro durante la pandemia. Nuestro cuerpo docente era exclusivamente experto en la
gestión de la tecnología en el salón de clases antes de la pandemia, lo que hizo que el cambio a cursos totalmente virtuales sea un
proceso sin complicaciones.
Con la ayuda del Consejo, dirigido por su Presidente, Rvdo. Dr. Tex Sample, el seminario se centra en su misión. Los miembros de
nuestro Consejo Directivo trabajan continuamente para mejorar y evaluar los planes estratégicos vigentes y guiarnos hacia el futuro.
Quizás lo más importante es que hemos aprendido demasiado y que nos hemos acercado como comunidad gracias a la pandemia.
Saint Paul School of Theology tiene la bendición de ser su socio en el ministerio y de ayudar a aquellos que buscan más que una
respuesta al llamado. Nosotros somos un seminario que ofrece clases en línea y en el campus con horarios flexibles para ayudar a
nuestros estudiantes a gestionar la capacidad de liderazgo pastoral en el siglo 21. Nosotros estamos agradecidos por su apoyo a
nuestros estudiantes y seminario. Ojala que sigamos viviendo la llamada de Jesucristo a ser testigos fieles de la sanación en estos
tiempos inestables y para las generaciones venideras.

de Texas es enorme. Los estudiantes de TUMCA reciben esperanza, afirmación, ánimo y el desarrollo de las habilidades de liderazgo
que servirán a la iglesia entera mientras que las iglesias individuales proyectan nuevas maneras de cerrar las distancias teológicas,
sociales y médicas que nos ponen a prueba hoy día.

Durante los cinco años pasados, el programa de Doctorado de Ministerio en United
ha crecido por 48%, de 170 estudiantes en al año académico de 2016 17 a 251 estudiantes en 2020 21. En el Otoño 2021, Dr. Elvin
Sadler, el Secretaría General de la Iglesia Metodista Episcopal Africana de Sion, será el nuevo Decano Asociado de Estudios Doctorales,
después de la jubilación de Dr. Harold Hudson quien ha sido un líder vital en el Seminario por 17 años.
Dios está haciendo algo nuevo con asociaciones en la renovación de iglesias. En el año académico de 2020 21, United ha asociado
con Fresh Expressions, US y la Red Global de Mosaix para comenzar dos nuevas Casas de Estudio. Estas casas supervisan caminos
especializados en los programas de Doctorado de Ministerio y Maestría de Divinidad. Rev. Dr. Michael Beck es el director de la Casa
de Estudio para Fresh Expressions, y Dr. Harry Li es el director de la Casa de Estudios para Mosaix.

 Destacando un año significativo de apoyo financiero para la TMF fue una subvención de $1 millón de la Lilly Endowment, Inc. La
subvención de Lilly al Ministerio de Liderazgo de la TMF lanzará la Colaboración de Congregaciones Valientes (C3).

 En respuesta a la pandemia mundial, la TMF estableció el Fondo de Respuesta y Recuperación COVID 19. El Fondo COVID recibió
$492M en apoyo de donantes destacándose por dos subvenciones de desafío separadas de $100M y $125M.

 Las donaciones a la TMF, incluyendo nuestros Ministerios de Liderazgo y Subvenciones y las donaciones no designadas,
totalizaron en $2,15 millones.

 La TMF continua su trabajo de donaciones planificadas con individuos y familias para apoyar su filantropía familiar. En 2020, los
donantes destinaron $1.445 millones en donaciones (donaciones, fondos asesorados por donantes, anualidades de donaciones
benéficas y fideicomisos) para apoyar sus más apreciadas iglesias y organizaciones sin fines de lucro.

 La TMF distribuyó, o tuvo disponible para su distribución, aproximadamente $3,165,000 de 470 donaciones permanentes para
beneficiarios nombrados de la donación. Hubo aproximadamente $1.363.000 disponibles para subvenciones de 93 donaciones.

 Durante 2020, el Ministerio de Subvenciones de la TMF financió aproximadamente $2.1 millones en apoyo de 124
subvenciones otorgadas a iglesias y organizaciones sin fines de lucro. De ese total, $1.2 millones provinieron de donaciones
restringidas y el resto de Operaciones de la TMF, y fondos recaudados para el recién establecido Fondo COVID 19. Se formó un
nuevo Comité COVID 19 para determinar la concesión de subvenciones relacionadas con la pandemia. A diferencia de cualquier
otro año, todos los fondos que podrían otorgarse para los esfuerzos de COVID 19 se entregaron sin restricciones. Esta cantidad
se estimó en $825.000 dólares. El Comité de Subvenciones de la Junta Directiva de la TMF es quien determina las decisiones de
distribución de los fondos discrecionales.

 El Ministerio de Liderazgo de la TMF trabaja para equipar a los líderes para un cambio profundo al facilitar conversaciones de
valor, aprendizaje e innovación. Algunas de estas conversaciones toman la forma de grupos de pares continuos y otras la forma
de conversaciones independientes sobre un tema de adaptación. Estas relaciones con los compañeros ofrecen nuevas
perspectivas, renuevan su sentido de vocación y los inspiran a un liderazgo valiente. Durante 2020, el Ministerio de Liderazgo
de la TMF se unió al resto del mundo en la transición a reuniones en línea. Nuestros grupos han continuado reuniéndose en el
espacio digital, manteniéndose conectados entre sí para recibir apoyo, aprendizaje y ánimo. Sorprendentemente, también
lanzamos dos nuevos grupos a través del Imperativo Liderazgo Valiente (CLI). Como complemento a nuestra iniciativa el CLI que
trabaja con líderes, la TMF recibió una subvención de Lilly Endowment para su iniciativa de Congregaciones que Prosperan. En
este proyecto, que llamamos Colaboración de Congregaciones Valientes o C3, reuniremos equipos para ejercitar y movilizar los
cinco músculos adaptativos necesarios para esta temporada pos pandémica. Adicionalmente, en julio de 2020, la TMF dio la
bienvenida al Rev. Dr. Blair Thompson White como Director del Ministerio de Liderazgo y al Rev. John Thornburg como Director
de Aprendizaje.

 Aunque este año de COVID ha traído pérdidas sustanciales, también ha brindado una gran oportunidad de mejora e
innovación. Impulsado por el deseo de alentar y apoyar, el equipo de Representantes de Área de la TMF ha continuado
siendo firme y leal a aquellos a quienes sirve. Como socios de acompañamiento en el ministerio, el equipo equipa y
empodera a las comunidades de fe mientras viven en su misión designada por Dios. Aunque detenidos en su espacio físico
por la pandemia, los ocho representantes, que normalmente viajan a Texas y Nuevo México, haciendo más de 2500
visitas, encontraron una manera de cambiar. El cambio condujo a la nutrición de relaciones más profundas y la provisión
de servicios muy necesitados. Todo dentro del espacio virtual. Al proporcionar las mejores prácticas financieras, cultivar
planes de legados de generosidad y cultivando culturas de generosidad, el mejoramiento del trabajo dio frutos. Las
iglesias que deseaban fomentar el propósito y la innovación se apoyaron en el proceso de discernimiento guiado por esta
pregunta: "¿Qué diferencia nos está llamando a hacer Dios en este tiempo y en este lugar?" Involucrando tanto la
conversación informal como los servicios contratados, el liderazgo de la iglesia utilizó las Conversaciones Sagradas (4 6
meses con un equipo de 7 9) y Excavaciones Santas (taller de medio día con 20 25 personas). Los Representantes de Área
de la TMF siguen entusiasmados con la misión, inspirados por el llamado de Dios hacia el futuro y preparados para
transitar el camino con usted sin importar a dónde los lleve el camino.

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MEMOIRS

GUIDELINES FOR MEMOIRS

In the Rio Texas Conference it is the responsibility of the minister who conducts the funeral of a deceased minister, or spouse of a 
minister, to write the memoir for the conference journal. The memoir is not designed to be either a eulogy or a memorial sermon, 
and is not the place for sentimentality; but this brief and specialized biographical account can be a document suitable as a historical 
record and a portrayal of personality and spirit.
Certain facts are basic and essential for inclusion in a memoir. The style of writing and the method and order of presentation may 
differ but a memoir should contain the following information, either within the body of the memoir or listed at the end:

1. Personal life, early period:  complete name of the deceased; date and place of birth; names of parents, including mother’s 
maiden name.
2. Educational background:  schools and colleges attended, with years noted; degrees and honors received, with dates.
3. Ecclesiastical data:  first church membership (name of church, location, date); dates of ordination and admission to annual 
conference; appointments served; special areas of service on conference boards and agencies; retirement date; residence 
following retirement; and any service after retirement. (This paragraph is to be adapted to the spouse.)
4. Personal life, late period:  date of marriage and name of spouse (including maiden name of wife); full names of children 
(including married names); date and circumstances of death; date and place of funeral and burial; names of officiating clergy; 
and address of surviving partner or nearest relative.
It shall be the responsibility of the annual conference secretary, as editor of the journal, to see that this basic biographical 
information is contained in the memoirs that are printed in the conference journal. When the conference secretary is informed 
as to who will write a memoir, he/she will send to the writer of the memoir a copy of these guidelines, and instruct the writer to 
make sure that the memoir that is written is complete with the necessary biographical information. It should not be more than 300 
words in length.
Writers of memoirs should present a copy of the memoir to a member or members of the family of the deceased so that it may be 
checked for accuracy before it is sent to the conference secretary. Memoirs should be received by the conference secretary within 
one month after the death of the person who has served the conference as minister or minister’s spouse.
A glossy photograph, preferably black and white, secured if possible from the family, should be made available for publication 
with the memoir.

MEMORIALES

INSTRUCCIONES PARA MEMORIALES
En la Conferencia Río Texas, es la responsabilidad del Ministro quien lleva a cabo el funeral de un difunto Ministro, o cónyuge de 
un ministro, escribir un memorial para el diario de la Conferencia. El memorial no está diseñado para ser un elogio o un sermón 
conmemorativo y no es el lugar para sentimentalismo; pero este relato biográfico breve y especializado puede ser un documento 
adecuado como un registro histórico y un retrato de la personalidad y espíritu del difunto.
Hay ciertos datos básicos y esenciales para inclusión en un memorial. El estilo de escritura y el método y orden de presentación 
pueden variar pero deben contener la siguiente información, ya sea dentro del cuerpo del memorial o al final:

1. Vida personal, nombre completo del difunto, datos del período de edad temprana; fecha y lugar de nacimiento; nombres de sus 
padres, incluyendo el apellido soltero de la madre.
2. Educación: escuelas y colegios atendidos, con años señalados; diplomas y honores recibidos, con las fechas.
3. Datos eclesiásticos: Membresía de primera iglesia (nombre de la iglesia, lugar, fecha); fechas de ordenación y de admisión a la 
conferencia anual; nombramientos servidos; áreas especiales de servicio en juntas y agencias de la conferencia; fecha de retiro; 
residencia después de su retiro; y cualquier servicio después de jubilación. (Este párrafo debe ser adaptado para el/la cónyuge).
4. Datos de vida personal posterior: fecha del matrimonio y nombre del cónyuge (incluyendo el apellido de la esposa o el esposo); 
nombres y apellidos de los niños (incluyendo apellidos de los casados); fecha y circunstancias de fallecimiento; fecha y lugar del 
funeral y entierro; nombres del clero que oficiaron; y dirección del cónyuge sobreviviente o el pariente más cercano.
Será la responsabilidad del Secretario de la conferencia anual, como editor del diario, ver que esta información biográfica básica 
esté contenida en los memoriales que se imprimen en el diario de la Conferencia. Cuando el Secretario de la Conferencia se 
informe de quién va a escribir un memorial, debe enviar al escritor del memorial una copia de estas instrucciones e indicar el 
escritor que se asegure que en el memorial escrito está completa la información biográfica. No debe ser más de 300 palabras en 
su total.
Los escritores de memoriales deben presentar una copia del memorial a un miembro o a miembros de la familia de los difuntos 
para que ellos puedan verificar su exactitud antes de enviarlo al Secretario de la Conferencia. Memoriales deben ser recibidos por 
el Secretario de la Conferencia dentro de un mes después de la muerte de la persona que sirvió en la Conferencia como ministro 
o esposa/o del ministro.
Una fotografía brillosa, preferiblemente en blanco y negro, donada si es posible por la familia, debe ponerse a disposición para su 
publicación con el libro de memoriales.
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L. GEORGE BUCK
M  2, 1933 - M  12, 2021

Rev. L. George Buck, PhD, former director of Pastoral Care and Education at the 
University of Arkansas for Medical Sciences, passed away early Wednesday, May 12, 
2021, following a prolonged illness. Born March 2, 1933, he was the youngest of four 
children of Reverend Francis E. Buck and Velma Mead Buck. As the son of a Methodist 
minister, George lived in several towns growing up. He attended grade school in a one 
room schoolhouse on the Potawatomi Native Reservation where his father was appointed 
to serve a mission church. When he was fourteen years old, his father passed away. As the 
Korean War began, he and his brother dropped out of high school and joined the Navy 
spending four years in the amphibian branch in Japan and Korea. Following his discharge 
from the Navy, George attended Emporia State University and was a member of Sigma 
Phi Epsilon fraternity. He graduated in 1957, with a business degree and then went on to 
attend Perkins School of Theology at Southern Methodist University where he completed 
his Bachelor of Divinity degree in 1960. George trained at the famed Menninger Clinic in 

what would become his life-long career, Clinical Pastoral Education. He became certified as a Chaplain Supervisor of 
Clinical Pastoral Training in a program founded by the progenitor of the clinical pastoral training movement, Anton 
Boisen. George is believed to be the last remaining chaplain who actually met Anton Boisen.

By 1962, George and his young family moved to upstate New York for five years when he became Chaplain and Director 
of Clinical Pastoral Training at the Berkshire Farm for Boys. In 1967, he was offered a position as Director of Pastoral 
Care and Pastoral Training at the Austin State Hospital in Austin, Texas. During the 25 years spent there, George earned 
a Masters of Sacred Theology from the Episcopal Theological Seminary of the Southwest and a Ph.D. in Pastoral Care 
and Counseling from Carnegie Mellon University in New York. From 1963 to his retirement in 2016, George served as a 
Clinical Pastoral Education Supervisor and Director of Pastoral Care and Education in various institutions and hospitals 
from New York to Texas. In 1994, George accepted the position as Director of Pastoral Care and Clinical Pastoral 
Education at UAMS and served there for the remainder of his career, retiring in 2016.

Shortly after George moved to Little Rock, George met Virginia Rowland at a Valentine's Day Dance sponsored by a 
Sunday School class through his church. After George introduced himself, the two talked and laughed the rest of the 
night. They met for lunch the next day and found they had many common interests such as politics, music, and antiques. 
They were married in February, exactly a year after they met. They enjoyed entertaining and celebrating holidays and 
meals with friends and family, and they loved traveling throughout the United States as well as to far-away locales such 
as Rome, Athens, Istanbul, Germany, and France.

George was predeceased by his parents, his three older siblings, and the mother of his two sons, Marilyn Buck. George 
is survived by his beloved wife of 27 years, Virginia Sue, and his two sons, Corey of Victoria, Texas, and Palmer 
(RuthAnne) of Austin, Texas, both of whom he was very proud. In addition, he leaves to cherish his memory two 
granddaughters, Taylor, and Darby; a stepdaughter, Christy Jackson (Stuart) and their children, Kate and Connor; and 
a stepson, Carlton Creger (Jeanelle) and their children, Emma and Nick. George also leaves behind his precious white 
poodle, Hamilton Buck.

The family would like to express their heartfelt appreciation to George's caregivers and staff at Presbyterian Village, 
his home for the past two years, as well as to Mac, Julie, Candi, and the rest of the care team at Arkansas Hospice. A 
very special thank you goes to Dr. William Mustain at UAMS for going above and beyond with his care and concern for 
George.

George's work at UAMS left an indelible mark not only on the institution and the Department of Pastoral Care, but also in 
the minds and hearts of hundreds of members of clergy and lay persons who were taught the art and science of caring for 
persons in crisis. He will be deeply missed by his friends, family, and his many students who saw him as the embodiment 
of care. In George's words, "Pastoral care is the art of communicating understanding love."
El Reverendo L. George Buck, PhD, exdirector de Cuidado y Educación Pastoral en la Universidad de Arkansas para las Ciencias 
Médicas, falleció el miércoles 12 de mayo de 2021, luego de una enfermedad prolongada. Nacido el 2 de marzo de 1933, era el 
menor de los cuatro hijos del Reverendo Francis E. Buck y Velma Mead Buck. Como hijo de un ministro metodista, George vivió 
en varios pueblos mientras crecía. Asistió a la escuela primaria en una escuela de un salón en la Reserva Nativa de Potawatomi, 
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donde su padre fue designado para servir en una iglesia misionera. Cuando tenía catorce años, su padre falleció. Cuando comenzó 
la Guerra de Corea, él y su hermano abandonaron la escuela secundaria y se unieron a la Armada y pasaron cuatro años en la 
rama de anfibios en Japón y Corea. Después de su licenciamiento de la Marina, 

George asistió a Emporia State University y fue miembro de la fraternidad Sigma Phi Epsilon. Se graduó en 1957, con un título 
en negocios y luego asistió a la Escuela de Teología Perkins en la Universidad Metodista del Sur, donde completó su licenciatura 
en Divinidad en 1960. George se entrenó en la famosa Clínica Menninger en lo que se convertiría en su carrera de toda la vida, 
Educación Pastoral Clínica. Se certificó como Capellán Supervisor de Capacitación Pastoral Clínica en un programa fundado por 
el progenitor del movimiento de capacitación pastoral clínica, Anton Boisen. Se cree que George es el último capellán que queda 
que conoció a Anton Boisen.

En 1962, George y su joven familia se mudaron al norte del estado de Nueva York durante cinco años cuando se emplió como 
capellán y director de capacitación pastoral clínica en Berkshire Farm for Boys. En 1967, se le ofreció un puesto como Director de 
Cuidado Pastoral y Entrenamiento Pastoral en el Hospital Estatal de Austin en Austin, Texas. Durante los 25 años que pasó allí, 
George obtuvo una Maestría en Teología Sagrada del Seminario Teológico Episcopal del Suroeste y un Ph.D. en Cuidado Pastoral 
y Consejería de Carnegie Mellon University en Nueva York. Desde 1963 hasta su jubilación en 2016, George se desempeñó como 
Supervisor de Educación Pastoral Clínica y Director de Educación y Cuidado Pastoral en varias instituciones y hospitales desde 
Nueva York hasta Texas. En 1994, George aceptó el puesto de Director de Atención Pastoral y Educación Clínica Pastoral en UAMS 
y se desempeñó allí durante el resto de su carrera, y se jubiló en 2016.

Poco después de que George se mudara a Little Rock, George conoció a la Srita. Virginia Rowland en un baile del día de San 
Valentín patrocinado por una clase de escuela dominical de su iglesia. Después de que George se presentó, los dos hablaron y se 
rieron el resto de la noche. Se reunieron para almorzar al día siguiente y descubrieron que tenían muchos intereses en común, 
como la política, la música y las antigüedades. Se casaron en febrero, exactamente un año después de conocerse. Disfrutaban 
entreteniéndose y celebrando fiestas y comidas con amigos y familiares, y les encantaba viajar por todos los Estados Unidos, así 
como a lugares lejanos como Roma, Atenas, Estambul, Alemania y Francia.

George fue precedido en muerte por sus padres, sus tres hermanos mayores y la madre de sus dos hijos, Marilyn Buck. A George 
le sobreviven su amada esposa de 27 años, Virginia Sue, y sus dos hijos, Corey de Victoria, Texas, y Palmer (Ruth Anne) de Austin, 
Texas, de quienes él estaba muy orgulloso. Además, deja para apreciar su memoria a dos nietas, Taylor y Darby; una hijastra, 
Christy Jackson (Stuart) y sus hijos, Kate y Connor; y un hijastro, Carlton Creger (Jeanelle) y sus hijos, Emma y Nick. George 
también deja a su precioso caniche blanco, Hamilton Buck.

The Mission of the Río Texas Conference:  to make disciples of Jesus Christ for the transformation of the 
world.  The Vision of the Río Texas Conference:  Uniting Peoples, Vitalizing Congregations, Developing 
Leaders, Transforming Communities. 
 
STRUCTURE AND AGENCIES 
 
Uniting Table 
1.  There shall be a Uniting Table whose function is to coordinate mission and ministry in the Río Texas 
Conference through the four Vision Teams focused on the four pillars of the conference Vision:  Uniting 
Peoples, Vitalizing Congregations, Developing Leaders, and Transforming Communities.  The Uniting 
Table and the four Vision Teams are responsible for focusing on the Mission Field.  The membership of 
the Uniting Table shall be:  the Bishop (ex officio without vote); the dean of the cabinet; the lay leader; the 
chairpersons of the Uniting Peoples, Vitalizing Congregations, Developing Leaders and Transforming 
Communities Vision Teams; the chairperson or a representative of each administrative agency in Rule 
#6; one representative each from the Board of Ordained Ministry, the Committee on the Episcopacy, and 
the Council on Children’s Ministries; the presidents of United Methodist Women, United Methodist Men, 
the Youth Ministries Council, and the Young Adult Ministry Council; and the chairperson.  There shall also 
be seven (7) members at large and a Mission Field Advocate, nominated by the Committee on 
Nominations and elected by the Annual Conference.  All references in the Book of Discipline to a 
conference council on ministries will be fulfilled by the Uniting Table.  The Uniting Table is accountable to, 
and funded by, the Annual Conference. 
 

a.  There shall be a Mission Field Advocate whose responsibility is to help the Uniting Table and the 
Vision Teams remain focused on the mission field by advocating for the people who are not in our 
churches, including those who are in poverty, those who are young, those who are marginalized, and 
those who are disempowered by our culture and society. 
 
b.  The Uniting Table and the four Vision Teams will be expected to recruit and engage lay and clergy 
persons across the conference to serve on task forces to assist in their responsibilities. 
 
c.  Each Vision Team will have funding through the Annual Conference budget.  Meetings of the Team 
will be funded through the amount budgeted to that Team.  Appointed task forces also will be funded 
through the amount provided in the Annual Conference budget assigned to that Team. 
 
d.  The Committee on Nominations shall nominate, and the Annual Conference shall elect, the 
chairpersons of the Uniting Table and each of the four Vision Teams.  None of these chairpersons 
shall have any other specific ministry responsibilities on the Uniting Table or any of the Vision Teams, 
nor shall they be chairperson of any other conference agency. 
 
e.  The Constitutions for United Methodist Women (¶ 647) and United Methodist Men (¶ 648) are 
included in the 2016 Book of Discipline.  United Methodist Women and United Methodist Men are 
independent organizations which nominate and elect their own leaders.  Each of these organizations 
is represented by the president and/or another designated person on various agencies of the Annual 
Conference, including the Uniting Table.  United Methodist Women relates to the national organization 
of United Methodist Women.  United Methodist Men relates to the General Commission on United 
Methodist Men. 

 
Uniting Peoples Vision Team 
2.  There shall be a Uniting Peoples Vision Team whose function is to facilitate unity, witness, 
communication and justice, and to work toward intercultural competency in all areas of conference life.  
The membership of the Uniting Peoples Vision Team shall be:  two persons whose specific responsibility 
is Christian Unity and Interreligious Relationships, two persons whose specific responsibility is Religion 
and Race, two persons whose specific responsibility is the Status and Role of Women, two persons 
whose specific responsibility is Communications, two persons whose specific responsibility is Disability 
Concerns, and a chairperson; all nominated by the Committee on Nominations and elected by the Annual 
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Conference.  The entire Vision Team has the full responsibility for each of the areas of focus represented 
by its members.  The Uniting Peoples Vision Team relates to the Council of Bishops, the General 
Commission on Religion and Race, the General Commission on the Status and Role of Women, and to 
the Uniting Table.  The Uniting Peoples Vision Team is accountable to, and funded by, the Annual 
Conference. 
 

a.  There shall be a Commission on Christian Unity and Interreligious Relationships (the commission) 
whose function is defined in ¶ 642 of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  The membership of the commission 
shall be the two persons elected by the Annual Conference whose specific responsibility is Christian 
Unity and Interreligious Relationships, plus all the other members of the Uniting Peoples Vision Team.  
The commission relates to the Council of Bishops, and to the Uniting Peoples Vision Team.  The 
commission is accountable to the Uniting Peoples Vision Team and to the Annual Conference, and is 
funded through the Uniting Peoples Vision Team portion of the budget. 
 
b.  There shall be a Commission on Religion and Race (the commission) whose function is defined in 
¶ 643 of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  The membership of the commission shall be the two persons 
elected by the Annual Conference whose specific responsibility is Religion and Race, plus all the other 
members of the Uniting Peoples Vision Team.  The commission relates to the General Commission on 
Religion and Race, and to the Uniting Peoples Vision Team.  The commission is accountable to the 
Uniting Peoples Vision Team and to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the Uniting 
Peoples Vision Team portion of the budget. 
 
c.  There shall be a Commission on the Status and Role of Women (the commission) whose function 
is defined in ¶ 644 of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  The membership of the commission shall be the 
two persons elected by the Annual Conference whose specific responsibility is the Status and Role of 
Women, plus all the other members of the Uniting Peoples Vision Team, plus a member named by the 
conference United Methodist Women.  The chairperson of this commission shall be a woman, and a 
majority of its members shall be women.  The commission relates to the General Commission on the 
Status and Role of Women, and to the Uniting Peoples Vision Team.  The commission is accountable 
to the Uniting Peoples Vision Team and to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the Uniting 
Peoples Vision Team portion of the budget. 
 
d.  There shall be a Commission on Communications (the commission) whose function is defined in 
¶ 646 of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  The membership of the commission shall be the two persons 
elected by the Annual Conference whose specific responsibility is Communications, plus all the other 
members of the Uniting Peoples Vision Team.  The commission relates to the Uniting Peoples Vision 
Team.  The commission is accountable to the Uniting Peoples Vision Team and to the Annual 
Conference, and is funded through the Uniting Peoples Vision Team portion of the budget. 
 
e.  There shall be a Committee on Disability Concerns (the committee) whose function is defined in 
¶ 653 of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  The membership of the committee shall be the two persons 
elected by the Annual Conference whose specific responsibility is Disability Concerns, plus all the 
other members of the Uniting Peoples Vision Team.  Membership shall include persons with physical 
disabilities and persons with mental disabilities.  The committee relates to the Uniting Peoples Vision 
Team.  The committee is accountable to the Uniting Peoples Vision Team and to the Annual 
Conference, and is funded through the Uniting Peoples Vision Team portion of the budget. 

 
Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team 
3.  There shall be a Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team whose function is to discern, develop and 
deploy resources pertinent to the fulfillment of the mission and purpose of the local church, and to support 
the restoring of vitality to the local church.  The membership of the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team 
shall be:  two persons whose specific responsibility is Discipleship, two persons whose specific 
responsibility is Congregational Development & Revitalization, two persons whose specific responsibility 
is Ethnic Local Church Concerns, two persons whose specific responsibility is Parish and Community 
Development, two persons whose specific responsibility is the Small Membership Church, two persons 
whose specific responsibility is New Church Development, two persons whose specific responsibility is 
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Children’s Ministries, two persons whose specific responsibility is Older Adult Ministries, two persons 
whose specific responsibility is Hispanic/Latino Ministries, and a chairperson; all nominated by the 
Committee on Nominations and elected by the Annual Conference.  Additional members shall be the 
presidents or designees of United Methodist Women, United Methodist Men, the Youth Ministries Council, 
and the Young Adult Ministry Council.  The entire Vision Team has the full responsibility for each of the 
areas of focus represented by its members.  The Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team relates to the 
General Board of Discipleship, the General Board of Global Ministries, and to the Uniting Table.  The 
Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team is accountable to, and funded by, the Annual Conference. 
 

a.  There shall be a Board of Discipleship (the board) whose function is defined in ¶ 630 of the 2016 
Book of Discipline.  The membership of the board shall be the two persons elected by the Annual 
Conference whose specific responsibility is Discipleship, plus all the other members of the Vitalizing 
Congregations Vision Team.  The board relates to the General Board of Discipleship, and to the 
Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team.  The board is accountable to the Vitalizing Congregations 
Vision Team and to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the Vitalizing Congregations Vision 
Team portion of the budget. 
 
b.  There shall be a Committee on Congregational Development and Revitalization (the committee) 
whose function is defined in ¶ 633.5e of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  The membership of the 
committee shall be the two persons elected by the Annual Conference whose specific responsibility is 
Congregational Development and Revitalization, plus all the other members of the Vitalizing 
Congregations Vision Team.  The committee relates to the General Board of Global Ministries and to 
the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team.  The committee is accountable to the Vitalizing 
Congregations Vision Team and to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the Vitalizing 
Congregations Vision Team portion of the budget. 
 
c.  There shall be a Committee on Ethnic Local Church Concerns (the committee) whose function is 
defined in ¶ 632 of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  The membership of the committee shall be the two 
persons elected by the Annual Conference whose specific responsibility is Ethnic Local Church 
Concerns, plus all the other members of the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team.  The committee 
relates to the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team.  The committee is accountable to the Vitalizing 
Congregations Vision Team and to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the Vitalizing 
Congregations Vision Team portion of the budget. 
 
d.  There shall be a Committee on Parish and Community Development (the committee) whose 
function is defined in ¶ 633.5 of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  The membership of the committee shall 
be the two persons elected by the Annual Conference whose specific responsibility is Parish and 
Community Development, plus all the other members of the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team.  
The committee relates to the General Board of Global Ministries and to the Vitalizing Congregations 
Vision Team.  The committee is accountable to the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team and to the 
Annual Conference, and is funded through the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team portion of the 
budget. 
 
e.  There shall be a Commission on the Small Membership Church (the commission) whose function is 
defined in ¶ 645 and ¶ 633.5i of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  The membership of the commission 
shall be the two persons elected by the Annual Conference whose specific responsibility is the Small 
Membership Church, plus all the other members of the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team.  The 
commission relates to the General Board of Global Ministries and to the Vitalizing Congregations 
Vision Team.  The commission is accountable to the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team and to the 
Annual Conference, and is funded through the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team portion of the 
budget. 
 
f.  There shall be a Committee on New Church Development (the committee) whose function is 
defined in ¶ 633.5e-h and ¶ 630.3 of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  The membership of the committee 
shall be the two persons elected by the Annual Conference whose specific responsibility is New 
Church Development, plus all the other members of the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team.  The 
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committee relates to the General Board of Global Ministries, the General Board of Discipleship, and to 
the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team.  The committee is accountable to the Vitalizing 
Congregations Vision Team and to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the Vitalizing 
Congregations Vision Team portion of the budget. 
 
g.  There shall be a Council on Children’s Ministries (the council) whose function is to plan, vision and 
advocate for children within the conference.  The membership of the council shall be the two persons 
elected by the Annual Conference whose specific responsibility is Children’s Ministries, plus all the 
other members of the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team.  The council relates to the Vitalizing 
Congregations Vision Team.  The council is accountable to the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team 
and to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team 
portion of the budget. 
 
h.  There shall be a Council on Older Adult Ministries (the council) whose function is defined in ¶ 651 
of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  The membership of the council shall be the two persons elected by the 
Annual Conference whose specific responsibility is Older Adult Ministries, plus all the other members 
of the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team.  The council relates to the General Board of Discipleship, 
and to the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team.  The council is accountable to the Vitalizing 
Congregations Vision Team and to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the Vitalizing 
Congregations Vision Team portion of the budget. 
 
i.  There shall be a Committee on Hispanic/Latino Ministries (the committee) whose function is defined 
in ¶ 655 of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  The membership of the committee shall be the two persons 
elected by the Annual Conference whose specific responsibility is Hispanic/Latino Ministries, plus all 
the other members of the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team.  At least one-third of the members 
shall be Hispanic/Latino persons.  The committee is accountable to the Vitalizing Congregations Vision 
Team and to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team 
portion of the budget. 
 
j.  There shall be a Youth Ministries Council (the council), whose function is defined in ¶ 649 of the 
2016 Book of Discipline, and which will fulfill all references in the Book of Discipline to the Council on 
Youth Ministries.  The council will support, encourage and equip youth leaders in the church.  The 
council will consist of 3-5 youth from each district, and will represent the diversity of the conference.  
No more than one-third of the members of the council will be adults.  The council is represented by the 
president and/or another designated person on various agencies of the Annual Conference, including 
the Uniting Table.  The council relates to the General Board of Discipleship’s Division on Ministries 
with Young People.  The council is accountable to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the 
Vitalizing Congregations Vision Team portion of the budget. 
 
k.  There shall be a Young Adult Ministry Council (the council) whose function is defined in ¶ 650 of 
the 2016 Book of Discipline, and which will fulfill all references in the Book of Discipline to the Council 
on Young Adult Ministries.  The council will provide voice and support for all young adults in the 
conference.  The council will be a group of diverse young adults called to ministry and service as 
modeled by Jesus Christ.  The council is represented by the president and/or another designated 
person on various agencies of the Annual Conference, including the Uniting Table.  The council 
relates to the General Board of Discipleship’s Division on Ministries with Young People.  The council is 
accountable to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the Vitalizing Congregations Vision 
Team portion of the budget. 

 
Developing Leaders Vision Team 
4.  There shall be a Developing Leaders Vision Team whose function is to call and equip both lay and 
clergy leaders for the mission field, and to especially encourage younger leaders.  The membership of the 
Developing Leaders Vision Team shall be:  two persons whose specific responsibility is Higher Education 
and Campus Ministry, and a chairperson; all nominated by the Committee on Nominations and elected by 
the Annual Conference.  Additional members shall be the presidents or designees of United Methodist 
Women, United Methodist Men, the Youth Ministries Council, and the Young Adult Ministry Council; two 
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representatives from the Board of Ordained Ministry; the conference lay leader and the seven (7) district 
lay leaders.  The entire Vision Team has the full responsibility for each of the areas of focus represented 
by its members, unless otherwise specified by the Book of Discipline.  The Developing Leaders Vision 
Team relates to the General Board of Higher Education and Ministry and its Division of Higher Education, 
the General Board of Discipleship, and to the Uniting Table.  The Developing Leaders Vision Team is 
accountable to, and funded by, the Annual Conference. 
 

a.  There shall be a Board of Higher Education and Campus Ministry (the board) whose function is 
defined in ¶ 634 of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  The membership of the board shall be the two 
persons elected by the Annual Conference whose specific responsibility is Higher Education and 
Campus Ministry, plus all the other members of the Developing Leaders Vision Team.  The board 
relates to the General Board of Higher Education and Ministry, and its Division of Higher Education, 
and to the Developing Leaders Vision Team.  The board is accountable to the Developing Leaders 
Vision Team and to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the Developing Leaders Vision 
Team portion of the budget. 
 
b.  There shall be a Board of Ordained Ministry (the board) whose function, membership and 
organization are defined in ¶ 635 of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  The members of the board shall be 
nominated by the Bishop and elected by the Annual Conference.  The board shall relate to the 
General Board of Higher Education and Ministry.  The board is accountable to and reports to the 
Annual Conference, and is funded through the Developing Leaders Vision Team portion of the budget. 
 
c.  There shall be a Lay Leadership Team whose function is defined in ¶ 631 of the 2016 Book of 
Discipline, and which will fulfill all references in the Book of Discipline to the Board of Laity.  The 
membership of the Lay Leadership Team shall be the conference lay leader as chairperson and the 
district lay leaders, plus all the other members of the Developing Leaders Vision Team.  The Lay 
Leadership Team is represented by one or more of its members on various agencies of the Annual 
Conference.  The Lay Leadership Team relates to the General Board of Discipleship, and to the 
Developing Leaders Vision Team.  The Lay Leadership Team is accountable to and reports to the 
Annual Conference, and is funded through the Developing Leaders Vision Team portion of the budget. 

 
Transforming Communities Vision Team 
5.  There shall be a Transforming Communities Vision Team whose function is to equip, educate and 
support congregations around the areas of mission and The Advance, specific ethnic concerns, and 
justice issues.  The membership of the Transforming Communities Vision Team shall be:  two persons 
whose specific responsibility is Church and Society, two persons whose specific responsibility is Global 
Ministries, two persons whose specific responsibility is Native American Ministries, two persons whose 
specific responsibility is The Advance Program, two persons whose specific responsibility is the Criminal 
Justice and Mercy Ministries, the Secretary of Global Ministries, and a chairperson; all nominated by the 
Committee on Nominations and elected by the Annual Conference.  The Peace with Justice Coordinator 
shall also be a member.  The entire Vision Team has the full responsibility for each of the areas of focus 
represented by its members.  The Transforming Communities Vision Team relates to the General Board 
of Church and Society, the General Board of Global Ministries, and to the Uniting Table.  The 
Transforming Communities Vision Team is accountable to, and funded by, the Annual Conference. 
 

a.  There shall be a Board of Church and Society (the board) whose function is defined in ¶ 629 of the 
2016 Book of Discipline.  The membership of the board shall be the two persons elected by the 
Annual Conference whose specific responsibility is Church and Society, plus all the other members of 
the Transforming Communities Vision Team, plus a member named by the conference United 
Methodist Women.  The board relates to the General Board of Church and Society, and to the 
Transforming Communities Vision Team.  The board is accountable to the Transforming Communities 
Vision Team and to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the Transforming Communities 
Vision Team portion of the budget.  The board shall name the Peace with Justice Coordinator. 
 
b.  There shall be a Board of Global Ministries (the board) whose function is defined in ¶ 633 of the 
2016 Book of Discipline.  The membership of the board shall be the two persons elected by the 
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Annual Conference whose specific responsibility is Global Ministries, plus all the other members of the 
Transforming Communities Vision Team, including the Secretary of Global Ministries, plus a member 
named by the conference United Methodist Women.  The board relates to the General Board of Global 
Ministries, and to the Transforming Communities Vision Team.  The board is accountable to the 
Transforming Communities Vision Team and to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the 
Transforming Communities Vision Team portion of the budget. 
 
c.  There shall be a Committee on Native American Ministries (the committee) whose function is 
defined in ¶ 654 of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  The membership of the committee shall be the two 
persons elected by the Annual Conference whose specific responsibility is Native American Ministries, 
plus all the other members of the Transforming Communities Vision Team.  The committee relates to 
the Transforming Communities Vision Team.  The committee is accountable to the Transforming 
Communities Vision Team and to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the Transforming 
Communities Vision Team portion of the budget. 
 
d.  There shall be a Committee on The Advance (the committee) whose function is defined in ¶ 656 of 
the 2016 Book of Discipline.  The membership of the committee shall be the two persons elected by 
the Annual Conference whose specific responsibility is The Advance, plus all the other members of the 
Transforming Communities Vision Team.  The committee relates to the Transforming Communities 
Vision Team.  The committee is accountable to the Transforming Communities Vision Team and to the 
Annual Conference, and is funded through the Transforming Communities Vision Team portion of the 
budget. 
 
e.  There shall be a Committee on Criminal Justice and Mercy Ministries (the committee) whose 
function is defined in ¶ 657 of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  The membership of the committee shall be 
the two persons elected by the Annual Conference whose specific responsibility is Criminal Justice 
and Mercy Ministries, plus all the other members of the Transforming Communities Vision Team.  The 
committee relates to the Transforming Communities Vision Team.  The committee is accountable to 
the Transforming Communities Vision Team and to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the 
Transforming Communities Vision Team portion of the budget. 

 
Administrative Agencies 
6.  There shall be Administrative Agencies whose functions are to provide ongoing administrative support 
to the conference.  Each of these functions will be carried out by a separate and independent agency 
whose members are nominated by the Committee on Nominations and elected by the Annual 
Conference, unless otherwise specified by the Book of Discipline.  Each of these agencies is directly 
accountable to the Annual Conference, reports to the Annual Conference, and is funded through the 
budget of the Annual Conference, unless otherwise specified by the Book of Discipline.  Each of these 
agencies shall have one representative on the Uniting Table for support of the missional emphases of the 
Uniting Table and Vision Teams. 
 

a.  There shall be a Finance Table whose function is defined in ¶¶ 611-628 of the 2016 Book of 
Discipline, and which will fulfill all references in the Book of Discipline to the Council on Finance and 
Administration.  The Finance Table will also fulfill all references in the Book of Discipline to the 
Commission on Equitable Compensation, whose function is defined in ¶ 625 of the 2016 Book of 
Discipline.  There shall be sixteen (16) members of the Finance Table.  The Finance Table relates to 
the General Council on Finance and Administration.  There shall also be a Personnel Committee to 
carry out those functions of the Finance Table in ¶ 613.13 of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  There shall 
be four (4) members of the Personnel Committee plus a representative of the Finance Table and a 
district superintendent. 
 
b.  There shall be a Board of Trustees whose function is defined in ¶ 2512 of the 2016 Book of 
Discipline.  There shall be twelve (12) members of the Board of Trustees, who will be elected in four 
classes of three members each.  The first Board of Trustees will have three persons elected by the 
Southwest Texas Conference whose terms end in June 2015, three persons elected by the Río 
Grande Conference whose terms end in June 2016, three persons elected by the Río Grande 
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Conference whose terms end in June 2017, and three persons elected by the Southwest Texas 
Conference whose terms end in June 2018.  The members of the Board of Trustees are also members 
of the Board of Directors of the United Methodist Río Texas Conference Board of Trustees 
corporation, and their election shall be consistent with the Certificate of Formation and the Bylaws of 
that corporation. 
 
c.  There shall be a Committee on Standing Rules whose function is to oversee the rules of the Annual 
Conference, as permitted in ¶ 604.1 of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  There shall be six (6) members of 
the Committee on Standing Rules. 
 
d.  There shall be an Agenda and Worship Committee whose function is defined in ¶ 605.2 of the 2016 
Book of Discipline.  The members of the Agenda and Worship Committee shall be the Bishop and the 
Assistant to the Episcopal Office; the seven district superintendents; the presidents of United 
Methodist Women, United Methodist Men, the Young Adult Ministry Council, and the Youth Ministries 
Council; the conference lay leader; the conference treasurer; the conference secretary; the 
chairperson of the Uniting Table; and a Worship Team Coordinator recruited by the committee. 
 
e.  There shall be a Committee on the Episcopacy whose function is defined in ¶ 637 of the 2016 Book 
of Discipline.  There shall be twelve (12) members of the Committee on the Episcopacy. 
 
f.  There shall be an Episcopal Residence Committee whose function is defined in ¶ 638 of the 2016 
Book of Discipline.  There shall be six (6) members of the Episcopal Residence Committee. 
 
g.  There shall be a Board of Pensions whose function is defined in ¶ 639 of the 2016 Book of 
Discipline.  There shall be sixteen (16) members of the Board of Pensions who will serve eight-year 
staggered terms, with four members being elected every other year.  The first Board of Pensions will 
have four persons whose terms end in June 2016, four persons whose terms end in June 2018, four 
persons whose terms end in June 2020, and four persons whose terms end in June 2022 in order to 
establish the staggered terms.  The 2014 conferences will each elect two persons for each class to 
make up the first Board of Pensions.  The members of the Board of Pensions are also members of the 
Board of Directors of the United Methodist Río Texas Conference Board of Pensions corporation, and 
their election shall be consistent with the Certificate of Formation and the Bylaws of that corporation.  
The Board of Pensions relates to the General Board of Pensions and Health Benefits. 
 
h.  There shall be a Commission on Archives and History whose function is defined in ¶ 641 of the 
2016 Book of Discipline.  There shall be eight (8) members of the Commission on Archives and 
History.  The Commission on Archives and History relates to the General Commission on Archives 
and History. 
 
i.  There shall be a Committee on Nominations (the committee) whose function is to identify nominees 
for each elected leadership position for which the Book of Discipline does not specify another method 
of nomination.  The members of the committee shall be the Bishop and the Assistant to the Episcopal 
Office; the seven district superintendents; one person from each parent conference representing 
United Methodist Women, United Methodist Men, the Young Adult Ministry Council, and the Youth 
Ministries Council; the conference lay leader; and six (6) at large members nominated by the 
Committee on Nominations and elected by the Annual Conference to ensure equal representation on 
the committee from each of the parent conferences.  At least through 2024 the Committee on 
Nominations will consist of an equal number of members from each of the parent conferences. 

 
7.  There shall be an Administrative Review Committee (the committee) whose function and membership 
are defined in ¶ 636 of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  There shall be three (3) members of the committee 
and two (2) alternates, nominated by the Bishop and elected by the clergy session of the Annual 
Conference.  The committee is accountable to the clergy session of the Annual Conference. 
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Applying to All Agencies 
8.  The Committee on Nominations shall work toward the goals of inclusiveness as set forth in ¶ 610.5 in 
the 2016 Book of Discipline which states: “…special attention shall be given to the inclusion of 
clergywomen, youth (¶ 256.3), young adults, older adults, persons from churches with small 
memberships, people with disabilities, and racial and ethnic persons, in keeping with policies for general 
Church agencies.  It is further recommended that the membership of such agencies, except for the Board 
of Ordained Ministry, include one-third clergy, one-third laywomen, and one-third laymen, who are 
professing members of local churches.”  The Committee on Nominations shall also strive for equal 
representation from the districts; and, to the extent possible, the diversity of those nominated should 
reflect the diversity of the Mission Field.  It will be important at least through 2020 that both the parent 
conferences be equally represented on the Board of Trustees and the Board of Pensions, and that both 
be well represented on the Uniting Table and the Vision Teams. 
 
9.  The term of membership in any conference agency is quadrennial, except where the Book of 
Discipline stipulates otherwise.  The maximum that a person can serve in an agency is two full terms, 
except where the Book of Discipline stipulates otherwise, or when he/she is filling a vacancy during the 
quadrennium.  Filling a vacancy of an unexpired term of more than two years is considered to be a full 
term and shall count the same as four years. 
 
10.  Any elected position on a conference agency which is vacant at the end of the Annual Conference 
session or which becomes vacant during the conference year may be filled by the Committee on 
Nominations, unless otherwise specified by the Book of Discipline. 
 
11.  Ex-officio members of an agency, including members of General and Jurisdictional Agencies who 
reside within the bounds of the conference, are in addition to the agency members named above. 
 
12.  Chairpersons of conference agencies should be sensitive to the work schedules of laity when setting 
meetings. 
 
13.  When a person is absent without notice from two consecutive conference agency meetings of which 
he/she is a member, such person shall be considered to have resigned such membership, and the 
Committee on Nominations shall be notified that another person can be nominated for the remainder of 
the term. 
 
14.  No district superintendent or conference staff person shall be eligible to serve as an elective member 
of any conference agency.  If a member at the time of appointment or hire, he/she shall be considered to 
have resigned such membership. 
 
Conference Staff and Resources 
15.  There shall be an Administrative Services Center whose function is to manage the financial 
resources of the conference, and to develop alternative sources of funding for the conference.  The 
Administrative Services Center will encourage collaboration and partnership among all program, 
administrative and financial entities of the conference.  The Administrative Services Center relates to and 
supports the work of the Finance Table and the Commission on Equitable Compensation, the Board of 
Trustees, the Board of Pensions, the conference treasurer, and the office of New Resource Development, 
as well as the other non-program agencies as needed.  The Administrative Services Center shall be 
accountable to the Finance Table and to the Annual Conference, and shall be funded by the Annual 
Conference.  There shall be a director or equivalent position to oversee the functions of the Administrative 
Services Center, filled by appointment or otherwise at the Bishop’s discretion. 
 
 
16.  There shall be an Assistant to the Episcopal Office who will provide assistance with the 
administrative tasks of the Episcopal Office.  This position may be filled, by appointment or otherwise, at 
the Bishop’s discretion. 
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17.  There shall be Directors who assist and coordinate with the ministries of the Vision Teams as 
determined by the Personnel Committee in consultation with the Bishop.  These positions may be filled, 
by appointment or otherwise, at the Bishop’s discretion. 
 
MEMBERSHIP OF ANNUAL CONFERENCE 
 
18.  The lay membership of the Annual Conference shall be: 
Lay Members Defined by the Book of Discipline 

a.  A professing member elected by each charge, as provided for in ¶ 602.4 of the 2016 Book of 
Discipline; 
b.  An additional lay member assigned to each charge for each additional clergy member who is 
appointed to the charge as provided for in ¶ 602.4 of the 2016 Book of Discipline; 
c.  Diaconal ministers, active deaconesses, home missioners under episcopal appointment within the 
bounds of the Annual Conference, the conference president of United Methodist Women, the 
conference president of United Methodist Men, the conference lay leader, district lay leaders, the 
conference director of lay servant ministries, conference secretary of global ministries (if lay), the 
president or equivalent officer of the conference young adult organization, the president of the 
conference youth organization, the chair of the Annual Conference college student organization, one 
young person between the ages of twelve (12) and seventeen (17) and one young person between 
the ages of eighteen (18) and thirty (30) from each district to be selected in such a manner as may be 
determined by the Annual Conference, as provided in ¶ 602.4 and ¶ 32 of the 2016 Book of Discipline; 

(The method for selecting the youth, college and young adult representatives to Annual 
Conference will be as follows:  the conference youth organization will select one young 
person between the ages of twelve (12) and seventeen (17) from each district; the 
conference young adult organization will select one young person between the ages of 
eighteen (18) and thirty (30) from each district.  In the absence of a college student 
organization, the Board of Higher Education and Campus Ministry will select the college 
student to serve as a Lay Member of the Annual Conference.  Each of the agencies is 
responsible for providing the names and contact information for these persons to the 
conference secretary no later than January 15 each year.) 

Lay Members Defined by Annual Conference 
d.  An additional lay member assigned to each church that does not have a lay member as provided 
for in 18a and 18b above; and 
e.  Other members as defined by the Annual Conference to include:  an additional representative of 
the executive committees of the conference organizations of United Methodist Men, United Methodist 
Women, youth, and young adults; the president and one additional representative of the executive 
committees of the district organizations of United Methodist Women, United Methodist Men, youth, 
and young adults; the chancellor, the conference emmaus lay director (if any), the conference scouting 
coordinator (if any), conference associate lay leaders (if any), conference elected executive personnel 
(if any), the chairperson of any conference agency or standing committee that reports directly to the 
Annual Conference; lay members of the Uniting Table and Finance Table; and one lay member for 
each unchartered new church start elected by the district in which the new church start is located. 
f.  Additional lay members required to equalize lay and clergy membership shall be assigned to each 
district based upon district membership.  The conference secretary shall notify each district 
superintendent of the number of additional lay members to be elected no later than sixty (60) days 
following Annual Conference.  Each district will determine the method of election. 
g.  Through 2024 the additional lay members elected shall include members of both parent 
conferences. 
h.  At least 10% of these additional lay members shall be age 30 or under at the time of election. 

 
19.  In accordance with ¶ 659 of the 2016 Book of Discipline, the District Conferences will be composed 
of all members of Annual Conference as set forth in the Standing Rules who are related to churches 
within the bounds of their respective districts and currently elected to office.  In addition, it shall include 
the chairperson of each district agency. 
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CONFERENCE PROCEDURES 
 
20.  Proposals and reports from conference agencies shall be compiled in a Pre-Conference Report that 
shall be made available as an electronic document or in printed form to all conference members at least 
thirty (30) days prior to the Annual Conference session.  Each report shall be marked “For Conference 
Action” or “For Information Only.” 
 
21.  The Annual Conference shall make available English and Spanish editions of all official 
correspondence, including but not limited to the contents of the Pre-Conference Report and the 
Conference Journal.  The Annual Conference shall also provide oral translation between Spanish and 
English, and support for hearing and vision impaired persons, during the sessions of the Annual 
Conference. 
 
22.  Resolutions shall reach the floor of the conference only after consideration and action of the 
appropriate conference agency. 
 
23.  The conference procedures will be governed by the following in order of precedence:  the Book of 
Discipline, the Standing Rules, any special rules adopted by the Annual Conference, and the current 
edition of Robert’s Rules of Order. 
 
24.  The conference secretary shall establish the bar of the conference.  The conference secretary shall 
nominate, and the Annual Conference elect, the persons needed to assist in the proceedings of the 
conference.  These include the timekeeper, tellers, associate secretaries, and the minutes committee. 
 
25.  Speakers should identify themselves, giving their name and church, and whether they are a clergy or 
lay member of the conference. 
 
26.  Each speech from the floor for or against a motion will be limited to three minutes.  The timekeeper 
will inform the Bishop when the time has expired. 
 
27.  Consent Agenda 1 consists of reports from conference agencies which are not for action, but are 
“For Information Only.”  The conference acts only to receive these reports and print them in the journal.  
Consent Agenda 2 consists of action reports about which there is believed to be little or no dissent.  The 
items included in Consent Agenda 2 are determined by a task force composed of members of the Agenda 
and Worship Committee.  Any member of the Annual Conference may move the deletion of any of the 
items from Consent Agendas.  With a second, and a one-minute explanation by the maker of the motion, 
it will be voted on by the conference without debate.  If 20% of the members vote that the item be 
removed, it will be removed and brought to the floor as a non-consent item at a time to be determined by 
the Agenda and Worship Committee. 
 
28.  The Committee on Standing Rules shall report to the Annual Conference during the first business 
session of each Annual Conference.  Revisions or amendments must be adopted by a two-thirds (2/3) 
vote of the Annual Conference, and become effective immediately upon their adoption, unless otherwise 
stated in the enabling legislation.  The Standing Rules may be suspended at any time by a two-thirds 
(2/3) vote of the Annual Conference. 
 
29. The preliminary report of the Committee on Nominations will be presented early in the agenda of the 
Annual Conference proceedings, including the process for nominations from the floor.   The final report of 
the Committee on Nominations will be presented and acted upon at a later session of that Annual 
Conference. 
 
30.  Any report or resolution requiring action of the conference must be in the hands of the conference 
secretary early enough to allow for printing and distribution to the conference twenty-four (24) hours 
before the report is considered by the conference.  Motions made from the floor must be presented in 
writing to the presiding officer and the conference secretary at the time the motion is made. 
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31.  The conference lay leader will chair the Committee on Resolutions and Courtesies, and will be 
responsible for appointing additional persons to assist in preparation of the report. 
 
32.  The only materials that are allowed to be placed on the tables of the conference floor are those 
official materials distributed by the conference secretary and his/her staff. 
 
33.  The minutes shall be available online no later than sixty days after the closing of the Annual 
Conference session. 
 
OTHER 
 
34.  The Local Church Report to the Annual Conference (Annual Statistical Report) required by the 
general church will be completed and filed with the conference no later than January 30, as stated in 
¶ 606.7 of the 2016 Book of Discipline.  This can be done using the method determined by the conference 
statistician to be the easiest and most effective manner. 
 
35.  There will be a Policy Manual containing policies adopted by the Annual Conference.  Changes in 
these policies must be approved by the Annual Conference.  The conference secretary will make these 
available as an electronic document and in printed form. 
 
36.  Any minister of the Annual Conference who conducts the funeral or memorial service of a fellow 
minister or a minister’s spouse shall provide the conference secretary with a memorial for that person 
within one month, in accordance with the Guidelines on Memoirs to be furnished by the conference 
secretary. 
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La Misión de la Conferencia Río Texas:  de hacer discípulos de Jesucristo para la transformación del 
mundo.

ESTRUCTURA Y AGENCIAS 
  
Mesa Unida 
1. Habrá una Mesa Unida cuya función es de coordinar la misión y el ministerio en la Conferencia Río 
Texas a través de los cuatro Equipos de Visión cimentados por los cuatro pilares de la Visión de la 
Conferencia: Uniendo Pueblos, Vitalizando Congregaciones, Desarrollando Líderes, y Transformando 
Comunidades. La Mesa Unida y los cuatro Equipos de Visión son responsables de enfocarse en el 
Campo Misionero. Los miembros de la Mesa Unida serán: el Obispo (ex oficio, sin derecho a voto); el 
decano del gabinete; el líder laico; los presidentes de los Equipos de Visión de Uniendo Pueblos, 
Vitalizando Congregaciones, Desarrollando Líderes, y Transformando Comunidades; el Presidente o un 
representante de a cada uno agencia administrativa de la Regla #6; un representante de cada uno de la 
Junta de Ministerio Ordenado, el Comité del Episcopado y el Concilio de Ministerios de Niños; los 
presidentes de las Mujeres Metodistas Unidas, los Hombres Metodistas Unidos, el Concilio de Ministerios 
de la Juventud y el Concilio de Ministerio de Jóvenes Adultos; y el Presidente. También habrá siete (7) 
miembros en general y un defensor del Campo de Misión, nombrados por el Comité de Nominaciones y 
elegido por la Conferencia Anual. Todas las referencias en el Libro de Disciplina a un Concilio de la 
Conferencia de Ministerios se cumplirán por la Mesa Unida. La Mesa Unida rinde cuentas a la 
Conferencia Anual y es financiada por ella. 
  

a. Habrá un defensor del Campo de Misión cuya responsabilidad es ayudar a la Mesa Unida y a los 
Equipos de Visión seguir enfocados en el campo misionero, abogando por las personas que no están 
en nuestras iglesias, incluyendo los que están en la pobreza, aquellos que son jóvenes, aquellos que 
son marginados y aquellos desapoderados por nuestra cultura y sociedad. 

  
b. La Mesa Unida y los cuatro Equipos de Visión reclutarán la participación de las personas del 
laicaso y clérigo a través de la Conferencia para servir en los grupos de tarea y ayudarles en sus 
responsabilidades.

Cada una de estas agencias es 
directamente responsable a la Conferencia Anual, informa a la Conferencia Anual y es financiado del 
presupuesto de la Conferencia Anual, a menos que se especifique lo contrario por el Libro de Disciplina.  
Cada una de estas agencias tendrá un representate en la Mesa Unida para apoyar los enfasis misionales 
de la Mesa Unida y los Equipos de Visión. 
  

a. Habrá una Mesa de Finanzas cuya función se define en ¶¶ 611-628 del Libro de Disciplina 2016, y 
que cumplirá con todas las referencias en el Libro de Disciplina ante el Concilio de Finanzas y 
Administración. La Mesa de Finanzas también cumplirá con todas las referencias en el Libro de 
Disciplina a la Comisión de Compensación Equitativa, cuya función se define en ¶ 625 del Libro de 
Disciplina 2016. Habrá dieciséis (16) miembros en la Mesa de Finanzas. La Mesa de Finanzas se 
relaciona con el Concilio General de Finanzas y Administración. También habrá un Comité de 
Personal para llevar a cabo las funciones de la Mesa de Finanzas en ¶ 613.13 del  Libro de 
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Disciplina 2016. Habrá cuatro (4) miembros de la Comisión de Personal además de un representante 
de la Mesa de Finanzas y un Superintendente del Distrito. 

  
b. Habrá una Junta de Síndicos, cuya función se define en ¶ 2512 del Libro de Disciplina 2016. 
Habrá doce (12) miembros de la Junta de Síndicos, que serán elegidos en cuatro clases de tres 
miembros cada una. La primera Junta de Síndicos tendrá tres personas elegidas por la Conferencia 
de Southwest Texas cuyo fin de término es en junio de 2015, tres personas elegidas por la 
Conferencia Río Grande cuyo fin de término es en junio de 2016, tres personas elegidas por la 
Conferencia Río Grande cuyo fin de término es en junio de 2017 y tres personas elegidas por la 
Conferencia Southwest Texas cuyos fin de término es en junio de 2018.  Los miembros de la Junta 
de Síndicos serán también miembros de la Junta de Directores de la corporación denominada Junta 
de Síndicos de la Conferencia Metodista Unida Río Texas, y su eleccíon deberá concordar con el 
Certificado de Formación y con los Estatutos de tal corporación. 

  
c. Habrá un Comité sobre Reglas Permanentes cuya función es supervisar las reglas de la 
Conferencia Anual, a la medida permitida en ¶ 604.1 del Libro de Disciplina 2016. Habrá seis (6) 
miembros del Comité de Reglas Permanentes. 

  
d. Habrá un Comité de Agenda y Adoración cuya función se define en ¶ 605.2 del Libro de Disciplina 
2016. Los miembros de la Comité de Agenda y Adoración será el Obispo y el Asistente de la oficina 
Episcopal; los superintendentes de siete distritos; los presidentes de las Mujeres Metodistas Unidas, 
los Hombres Metodistas Unidos, el Concilio de Ministerio de Jóvenes Adultos y el Concilio de 
Ministerios de la Juventud; el Líder Laico Conferencial; el Tesorero de la Conferencia; el Secretario 
de la Conferencia; el Presidente de la Mesa Unida; y un coordinador del Equipo de Adoración 
reclutado por el Comité. 

  
e. Habrá un Comité del Episcopado cuya función se define en ¶ 637 del Libro de Disciplina 2016. 
Habrá doce (12) miembros del Comité del Episcopado. 

  
f. Habrá un Comité de Residencia Episcopal cuya función se define en ¶ 638 del Libro de Disciplina 
2016. Habrá seis (6) miembros del Comité de Residencia Episcopal. 

  
g. Habrá una Junta de Pensiones, cuya función se define en ¶ 639 del Libro de Disciplina 2016. 
Habrá dieciséis (16) miembros de la Junta de Pensiones que servirán términos escalonados de ocho 
años, con cuatro miembros siendo elegidos cada dos años. La primera Junta de Pensiones tendrá 
cuatro personas cuyos nombramientos terminan en junio de 2016, cuatro personas cuyos 
nombramientos terminan en junio de 2018, cuatro personas cuyos nombramientos terminan en junio 
de 2020, y cuatro personas cuyos nombramientos terminan en junio de 2022 con el fin de establecer 
los términos escalonados. Las conferencias 2014 cada una elegirá a dos personas por cada clase 
que conforma a la primera Junta de Pensiones. Los miembros de la Junta de Pensiones serán 
también miembros de la Junta de Directores de la corporación denominada Junta de Pensiones de la 
Conferencia Metodista Unida Río Texas, y su eleccíon deberá concordar con el Certificado de 
Formación y con los Estatutos de tal corporación. La Junta de Pensiones se relaciona con la Junta 
General de Pensiones y Beneficios de Salud. 

  
h. Habrá una Comisión de Archivos e Historia cuya función se define en ¶ 641 del Libro de Disciplina 
2016. Habrá ocho (8) miembros en la Comisión de Archivos e Historia. La Comisión de Archivos e 
Historia se relaciona con la Comisión General de Archivos e Historia. 

  
i. Habrá un Comité de Nominaciones (el Comité), cuya función es identificar a candidatos para cada 
posición de lideres elegidos ya que El Libro de Disciplina no especifica otro método de nominación. 
Los miembros del Comité serán el Obispo y el Asistente de la Oficina Episcopal; los 
Superintendentes de siete Distritos; una persona de cada conferencia patrocinadora que representan 
las Mujeres Metodistas Unidas, los Hombres Metodistas Unidos, el Concilio de Ministerio de Jóvenes 
Adultos y el Concilio de Ministerios de la Juventud; el Líder Laico Conferencial; y seis (6) prófugos 
miembros designados por el Comité de Nominaciones y elegidos por la Conferencia Anual para 
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garantizar una representación equitativa en el Comité de cada una de las conferencias 
patrocinadoras. Por lo menos a través de 2024 el Comité de Nominaciones constará de un número 
igual de miembros de cada una de las conferencias patrocinadoras. 

  
7. Habrá un Comité de Revisión Administrativa (el Comité) cuya función y membresía se definen en ¶ 
636 del Libro de Disciplina 2016. Habrá tres (3) miembros del Comité y dos (2) suplentes, nombrados por 
el Obispo y elegidos por la sesión de cleros de la Conferencia Anual. El Comité es responsable ante la 
sesión de cleros de la Conferencia Anual. 
  
Aplicante a Todas las Agencias 
8. El Comité de Nominaciones deberá trabajar hacia los objetivos de inclusión como dispuestos en ¶ 
610.5 en el Libro de Disciplina 2016 que establece: "...atención especial debe darse a la inclusión de 
mujeres del clero, la juventud (¶ 256.3), jóvenes adultos, adultos mayores, personas de iglesias con 
membresía pequeñas, personas con discapacidad y personas de minorías raciales y étnicas, en 
consonancia con las políticas de las agencias generales de la Iglesia. También se recomienda que los 
miembros de dichas agencias, salvo la Junta de Ministerio Ordenado, incluyan un tercio de clero, un 
tercio laicas y un tercio laicos que profesan ser miembros de las iglesias locales." El Comité de 
Nominaciones también se esforzará por tener igual representación de los distritos; y, a la medida que 
sea posible, la diversidad de los nombrados debe reflejar la diversidad de las misiones. Será importante 
por lo menos hasta el 2020 que las conferencias patrocinadoras sean igualmente representadas en la 
Junta de Síndicos y la Junta de Pensiones, y que ambas sean bien representados en la Mesa Unida y en 
los Equipos de Visión. 
  
9. El término de membresía en cualquier agencia de la Conferencia es cuadrienal, excepto donde el 
Libro de Disciplina estipula lo contrario. Lo máximo que una persona puede servir en una agencia es de 
dos términos, excepto donde el Libro de Disciplina estipula lo contrario, o cuando él o ella llena una 
vacante durante el cuadrienio. Llenar un vacante de un período restante de más de dos años se 
considera ser un término completo y se cuenta lo mismo que cuatro años. 
  
10. Cualquier posición elegida en una agencia de la Conferencia que esté vacante al final de la sesión de 
la Conferencia Anual o que se convierte en vacante durante el año de la Conferencia puede ser suplido 
por el Comité de Nominaciones a menos que se especifique lo contrario por el Libro de Disciplina. 
  
11. Ex-oficio miembros de una agencia, incluyendo a miembros de Agencias Generales o 
Jurisdiccionales, que residen dentro de los límites de la Conferencia, son además miembros de Agencia 
arriba mencionados. 
  
12. Presidentes de los agencias de la Conferencia deberían ser sensibles a los horarios de trabajo de los 
laicos al establecer horarios de reuniones. 
  
13. Cuando una persona esté ausente sin previo aviso de dos reuniones consecutivas de agencias de 
conferencia del cual él o ella es miembro, dicha persona se considerará que ha renunciado dicha 
afiliación, y la Comisión de Nombramientos se notificará que otra persona puede ser nombrada por el 
resto del término. 
  
14. Ningún personal de la Oficina del Superintendente o conferencia de distrito será elegible para servir 
como miembro electivo de cualquier agencia de la Conferencia. Si fuese miembro en el momento de 
nombramiento o por sueldo, él o ella se considerarán haber renunciado dicha afiliación. 
  
Personal y Recursos de la Conferencia 
15. Habrá un Centro de Servicios Administrativos cuya función es administrar los recursos financieros de 
la Conferencia y desarrollar fuentes alternativas de financiación para la Conferencia. El Centro de 
Servicios Administrativos fomentará colaboración y asociación entre todos los programas, entidades 
administrativas y financieras de la Conferencia. El Centro de Servicios Administrativos se refiere a la 
Mesa de Finanzas y apoya el trabajo de la misma, así como el de la Comisión de Compensaciones 
Equitativas, la Junta de Síndicos, la Junta de Pensiones, el Tesorero de la Conferencia y la Oficina de 
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Desarrollo de Nuevos Recursos, así como a otras agencias no programadas, como sea necesario. El 
Centro de Servicios Administrativos será responsable a la Mesa de Finanzas y a la Conferencia Anual y 
será financiado por la Conferencia Anual. Habrá un director o posición equivalente para supervisar las 
funciónes del Centro de Servicios Administrativos, llenado por nombramiento o de otra manera a 
discreción del Obispo. 
  
16. Habrá un Asistente a la Oficina Episcopal que proporcionará ayuda con las tareas administrativas de 
la oficina Episcopal. Esta posición puede llenarse por nombramiento, o de lo contrario, a discreción del 
Obispo. 
 
17. Habrá Directores que ayuden y coordinen con los ministerios de los Equipos de Visión según lo 
determine el Comité de Personal en consulta con el Obispo.  Estas posiciones pueden ser llenadas, por 
nombramiento o de lo contrario, a la discreción del Obispo. 
  
MEMBRESÍA DE LA CONFERENCIA ANUAL 
  
18. Los miembros laicos de la Conferencia Anual serán: 
Miembros Laicos Definidos por el Libro de Disciplina 

a. Un miembro profesante elegido por cada cargo, como provisto por el ¶ 602.4 del Libro de 
Disciplina 2016; 
b. Otro miembro laico adicional asignado a cada cargo para cada miembro del clero adicional que es 
nombrado para el cargo como previsto en ¶ 602.4 del Libro de Disciplina 2016; 
c. Ministros Diaconales, Diaconisas activas, Misioneros Locales bajo nombramiento Episcopal dentro 
de los límites de la Conferencia, la Presidente de la Conferencia de las Mujeres Metodistas Unidas, 
el Presidente de la Conferencia de Hombres Metodistas Unidos, el Líder Laico de la Conferencia, los 
Líderes Laicos de los Distritos, el Director de Siervos Ministeriales Laicos de la Conferencia, el 
Secretario de la Conferencia de Ministerios Globales (si es laico), el Presidente oficial o equivalente 
de la Organización de Jóvenes Adultos de la Conferencia, el Presidente de la Organización de 
Juventud de la Conferencia, el Presidente de la Organización de Estudiantes Universitarios de la 
Conferencia Anual, una persona joven entre las edades de doce (12) y diecisiete (17) años y un 
joven entre las edades de dieciocho (18) y treinta (30) años de cada Distrito quien serán 
seleccionados de tal forma como lo determine la Conferencia Anual, como provisto en ¶ 602.4 y ¶ 32 
del Libro de Disciplina 2016; 

(El método de selección de los representantes jóvenes, universitarios y jóvenes adultos a 
Conferencia Anual será como el siguiente: la organización de la Conferencia de la Juventud 
seleccionará una persona joven entre las edades de doce (12) a diecisiete (17) años de cada 
distrito, la organización de adultos jóvenes de la Conferencia seleccionará una persona joven 
entre las edades de dieciocho (18) y treinta (30) años de cada distrito. En ausencia de una 
organización estudiantil de la Universidad, el Concilio de Educación Superior y Ministerio del 
Campo Universitario seleccionará un estudiante universitario como miembro laico de la 
Conferencia Anual. Cada una de las agencias es responsable de proporcionar los nombres y la 
información de contacto de estas personas a la Secretaria de la Conferencia no más tardar del 
15 de enero de cada año). 

Miembros Laicos Definidos por la Conferencia Anual 
d. Un miembro laico adicional asignado a cada iglesia que no tiene miembro laico como previsto en 
18a y 18b arriba; y 
e. Otros miembros según lo definido por la Conferencia Anual que incluya: un representante 
adicional de los comités ejecutivos de las organizaciones de la Conferencia de Hombres Metodistas 
Unidos, las Mujeres Metodistas Unidas, Jóvenes y Jóvenes Adultos; el Presidente y un representante 
adicional de los comités ejecutivos de las organizaciones del distrito de las Mujeres Metodistas 
Unidas, Hombres Metodistas Unidos, Jóvenes y Jóvenes Adultos; el Canciller, el director laico a la 
Conferencia de Emaús (si existe), el Coordinador de Reclutadores a la Conferencia (si existe), los 
líderes laicos asociados a la Conferencia (si existen), el elegido personal ejecutivo de la Conferencia 
(si existe), el Presidente de cualquier agencia de la Conferencia o Comisión permanente que informa 
directamente a la Conferencia Anual; miembros laicos de la Mesa Unida y la Mesa de Finanzas; y 
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uno de los miembros laicos de cada iglesia de nuevo comienzo no incorporada elegido por el distrito 
donde se encuentra la iglesia de nuevo comienzo. 
f. Adicionales laicos necesarios para igualar a los laicos y miembros del clero se asignarán a cada 
distrito, basado en la membresía del distrito. La Secretaria de la Conferencia notificará a cada 
Superintendente del número de miembros laicos adicionales por ser elegidos no más tarde de 
sesenta (60) días después de la Conferencia Anual. Cada distrito determinará el método de elección. 
g. A través de 2024 el número de miembros laicos adicionales elegidos deberá incluir a miembros de 
ambas conferencias patrocinadoras. 
h. Por lo menos el 10% de estos laicos adicionales será de treinta (30) años de edad o menos en el 
momento de la elección. 

  
19. De acuerdo con ¶ 659 del Libro de Disciplina 2016, las conferencias de distrito se compondrán de 
todos los miembros de la Conferencia Anual como previsto por las reglas permanentes relacionadas a  
las iglesias dentro de los límites de sus respectivos distritos y actualmente elegidos. Además, se incluirá 
al Presidente de cada agencia del distrito. 
  
PROCEDIMIENTOS CONFERENCIALES 
  
20. Las propuestas e informes de agencias de la Conferencia se compilarán en un Informe de Pre-
Conferencia que se hará disponible como documento electrónico o en forma impresa a todos los 
miembros de la Conferencia, por lo menos treinta (30) días antes de la sesión de la Conferencia Anual. 
Cada informe deberá indicarse "Para Acción de la Conferencia" o " Únicamente para Información." 
  
21. La Conferencia Anual deberá hacer disponibles ediciones en inglés y en español de toda la 
correspondencia oficial, incluyendo pero no limitado a los contenidos del Informe de Pre-Conferencia y 
las Actas de la Conferencia. La Conferencia Anual también deberá presentar una traducción oral entre el 
español e inglés, y también proveerá apoyo para personas con discapacidades de audita y visión, 
durante las sesiones de la Conferencia Anual. 
 
22. Las Resoluciones deberán llegar al piso de la Conferencia sólo después de consideración y acción 
de la agencia apropiada de la Conferencia. 
  
23. Los procedimientos de la Conferencia se regirán por los siguientes en orden de precedencia: el Libro 
de Disciplina, las Reglas Permanentes, cualquier regla especial aprobada por la Conferencia Anual y la 
edición actual de las Reglas de Orden Roberts. 
  
24. El Secretario de la Conferencia deberá establecer la barra de la Conferencia. El Secretario de la 
Conferencia nombrará y la Conferencia Anual elegirá a las personas necesarias para ayudar en los 
procedimientos de la Conferencia. Estos incluyen el guardador de tiempo, los cajeros, secretarios/as 
asociados/as y el Comité de Minutas. 
  
25. Todos los oradores deben identificarse, dando su nombre y nombre de su iglesia, y decir si son 
miembros del clero o laicos de la Conferencia. 
  
26. Cada discurso desde el piso o en contra de una moción estará limitada a tres minutos. El guardador 
de tiempo informará al Obispo cuando se ha expirado el tiempo. 
  
27. El Consentimiento de Agenda 1 consiste en informes de agencias de la Conferencia que no son de 
acción, sino "Únicamente para Información." La Conferencia actúa sólo para recibir estos informes y para 
imprimirlos en el Diario. La Agenda de Consentimiento 2 consiste en informes de acción sobre los cuales 
se cree que habrá poca o ninguna disidencia. Los elementos incluidos en el Consentimiento de Agenda 2 
están determinados por un grupo de trabajo compuesto por miembros del Comité de Agenda y 
Adoración. Cualquier miembro de la Conferencia Anual puede proponer la supresión de cualquiera de los 
elementos del Consentimiento de Agendas. Después de un secundo y una explicación de un minuto por 
el creador de la propuesta, se tomará el voto por la Conferencia sin debate. Si el 20% de los miembros 
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votan que el elemento se quite, se quita y se trae al piso de la Conferencia como un elemento de no 
consentimiento en un momento determinado por el Comité de Agenda y Adoración. 
  
28. El Comité de Reglas Permanentes informará a la Conferencia Anual durante la primera sesión de 
negocios de cada Conferencia Anual. Las revisiones o enmiendas deben ser adoptadas por dos tercios 
(2/3) de votos de la Conferencia Anual y puestos en efecto inmediatamente después de su adopción, a 
menos que se indique lo contrario en la legislación. Las Reglas Permanentes podrán ser suspendidas en 
cualquier momento por dos tercios (2/3) de votos de la Conferencia Anual. 
  
29. El informe preliminar del Comité de Nominaciones se presentará a temprana hora en la agenda de 
los procedimientos de la Conferencia Anual, incluyendo el proceso de nominaciones desde el piso de la 
Conferencia. El informe final del Comité de Nominaciones será presentado y puesto en acción durante 
una sesión posterior a esa Conferencia Anual. 
  
30. Cualquier informe o resolución que requiera la acción de la Conferencia debe estar en manos de la 
Secretaria de la Conferencia a la más temprana hora posible para permitir su impresión y distribución a 
la Conferencia; es decir, veinticuatro (24) horas antes de que el informe sea considerado por la 
Conferencia. Mociones del piso de la Conferencia deben presentarse por escrito al Presidente y al 
Secretario de la Conferencia en el momento que la propuesta se presente. 
  
31. El líder laico de la Conferencia presidirá la Comité de Resoluciones y Cortesías y será responsable 
de nombrar a otras personas para ayudar en la preparación del informe. 
  
32. Los únicos materiales que pueden ser colocados en las mesas del piso de la conferencia son los 
materiales oficiales distribuidos por el Secretario de la Conferencia y su personal. 
  
33. Las actas estarán disponibles en línea a no más tardar de sesenta (60) días después de la clausura 
de la sesión de la Conferencia Anual. 
  
OTROS 
  
34. El informe de la Iglesia Local a la Conferencia Anual (Informe Anual de Estadísticas) requerido por la 
Iglesia General será completado y presentado ante la Conferencia no más tarde del 30 de enero, como 
se indica en ¶ 606.7 del Libro de Disciplina 2016. Esto puede hacerse utilizando el método determinado 
ser más fácil y efectivo por el/la estadístico/a de la Conferencia. 
  
35. Habrá un Manual de Política que contiene las políticas adoptadas por la Conferencia Anual. Cambios 
a estas políticas deben ser aprobados por la Conferencia Anual. El Secretario de la Conferencia hará 
posible que éstas estén disponibles como documentos electrónicos y en forma impresa. 
  
36. Cualquier ministro de la Conferencia Anual que lleva a cabo un servicio funeral o memorial de un 
ministro compañero o cónyuge de un ministro deberá presentar al Secretario de la Conferencia un 
documento memorial de esa persona dentro de un mes del memorial, en conformidad con las Directivas 
de Memoriales que serán hechas disponibles por el Secretario de la Conferencia.
